THROUGH HER HEART.

Controlled by a Momentary Impulse
She Commits Sulcide—A Trapper
Frosemn to Death in the Cascade

The act, apparent!y, was unpremeditated,
and the news of the suicide bas shocked
the wide circle of Ju.ge and Mrs. Reid's
friends, The judge was bholding court at
the time, and on reciviag tidings of his
wife's death adjournea court and hasten-
¢d to bhis home company with Clerk
Shane.

Arriving et the house, the body was
found where it had fallen when the fatal
shot was fired n the hallway just
vutiside the be om door. The bed cham-
ber is @ large room on vhe second floor in
the front of the house. Mrs. Reld was
fully dressed and had been preparing 1o
go down town to do some Christmas shod-
ping. Near the body lay the revoiver with
which she had taken >

Mrs. Reid bad been ail from chronle
metritis for three weeks past, but
been improving of late and was on the
road to complete recovery. The disorder is
a nervous one peculiar to women, and is
ompanied with severe pain and often
hysteria. Mrs. Reld had suffered with
hysteria a number of times, and her rela-
tives belleve that she took her life in a
moment of despondency and pain. The re-
volver was Kept in a stand drawer, and it
was evident that, opse the drawer for
some article she wanted, : alling woman
caught sight of #t, when a sudden tempta-
tion to end her sufl: s seized her., With-
cut a moment's hosl m she placed the
weapon to her breast and fired.
