ment that the actual damage to Washing-
ton orchard* from the extreme cold
weather of fhe early part of the month
is very slight.

8c :'» »ry Onfl was asked today as to

\u25a0the a ttal sit oat lon among the orchard*
of Washington. He said:

"The fact that the trade of Puget sound
Is not tributary to the city of Portland
stems to he very prejudicial to the cll-
mato of the former region. The Portland
pr»-*s now claim.'* that ths late November
fr» e*.e his pru ally destroyed all the
Italian i>r inn t:>*es in the Paget sound
district. Thl* eer-n.s more curiou* from
the fact that our tree* in many other
year* passed throisfh temperature* at
I»ast ten dugrees lower without Injury.
And th* trees are better able to resist ex-
tremes of temperature early In the sea-
son thun when the buJs are swollen.

"From all the reports that have come
to us. no Injury to trees of any nature at
all has occurred op Puget sound, outside
of the report* *-nt out from Olympla. The
report* that all 'he Italian prune trees
n Thurston coun v had be»-n killed are
entirely untrue. Report* from Steila.'-oom,
near the borders of that county, show no
injury to the trees.

A letter from the Skagtt valley, which
is not greatly away from the northern
limit of rtie t'uget sound country, and
where la-s?< orchards of the Italian prune
are located, show that not a bud or twig
of the tr- ?* ars The temperature
thers usually goes much lower than at
the uppei end of the Sound, having regls-

tered at Mount Vernon to withtn three
degrees of s»ro during the iate freete.

Kej or;* from the Yakima valley are
very contradictory, some claiming that
tr.es In'certsin localities ire killed to the
jrround generally, however, se. rn
to show that the trees have pretty well
e> -nj.ed i<'[Mua In'ory. The nature of tt>e
re;' .r:« fr >m the Walla WaMa rerlon are
of a iwm «r character. Some Injury no

doubt n*s done to both trees and
fruit buds hut principally to the latter.
On the whole, I believe, it will »e found
I'Mt hit llttl<> material injury has been
done In any of the principal fruit regions
of the sta: \u25a0 from eome damage to
fie fruit bids of rhe peach and other
tender fruits. Our fruit interests are yet
somewhat In an experimental stage, and
doubtless In some localities to some ex-
tent varieties too tender have been plant-
ed In Thurston county lands totally nu-
fl'ted have be*' 1 to the prune,
and the to*s of "e««» has likely occurred
to a >me extent there."

LAN FRAXCISCO, Pec. 21?The steam-
er Belgtc, which arrived today from Hong-
kong and Yokohama, via Honolulu,
brought the remains of Miss Kat* Field.
The body of M:?s F.eld was placed on
the Belgic MI December 15. Consul Gen-
era! Miles, of Hawaii, attended to the re-
moval of the casket from the vault in
Hono.ulu cemetery and the placing of it
on board the steamer.

VICTORIA, Pec. 22? The proceedings

of the Bering claim* commlsison opened
today with the crons-examination of Capt.
Hansen, as to the seizure of the schooner
Winnlfred The witness went over the
same story he told In the previous ex-

amination. Capt. McKlel was recalled to
give evidence ns to the cato'hes of the
Beatrice and Marion, and R. J. Ker pro-
duced letters written by the captain of the
Maggie Mac !n iw, showing what skins
the vessels had secured in Bering sea dur-
ing the season. Evidence ss to seal catches
was given by Capt. M McLean and Will-

iam Coudle. The latter w is on the schoon-
er Mollis Adams In ISS9. and gave her
catches ns 1.500 or l.fiOO. On cro«s-exanilna-
tion by Lansing for the United States,

Coudle said toe Mollis Adams raid-
ed ths St. George island rook-
eries In 18*9. and secured about
4'X> skins. Theodore Lubbe. railed
by the British side stated that, as Vic-
toria agent for Martin Bares A Co.. of
New York, he purchased, in I*S2. 32« skins
of the Bering sea catch of the schooner
Ran Diego, and In October. I<»S3. had
bought 916 *kins of the Bering sea cstch
of the same vessel for that year. When
asked how he knew the seals ware from
Bering sea, ths witness said that by the
appearance of the skins he Judred them
to be Bering sea seals. In those year*

only Indians hunted on the coast, and
they handled the skins differently from
white men.

