On the evening of December 15 the bark-
entine attracted the attention of those on

board the Dutch tank steamer Bre4n«ha-
ven In Utltudt *7.&. longitude 41 «0, and
asked that the Bremerhaven send some
bread on board, the supply having fallen
short. It was explained that the
boat had been stove and it was therefore
impossible to send to the Bremerhaven
for the food.

An officer of the tanker* who went on
board the Solid with a supply of br*>ad,

twef and potatoes. r<r>p>rted that the bark-
entine was tn a bad plight. Her bulwark*
were almost gone and the seas washed
across her decks continually. Capt.
Ystinas, of the Solid, refused to abandon
feer

Shortly after the Bremerhaven'a boat re-
turned to her the weather came on tft. k
and the Solid was lost to sight.
