“If we only knew that away back in the
past a sea did cover that part of British
Columbia and was dried up, and very fins
flakey gold was everywhere deposited
over its bottom, the changes that have
since occurred would fully explain why it
is now coarse or in the form of nuggets,
and on account of the upheavals gulches
have averywhere been formed. More than
that, the country has been swept by
glaclers; and rocks and stones have been
moving In all directions, independent of
gravitation; and after the glaclal period
paseed away this rolling and sliding of
rocks commenced again; and this pound-
lug process was renewed on a larger scale.

“You should, however, bear in mind that
I am not describing the way the gold
came Into the cresks of British Columbia.
I am only indleating to you what seems to
bé a possi if not a prabable way: and
you will also bear in mind that what has
been said as to the origin of placer gold,
applies to no part of the world except the
country east of the Cascades,

“If the time i3 not too much taken up
I will endeavor to tell you of my trip to
Alaska.

His Experience in Alaska.

“I, with two companions, left Juneau
about the middle of last May in a dory
with about thres months’ provisions,
Nothing of unusual interest occurred or
was seen untll wa reached Taylor bday,
which is the last of many bays that we
passed before we reached the Paoific
ocean. Our destination was Lituya bay,
which is on the Pacific otean and about
200 miles above Juneau.

CIGARS LOOK DARK.

CUBAN WAR CAUSES A SCARCITY OF
GOOD HAVANA WRAPPERS.

Many Key West Brands Failing In
Quality—A Toebacco Sanlesman Ex-
piatns—~Growers of the Leaf in
Connecticout and Other States Get-
ting High Prices—But Few Large
Factories Supplied With Pure
Wrappers.

All smokers of good cigars, timt is those
who manage to find satisfaction in a “two-
have probably noticed changes In
their favorite brands. The wrapper has
been darker in many, the filer inferior in
some, and the price raised in others. Many
brands with good reputations have been
withdrawn from the market. The cause
of this is found in a combination of cir-
cumstances, ¢hief among which is the Cu-
ban war. .

The smoker is legion, and as he bites off
the end of his weed and the wrapper
cracks and tears, he heartlily wishes tha
Cubans might be free or conquered, or in
some way recalled to their duty of pro-
ducing good tobacco. Fillers have not
bean made 80 scarce as wrappers becausas
most large companles putting out a Ha-
vana filled cigar were well stocked. But
the delicate leaf in which cigars are wrap-
ped must be of the finest quality. It ap-
peals directly to the eye of the smoker and
influences his purchase.

A few pointers on cigars were given to
a Post-Intelligencer reportar yesterday by
George Noble, who is an acknowledged
authority.

“All Key West goods, more or less, have
been tampered with' he said. “You will
notice most of the high grade cigars are
very dark. That !5 becauss Florida and
Mexican wrappers are baing used instead
of Havana. It is true that in portions of
several counties of Florida and some dis-
tricts of Mexico, a fine leaf, equal in many
respects to Havana, is raised. Three o
four years ago Havana seods were planted
in Florida, and in parts of the state good
results have been obtained. It is llke a
wheat beit—grain (n different distriets
varies Iin quality
but an expert to tail
Mexican wrapper from the Havana.

The

Sumatra wrapper is bitter and very light |

in color. A good quality of wrapper for
er grades of filler comes from Con-
necticut, French Canada and Quebec.

“Of ths hundred or more factories in the
United States deallng In Key West Hawve
ana goods, not more than & half dozen are
putting out oclear goods. The old estad-
lished factories with meney to go in and
buy ‘wrappers had the
supply themselves. The alf,
houses are putting as good cigars on the
market now as ever.
