Jan. -li.?The state de-
partment has declined to be drawn into
the factional fight now going on in &ia
Francisco between the two b.g Chinese
secret societies, ihe Sam Yups and the See
Yups, whi.'h has been marked already by
murder and other deeds of violence About
tw>, weeks ago. at the instance of Senator
White, Assistant Secretary Rockhill lis-
tened to a statement from a San Fran-
cisco attorney, represen ing the See Yup.-.
who sought to have the state department
Intervene to prevent the Chinese consul at

San Francis o from taking action hostile
to that society. It was soon made appar-
ent to the state department that this w is
not a matter for a tlon. certainly at this
time, if at ail. It is held In the department

that a grieved society must find its re-

course in the local law. which can restrain
the offending official if cau«e Is shown. If
It is, however, held by the local or state
authorities that this is a case d manding

th* action of the national government, the
is.-ue can be made only by formal com-
pia nt by the govern; r of Ca ltornia against

the Chinese consul general, which com-
plaint If made In due course, will be laid
before the Chinese government thro igh

its minister at Washington, or through Mr.
Denby, minister to Peking
