hisses from the assembled students. There-
upon Trustee Dempsie arose and stated

that if any of the students were displeaFed

with the action of the board and desired

to sever their connection, with the school
they should make It manifest by rising,

and several thus made known their inten-

tions. Consequently much indignation was

CARSON. Nov.. Feb. 22 Some, excite-
ment was caused here this morning by a
message from the white settlers at Yer-
ington, in Mason valley, fifty mile* from
Carson. calling for fifty armed militia-
men. and fifty extra stands of arms, to

be s>ent by special train, on account of th»
Piutes. But little information is obtain-
able as to the cause of the reported hos-
tile attitude of the Piute*, except that the
story is current that last week two white
boys and a Piute buck had a fight over a
squaw. The Indian was worsted and was
injured to such an extent that the death
of the Indian was the grievance that in-
cifed the Flutes to threaten the valley.
The first news came in the form of the
following message to the governor early
this morning, from Wabuska:

"The Indians have threatened to burn
all the prop-r y anl kiiJ the white men ani
women within reach of this valley. Send
us fifty tn«n by special train; also fifty
extra stands of arms as soon as poesible.

"By order <»f special committee."
Upon receipt of the above, Adjt.-Oen.

Galiwsha at once sent the following mes-
sage to Col. Lord, commanding the First
r>giment, at Virginia City:

"Hold one company of your command
tn readiness for active service at a mo-
ment's notice. Reported serious Indian
outbreak at Ma#.<n valiey. I will go to
Wabuska on the morning's train. Also
have fifty -muskets ready for shipment."

"Col. L<ord, up-m receipt of the above,
Immediately is."i?l orders, and the mir»
detailed from different compares were
soon in uniform and ready for the field.
