?t«te normal school at Chena* Wasn. %

le»g leave to present the following report:
"Your commit tec arrived at Cheney on

Thursday at dm. February 18. and spont
Thursday afternoor and Friday mak'.ngas
thorough an examination of the condition
of the school and oth«T affairs appertain-
ing thereto as the limited time as our
disT«o*a! enabled us to do.

"We found the ** hool at present occu-
pvuig ti,< new erected by the
trustees during the past two years. It
b- our opinion that the same is exceed-
ingly weil adapted for the purpose in-
tar.d- 1. »nd tnat the state haa acquired
a model building for the money which
wis «joroprlated for that purpose. We
fee! thi the trustees during the time
of the construction have earnestly devot-
ed n ich time to this work, and have at

all times shown a devotion to the state's
interests that reflects not only credit on
themselves as trustees, but which 1s also
evident In every transaction requiring
the spirit of economy In public affairs.

"In protecting the interests of th<» »ta;e

the trustees may have inadvertently and
unintentionally caused hardships upon
claimants for material and labor fur-
nished to the contractor of the building
during the erection, but we deem their
conduct proper and their actions in the
mo'ter unavoidable at the time.

"The trustees built the normal school
building so far as completed wtthln the
appropriation and should be commended
for th«ir earnest work.

"!n reference to the present and past
management of the school proper your
committee feels hardly able to offer an
opinion, but 1« of the belief that the
cnanges made by the trustees in the fac-
ulty w.»re in their opinion for the better-
ment of the Institution The present fac-
ulty are held In the hlgheat respect by
both students and the board, and mat-
ters are now In «U'h a favorable condi-
tion that th» school will surely prove to
be a valuable acquisition to the educa-
tion! Institutions of the state. We he-
lie\. and would recommend th*t In order
t Keep up the present high standing of
t.-e ;t; >n to reduction of claries
w tuld be advisable. The trustees during
the j ist year have already xreatly re-
duced many, if not ail. salaries.

"Your committee would recommend
that a stricter or more rigid qualifica-
tion be adopted for the admission of stu-
dents to the school, and also that a
pro[. r fee for each and every term la
charged to students.

At pre?-, t t a f w of the able-bodied in-
mate* are paid a small sum to act as
nurse*

"Cnder the present law any discharged
soldier or sailor who is a resident of tats
state ts ulmitted to the home. Quite a
number of tht m receive pension# from the
government From the report of the offi-
cers of the Institution we find that a
larse amour-1 of the money thu« received
is u«ed In d.-sipstton. We attach here
a letter from one of the managers.

Dennis appellant, vs. Commer-
cial Printing Company et al.. respondents

Ktn»r county, affirmed.
County of Kittitas, respondent, vs. John

F. Travers et <U., appellants?Affrmed.
'The foregoing case was an appeal from

a judgment obtained by the county upon
the treasurer's bond. A default WHS occa-
sioned by the failure of a bank in which
th«* treasurer had deposited county funds,
one ground of the contention being that
the money was deposited in the hank with
the knowledge and consent of the county
commissioners. Tho supremo Judges do
not think this fact makes any dlflferencs,
as the treasurer, and not the commission-
er® of a county. is responsible for the

public money.
It Is further contended that the three ap-

pellants who signed the bond as sureties
were married wc,m<*n at the time, and that
the court
judgment against them, for which their
separate estates would be liable. and that
In order for them to Incur a charge against
their separate estates an Intention to do
so must be declare In the contract, or a
consideration obtained for the benefit of
the estate itself, neither of which ap-
peared In this Instance. It is contended
that their joining in the contract did no

more than to subject the community real
estate to liability for the judgment ob-
tained upon the bond.

The supreme court holds that while a
married woman has not an unlimited
right to contract with reference to com-
munity property, she has that right with
reference to her p.-para e estate, at. J that
the effect of this c.ntr&ct is to s ibject the
entire property, community and separate,
to the satisfaction of a judgment.
