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WASHINGTON, March 4 -The senate
chamber was a center of attraction. Early
in the day the galleries presented a pic-
ture 1o which the artist's palette alone
could do justice. Mme. Yan Yu, wife of the
Chinese minister, accompanied by Mr
Sze and a number of ladies, was among
the early arrivals. Shortly after il o'clock
Queen Liliuokalani entered the diplomatic

gallery, accompanied by her secretary,
Mr. Palmer. She was given the most
avallable seat, which was far in the rear.

The presidential family party arrived at
11:40 and entered the east reserved gal-

lery. Mrs. McKinley and her sister, Mrs,
Barber, took front seats. Mrs. McKin-
ley, sr., was two seats from Mrs. McKin-

ley, jr., and the two bent forward fre-
quently for an exchange of happiness.

The diplomatic corps entered the cham-
ber at 11:45, followed a moment later by
the chief justice and the associate jus-
tices of the United States supreme court.
The members of the house of representa-
tives then entered.

There was a stir when the senate of-
ficlals announced Vice President-elect Ho-
bart, who stepped to a seat near the pre-
siding officer's desk.

At 12:® President Cleveland and Presi-
dent-elect McKinley entered the main
doors. Attention was riveted at once on
these two central figures.
