A CREMATORY FOR SEATTLE.

The Necessity for One Here to De-
stroy Garbage and Refuse.
Seattle, Maroh §, 1897,

To the Editor: In order that the tax-
payers and citizens of Seattle may get a
correct idea of the crematory, and as the
matter is now “being agitated In tue coun-
cil,” being of so much merit and impor-
tance that the “sanitary committee"” has
seen fit to refer it to the “‘committes of
the whole,” or the city counecil proper, I
desire to give a few important peints on
the subject.

First, the present method of disposing
of all garbage and refuse matter is very
detrimental to the health of the city, as
it is gathered up from residences, restau-
rants, butcher shops, etc.,, hauled by open
wagons through the streets, then dumped
on scows, which are towed out in the bay
in front of the city and there thrown into
the water, where with the ebb and flow of
the tide it remains until sunken or evapo-
rated. At present this method is an ex-
pense of upwards of §100 per month to the
taxpayers of the city, as well as an ad-
ditiona! expense of keeping up repairs on
the scows. The process of cremating this
garbage has been thoroughly investigated
by such cities as Detroit, Milwaukee, New
York. Philadelphia, San Francisco, etc.,
and it has been proven by careful investl-
gation that it 1s the onily method of dis-

posing of a city’s garbage an: fuse and
