COR WISE 9HOHTAGE EXPLAINED.

He Took Money to Par Bark a De-

John Cor wine, who is charged with tha
embezzlement of funds of the navy de-
partment «ho left here a weeK .Lgo after

cashing a !\u25a0" f,O ch» k *t the First Na-
tional Bank of Newport, arrived In this
city from Chicago in charge of police of-
ficers. Corwlne was immediately taken
before JuOge Baker and pleaded not guilty

to the charge of t-mbezslemt-nt. He was
held in I*"bail for examination on Fri-
day. Bai; was furnisned. ar.d Corwine i*

now at home with his wife.
At the close of the arraignment pro-

ceedings today Lieut. Clark of the naval
station, acting in behalf of Commodore
McGowan. attempted to take Corwine to

the naval station to answer charges of
embexgiement from the United States gov-
ernment. Corwine * counsel objected to

his client's goirg on the ground that he
might be held until Saturday thereby for-
feiting his bail in the state court. Com-
modore MeGowan was consulted, and
agreed not to press the claim without the
state oase had been settled.

It appears likely that such settlement
will actualiy take place. Corwlne has al-
ready. throtiah hi* wife, returned to the
First National bank J4 of the (5.000

which he is charged with taking unlaw-
fully. and It said the bank may with-
draw its charge, a proceeding which is

Corwine's father-in-
law who was on his bond, made good the
amount, as the clerk was a relative of the
family. Since then C >rwln« had beeu en-
deavoring to pay bat-a the amount, and
In doing so took some of the government

funds. When he heard that the pay in-
spector had arrived he knew that the
shortage would be four d out, and rather
than fac<» the ordeal he left the station,
ai d cashing the check started for Crippie
Creek.

The Greeks have heartily Indorsed the
king's cour*e. and nay that he ran pet the
support of every native Greek in America
if needed.
