Seattle, March 10, 1867,

“To the Editor: In discussing the immi-
gration 1, its probable effects, and the
prasident’® veto thereof, you s¢em to con-
ciude that certaln Immigrants from North-
ern  Russia, Southeastern Europe, and
more especially the Italians if not pre-
vented from coming to «this country
evantually will, by reason of thelr fllit-
eracy, parsimony and industry‘or different
customs and tendencles, take the places of
Americans, Jower the standard of wages
and llving, and endanger republican in-
stitutions

Having been an Itallan when I was at
home, and still regarded as such, in spite
of my citizenship, family connections and
soventesn years in the country, and for
reason of the fact that the {lliterates can-
not know of what is published, make
answer thereto, and check the prejudice
that is engendered in the minds of the peo-
ple through the press, please allow me to
refute, as far as I may be able, your ed-
ftorials now bdefore me bearing on the
question.

If Ttaly had not been for fourteen cen-
turies and wup to the French revolution
dvided In as many different parts, the
plundering ground of all Northern hordes
the theater of continuous foreign or frat-
ricidal wara, that immorta! Genoese would
have not died In chains nor In vain, and
this continent would bear an Italian name

Throughout the dark ages the lights of
former civilizations and grandeur shone
continuvously and gloriously in Esperia
This much abused and vilified nation that
only in 1848 in the language of
Metternich, was nothing but an exores
slon geographie, has glorfously shaken off
the foreign yoke, shattered forever the
temporal power of the popes, befriended

and reunited her people under the tri-colo

banner and set herself among t} fami
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generally, and rendered California the
garden spot of America.

You repeatedly stated in yvour editorials
in question that “they have no desire 10
become citigens, and that when they have
saved enough. off home they return.”™
With the exception of California, Louisi-
ana and some other states, this is true
enough; but the causes that lead to such
result are many and varied. In the first

American that reached congress, and God
knows when there will be another one.
Meanwhile this country harbors 1,000,000
Italians. So that if these Italians ever
polluted politics in this country, the na-
tives may console themselves that they
polluted very little,

Lastly, there is a race in this country
which thinks that because they can talk
English and have become American cigi-
zens, the cornucopia of all blessings should
be turned in their laps at their simple
tdding. Part of them hate Italians be-
cause they are Catholics; the biggest part
hate them because they are not Catholie
enough, having shorn the popes of their
temporal powers, and for taking their
places in works which they consider be-
neath their dignity to accept or perform.
Immigrants hereare not extended the hand
of fellowship, but, hated and despised, are
left to shift for themselves. Labor organ-
izations are based on egotism: if you are
inside you are all right, if you are on the
outside you shiver and starve. But worse
still, although you may be on the inside,
if your hair is not of the right color you
simply hold the candle.

Little wonder that the Italians and their
kindred form the greatest part of the
mudsill of society in this country. As for
returning héeme, many have the wish, but
very few indeed have the power. I used
to be one of them myself; but I long ago
gave up the struggle, although a mechan-
ic and get good pay when I work. I wish to
g0 deeper In this matter and discuss your
editorial of February 14 on immigration
and protection, also an editorial para-
graph a while back, to the effect that if
the ILodge bill should pass, teachers in
Genoa and Naples would be in greater
demand: but T see that I have taken al-
ready too much space. I wiil close in the
hope that you will accord me the publica-
tion of the present; also that I will live
long enough to see the day when news-
papers will cease calling citizens Eng-
lishmen, Irishmen, Dutchmen, Scandina-
vians, Italians, Greeks, Huns, and so
forth, and the people aiready here will
not consider themselves made of dif-
ferent dough from that of Adam; then
and not till then this country will enter
on that plane of ecivilization that conforms
to the teaching of Him who said: Do unto
others as you would they should do unto
you.
