No one consents
to turn a diseased throat or an aching
molar over to the tender mercies of a
man whose only gualification is that he
Is familiar with Milon, reads Sophocies
fluently, or can solve an abstruse mathe-
matical problem. Even the trades have
their apprenticeships, and schools of
manual technology and ef practical train-
ing for the trades are coming more iuto
favor and demand. But when it comes
10 teaching, many seem to Mabor under
the delusion that it is perfectly safe and
perfectly wise to turn a green collegian
loose to experiment on a lot of pupils at
the most critical period of their lives, a
perfod when bad methods of instruction
are often equivalent to irreparable evils
“I look for good results from our new
school law: but now more than ever. since
the school term in many districts

THE IMMEYSE RICHES BEING OPEY-
ED UF AT SILVERTOX.

$3,000,000 in Sight on the Boaaan:a
Queen, $2.700,000 on the Double
Eagle, and the Bell and Crown,

Helens and Others Are Egually L

Large Properties — The Great
Harm That Would Be Done by‘
Cleveland's Forest Reserve Order
Standing—Development Work Be-
iag Deone.

The Silverton district, with Iits wvast
mineral resources, lies within the forest
reserve set ide in Cleveland's préclama-
tion, and the miners who have been work-
ing to develop this natural wealth are
highly incensed ever the order. D. D, |
Besse, a representative man of that dis- |
trict, probably voiced the thoughts of |
many Silverton miners when he sald in |
an interview last night:

*1 belleve that reserve was created for
the benefit of & few lily-fingered gentle-
men who want a place to bunt and fish.
1 cap imagine no other reason. For
twenty-one years 1 have been prospecting
and mining, and in all the camps com-
bined which 1 have visited in that time
there was not so much mineral wealth in
sight as in Silverton.

“In the Bonanza Queen alone there is
$5.000,000 at the price it assays at the sur-

face. The Double Eagle has £,700,00 in
sight, and the Bell and Crown, Helena

and others are equally large properties.
The White Horse disirigt on the north
fork of the Stillaguamish river and Buck-
eye gulch are as rich as Silverton. All
these are included in the reserve. If it
were only possible to make Eastern peo-
ple realize the stupendous interests in-
volved there would be some hope for the
revocation of that order. If they oaly
understood that the mining interests of
this state, wh! are its chief interests, |
were belng kil it would not stand a |
day. If Qleveland comes to fish in that |
distriet the miners will give a party, and |
the guest of bonor will wish he stayed |
away.

“I have a farm on the north fork of the
Snohomish river, and if the reserve holds
I will practically be a tramp. There are !
many homesteaders near Silverton and
mors down toward Banner Falls. The
survey of that township has never been |
accepted, and they will all be driven out.
Meetings have been held and the miners
are now collecting data to be forwarded
to the exscutive committee on forest re-
serve in this city

*I located the Double Eagle last July,
yeorporated with William and

h
ed,

D. C. Brawley. It is the only free mili-
{ ing proposition in the district. The ledge

is thirty feet wide on the west fork of
Coal creek. A sireak of gray quarts is |
exposed there for 3,000 feet, and on the
other side is a surface of gray slate twen-
ty feet deep, exposed for 50 feet. Ore |
from the Double Eagle tests § a ton on |
the surface. A trail has been constructed !
to the mine and we have started to cross- |
cut. |
“Just across the hill is the St. Louis |
copper mine. They are driving a tunnel
trere now, and are making about eight
feet in twenty-four hours with a drill run
by compressed sir. Judge C. G. Austin is
one of the owners. After all expenses of
mining, packing two and one-half miles
and smelting thers was a net profit in the
St. Louls last year of $15 per ton. The
Bonanza Queen copper mine, on Deer
creek, Is working twenty men. It is own-
ed by St. Paul partles. The Helen i» still
north of the St. Louls, between Deer and
Coal creeks. The Independence has a
double shift of ten men working, and the
New Seattle iz also working.

“A go0od deal of Eastern and Spokane
capital is interested. The most money has
been spent in the Hoodoo by Lord Sykes,
of Manchester, England. The Hoodoo is
two and one-half miles east of Silverton |
and south of the river a quarter of a mile.
In running coross-cuts and tunnels $55.000 |
has been invested, and it is hoped to be-
gin shipping in the spring.

“The Bell and Crown, two and one-halt
miles southwast of Silverton, 1s owned bdy
Wililam Dean, of Secattle. A road has
been made, housea and a dblacksmith shop
built and tunneling commenced. About
$5.00 has been spent so far in the develop-
ment of this mine. Ths only mine that
fhas Deen shipping, beside the St. Louls, is
the Forty-five, owned by W, F. Brown, It
is south of Silverton and is s silver mine,
‘The last shipment of ore assayed $107 to !
the ton.

“A great deal of dHullding !s now In
progress at Silverton. Twenty houses are
in course of construction. Two new hotels
have gona up in the last sixty days, and
two stores.”
