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SLAIN IN THEIR BEDS.

MISSOURT FAMILY BUTCHERED BY
A JEALOUS HUSBAND.

B. Rainwater Murders His Wife,
Mother-in-Law, Brother-in-Law
and Stepdaughter, Then Himself—
They Are Trapped in a Sleeping
Room and Plcked Off One by Omne
—Aged Man and Little Girl Spar
te Tell the Story. .

RICHMOND, Mo., March 21.—Near Or-
rick, a village thirty-five miles southwest
of here, last night, B. Rainwater, a far-
mer, shot and killed his wife, Mrs Wil
liam Artman, his mother-in-law; Johnnie
Artman, his brother-in-iaw, and Ethel
Gentry, his stepdaughter. He then blew
off the top of his own head.

The tragedy oocurred before midnight
at the home of Willlam Artman, sr,
father-in-law of the murderer. The two
families lived about a mile apart on ths
bank of the Missouri river, three miles
south of Orrick. lLast week Mrs Art-
man was taken sick and sent for her
daughter. Ethel Gentry, Mrs. Rainwat-
er's daughter by a former husband, went
with her mother. On Saturday evening
Rainwater, who had been alone at home
for several days, went over to the Art-
During
the evening he went to church with his
young brother-in-law, Johnnie Artman,

| and upon their return he appeared in good

humor.
At bedtime Rainwater proposed ¢to
young Artman that they go out and

shoot some doge that were barking out-
side. Artman consenting, they took a

| shotgun and revoiver and went out. They

had gone but fifty yards from the house

when Rainwater, who was walking be- !
boy, leveled his shotgun and |

hind the
shot Artman in the back.

Leaving the boy for dead, Rainwater
returned to the house, where ali the oth-
er members of the family were by this
time in bed. In one big room Mr. and
Mrs. Artman, Mrs. Rainwater and her
daughter, Ethel Gentry, and a 10-year-cld
daughter of the Artmans were in bed.
Entering the room and leveling his gun
at aged Mrs. Artman, the murdered shout-
ed, “"D-—n, you, I've got you all now.”

Mrs. Artman threw up her hands as
he fired. The charge carried off all of
her fingers and tore away one side of
her face. She was instantly killed.

Turning around, Rainwater literally
blew his wife’'s head off with the other

{ charge in the shotgun.

Then drawing a revolver the murderer
fired two bullets into the body of Ethel
Gentry, one passing through her lungs and
the other entering the brain. She, too,
died instantly. z

For some unknown reason Ralawater
spared aged Mr. Artman and the young
Artman girl.

He then deliberately reloaded both bar-
rels of the gun and went out into the door-
yard. There hg encountered Johnnie Art-

| man, whom he had left for dead. The boy

had crawled almost to the door. Rain-
water kiiled him with another charge of
buckshot, which tore away a part of the

| boy's head.

The murderer completed his crime by
leaning up against a fence, and with the
charge of buckshot remaining in the gun
blowing off the top of his head.

The tragedy was not known until this
morning, when Mr. Artman and his little
daughter, who wera almost beside them-
selves with grief and fright, called in some
neighbors who were passing by.

Rainwater had been considered jealous |

of his wife, and had frequently quarreled
with her, but there had been nothing in
his conduect to warn the family of his
murderous intentiona

A peculiar features of the explosion weas
the fact that, although the report was so

The train
dashed along about 150 feet after the ex-
plosion took place, and although the stop
was guite sudden, none of the passengers
were thrown from their seats and not one
of the coaches was damaged by elther the
expiosion or the sudden stop.

Tha force of the explosion was appar-
ently directly upward and outward, as
paris of the engine were thrown into the
air 100 feet and huge pleces of the boiler
weighing several tons were tossed Into a
swamp a distance of 250 feet, while the
baggage car, directly behind the engine,
was not damaged in any way.

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SAVED FROM SCURVY.

CLIPPER SHIP T. F. OAKES TOWED
INTO NEW x'onxm

Out Frem Hongkong 259 Days—Six
of the Crew Dle and Survivors
Are Rendered Helpless by Discase
—Captain's Wife Helps Guide the
Ship—Rescue by the Steamer
Kasbeck—A Tale of Unparalleled
Saffering at Sea.

