I old saying, but one that is apropos at a
time when burglars are tearing the town

i upside down and, like the proverbial foot-
steps on the sands of time, leaving noth-

i ing behind them to furnish a clue as" to

their identity. The city detective i'or. e is
' constant.y on the lookout for the offenders,
but has met with but ordinary success, ow-
ing to the "sllckness" of tile crooks in dis-

posing of their plunder at a place un-
known to the local Hawkshaws. These

are about the only clues the officers have
to work on. and when they are obliterated
it can easily be seen how the detectives
are kept in the dark.

The atest burglary took place some time
between S o'clock Monday evening and 6
o'clock yesterday morning, the "favored
one" being Dr. Afbin, the dentist. who ; t

offices are in the Sullivan block. This was
one of the boldest robberies yet perpe-
trated. the entrance be.ng effected through

a door, leading into a vacant suite of
rooms next to the dental parlors, by means
of a skeleton key.

Once Inside these rooms the burglars
broke the glass in two windows, thus
reaching the offices. They helped them-
selves to everything in sight. Including a
set of valuable Instruments valued at about
J ".>O. They also took what gold and silver
filling sheets were in the office. Every
drawer in the office was emptied on the
floor and scattered topsy-turvy. A draw-
er containing a number of letters from Mr.
Aibin's wife was broken open and several
letters taken. On the back of one of the
leuers left behind was written In a very-
poor hand. "I've got the letters, you

." giving the impression that the
burglar was looking for letters and robbed
the office and mutilated the furniture out
of spite. This, of course, is only "supposi-
tion. This writing, which was the only
clue left behind, is In the possession of the
police.

On leaving Dr. Albin's office the burglar,
or burglars, opened a door leading to
Judge Baer's law office and stole an over-
coat. besides scattering papers and books
all over the room.

I'EER AM) WARD!
Appointed Sergeants tiv Chief Rrrd

to Fill Vacancies.
Chief of Police Reed yesterday appointed

Irving Ward and IT. I. Peer as sergeants
on the police force to fill the vacancies
caused by the resignation of George 11.
Templeton and the promotion to captaincy
of John Sullivan.

The appointees are both old men on the
force and first-class officers in every re-
spect. IT . 1., or "Daddy," Peer wt one of
the most familiar figures in the depart-
ment. his massive body and good-natured
face never falling to attract attention.
During Rogers' first term as chief
"Daddy" was a captain, filling the office
with credit to himself and honor to his su-
perior officer. For the past two or three
years he has been jailer at headquarters,
and many an offender will remember the
weight of Daddy's hand on refusing to

be searched or to go to a cell. The experi-
ence gaimd by Sergeant Peer during the
late war will stand him in pood stead in
enforcing discipline among the m^n.

Irving Ward has been a patrolman for
about three years. He is a model officer,
and would be a credit to any force. Be-
fore coming to Seattle he was a soldier In
Uncle Sam's army for over twelve years,

during which time he saw considerable
active service. As in th»- case of Sergeant
Peer, this experien » will be valuable to
him In preserving discipline. Ward is a
large, handsome man. and with Captains
11ogle and Sullivan and Sergeants Willard
and Peer, will make as flr\e a looking
quintette of officers as are to be found in
any town.

Chief Reed will announce his appoint-
ments to the vacancies in the patrol
caused by the promotion of Peer and Ward
some time today. A man will have to be
taken from the patrol to fill the vacant
jailorship, thus causing the appointment
of two men to the «»atrol force Chief Reed
is bent on making the dejwrtinent up-to-

date In every particular.
