OLYMPIA, March 25.-The laws and
rules governing the sale lease and other
disposition of the public lands of the state
have been compiled by Commissioner of
Public Lands Bridges, and having been
printed in pamphlet form are now ready
€or distribution to the public. These are
the laws created by the last legisiature

When appilﬂanorf is made for leasing
mineral lands to the commissioner, the
applicant must pay Intc the state treas-
ury $5 to secure his lease; thereafter he
will have two years to develop the mine,
provided that until his contract is exe-
cuted not more than five tons of ore are
removed for assaying or testing purposes.
The rovalty or tax to be pald by the lessaee
of a mineral claim is to be graduated
thus, all claims or mines that do not yicld
a net income of more than $2.000 shall
pay a tax of $i0 a year; over §.000 and
not to exceed 310,000, $50 per year; from
$10000 to $100.000 a tax of § per cent;
over $100000, a tax of 10 per cent
Where the lessee commits fraud the pen-
alty shall be the forfeit of the mine or
mines and all property pertalning thereto.

The lessee of state mineral bearing lands
will be allowed to cut only such timber as
he may need for fuel and the construction
of bulldings necessary to the operation of
his mine and for drains, tramways and
supports

All applications for lease of school and
granted or tide lands, or for the pnr\-hue
of timber or other valuable material there-
on, should make formal application to the
commissioners of public lands, aceompan-
jed by a deposit of $10, ch will be ap-

Upland owners, who are owners of
fmprovements on tide and shore lands of
the second class, shal! have the preference
right to nurchase h tide lands up to
July 1, 1807, after which date, or should
there be no improvements on sald lands,
any one may apply’ for the purchase of
these tide lands,

Oyster lands are the natural oyster beds
or lands suitable for the cultivation of
ovaters. Any one who desires to purchase
theee lands must have the survey made at
his owmn expense and file a plat of the land,
together with a description, with the state
board of land commissioners, who, af'er
advertising the land for three weeks at the
expense of the applicant, can order the
purchase made at the rate of $1.25 an acre.