The casket was inclosed in a large
wooden <*se and mowed on the forward
between decks. There was no ceremony,
Consul Mills advie.ng that admirer# of
MJS Field refrain from mrewmg flowers
on the casket, as very Ifrttle ttme could be
?pared, K being necessary to hurry tihe
shipment of the body, as the Belgic couid
make but a brief stay at the inlands.

It is intended that the remains will be
cremated here, then the ashes will be sent
to Mount Auburn. The remains are con-
signed to Henry Hlg»non, and will be re-
nwved roan undertaking parlor before be-
ing s»-m to the crematory.

Owing to the many failures to ship the
casket the memorial committee was not
notified of its arrival until noon today.
It immediately arranged to receiv# them,
but It will be some days, however, beifore
the casket can be removed from the ehip,
owing to quarantine regulations.

Charles Hug, of J. D. Spreckels A Bro?
has interested him«e& on behalf of the
memorial committee, a&d will try to se-

cure a permit from the collector of the
port allowing the body to be brought
ashore. On Monday. November 23, the
Kate Field memorial committee met at
Shasta hall and arranged to hold memor-
ial services in Trinity church on the ar-
rival of the body. The Woman's Press
Association and the Press Cmii have the
details in charge.

The funeral services will take place at
Trinity Episcopal church on next Sunday
at 2 p. in., and the body will be imme-
diately afterward conveyed to the cem-
etery, where it will be cremated.

In the seoond place, the doc-
tor admits that in three cases at lea t
tuiials have been made from th* public
p&rlera of undertaking establishments,
each of which is situated on the ground
floor of a loslgtng house or hotel. lie also
ooi cedes that In one instance he allowed
uxtra ti:ne for the burial of a child, and
give# seemingly good and sufficient rea-
sons for so doing.

SPOKANE, Dec. 32.?Special.?As stated
in the Post-Intelligencer December 2i»,
diphtheria has seemir.giy taken a strong
hold here and its general prevalei.ee ;s

causing more than one parent considera-
ble anxiety. As one parent stated to the
Post-In teiligenoer corre*ptndent, "I have
had my house and premises disinfected
for the past six months. Every few days
I have my children take a throat gargle
and by other medicinal methods have
done everything in my power to keep the
dread disease from my home. Yet my
behoved ones aro no safer than those in
homee where little or no attention U paid
to warding off the disease."

Dr. W. W. Patten's books show a start-
ling record of the contagious diseases
prevalent during the past tan months.
January showed that there had been re-
ported one ease of diphtheria and sixteen
cases of scarlet fever. February report
ahowed three casts of scarlet fever, whiia
March, April and May showed twenty

cases of diphtheria and eeven cases of
scarlet fever. In the dry and sunshiny
months of June, July, August and Sep-
tember the four beautiful months of Spo-
kane's ellmatti, the heAlth officer's books
phow that there was reported to his of-
fice eighty-two cases of diphtheria, seven
c*?>«s of scarlet feveT and three cases of
membraneous croup. October's record
gives twenty-nine cases o? diphtheria and
four cases of soarlet fever as reported.
Last month's record gives twenty-one
oases of dlphthsria, three cases of mem-
braneous croup and six cases of scarlet
fever.

While the health officer may have full
power under the charier to carry the

w« into effect, aa he may so will, and
for such eanrrot be held respond; for
the spread of these ehUdron's disease*,
yet the citixerm blame him for one thing

Parents who have diphtheria in their
homes go to and from their business
hoists. go out calling or shopping, receive

their mail at the door and give orders to

the butcher, bak*r and candlestick maker,

only asking of the caller, by way of pre-
caution. "Are you afraid of the disease?'*

how for the city health, yet there Is an
alarming record of contagious diseases
reported to his office the past year. If

he would insist upon having quarantine

patrols and by them »ee that his health

laws w*ere enforoed, lie would find dlph-

th« ria and scarlet fever on the decrease,

instead of holding It*own and increasing

among the children of Spokane.