NEW YORK, March 21. —The long over-
due American clipper ship T. F. Oakes,

which left Hongkong on July 4 39 days |

ago, with a general cargo for this port,

and which had been givem up as lost, |

was towed into port this morning by the
Eritish tank steamer Kasbeck, Capt.

Muir, who picked her up last Thursday |

in latitude 3819, longitude 684 The
;rvw were sick with scurvy and six had
ied.

The Kasbeock was bound from Philadel-
phia for Flume, Austria, with a cargo of
oil, and left the forme~ port on Saturday,
March 13. On the following evening at
11 o'clock blue lights were seen, and the
steamer bore up to the distress signals.
At 1 o'clock she was close alongside the
ship, and stood by until daybreak, when
signals were observed asking that a boat
be sent alongside, as the ship's crew
were so helpless as to be unable to man
their own boats. Chief Officer C. P. Hel-

shem and three seamen atl once put off ;

in the Kasbeck's yawl

Capt. Reed, of the Qakes, reported that
his crew were all laid up with scurvy and
that the provisions were well nigh ex-
hausted. He was unable to navigate the
ship with the few hands he had at his
command, and begged that he be at once
supplied with fresh food and vegetables
and taken in tow for the nearest port.

The weather, which had been threat-

ening, now became boisterous and a
northerly gale sprang up. Nevertheless,

preparations were made to pass a haw-
ser to the Oakes, when the boat with a
load of provisions was sent. A manilla
hawser was played out over the Kas-
beck’'s stern to the yawl, but a tremen-
dous wave washed it into the propeller,
which was turning slowly at the time,
and before the engines could be stopped
the screw was so entangled that the en-
gines with the full power of steam could
not move it again. An effort was at
once made to free the screw, but as it
was so deeply emerged and the sea run-
ning so high it was found impossible.
For eight hours the engineer's staff labor-
ed to clear.the propeller, and finally Qis-
connected the shaft and found that by
placing a small block of wood between
the couplings the screws could be made
to turn.

By that time the Oakes had drifted out
of sight, and Capt. Muir, despairing of
being able to tow her with his disabled
vessel, determined at least to find her
and supply her with provisions. All
night he searched the horizon for a trace
of her, and at 6 a. m. Tuesday she was
again sighted. After a deal of hard
work the hawsers were made fast.

When the QCakes salled from Hongkong
the crew were apparently in the best of
health with the exception of Capt. Reed,
who had been ailing for some time, but
who, under the carefu! nursing of his wife,
thought himself on the high road to re-
covery. When about six days out in the
China sea a terrific typhoon was encoun-
tered, lasting several days, during which
the fore and aft main topmasts were
sprung. The vessel was obliged to run be-
fore the gale, which had no sooner blown
iiself out than it was followed by a sec-
ond typhoon, which blew with great fury
for twenty-four days. The vessel had then
got well out in the North Pacific and so
far off her course that Capt. Reed decided
to shape his course via Cape Horn rather
than by the Cape of Good Hope, hoping
thereby to make better time.

The weather remained fine until Cape
Horn was rounded, 167 days out. In the
meantime the Chinese cook had been taken
down with a severe cold and died on No-
vember 11. Afterward a seaman named
Thomas Xing was taken down with what
appeared to be scurvy, and dled December
2. In quick succession Seaman Thomas
Olsen was taken {ll! and died January 28;
Thomas Judge, another seaman, was taken
ill with cancer of the stomach, and later
Mate Stephen Bunker showed symptoms
of scurvy. The latter died February 4, and
was quickly followed by George King, an
o!d man, who died on the %h. On the

One by one the other sallors were obliged
to quit work, until on March 1 nobody was
left except the second and third mates,
the captain and his wife. All were well
nigh exhausted, and when a strong north-
erly gale blew up that day the bdbrave
woman was obliged to take the wheel, and
for eight hours, without rellef and without
as much as a drink of water, she kept the
shlp on her course. The provisions were
running short, although a supply had been
obtalned on January 12 from the American
