\u25a0low Thimble* Are Made.

Thimbles are a Dutch Invention and the

first was made In 1654. The original name
was "thumbeil." In making thimbles the
g Id and silver Ingots are rolled out into
thin sheets of desired thickia.«a and cut by
a stamp into circular pieces of any re-
quired size. Thes* circular pieces are betit
into thimble shape by the means of a
solid metal bar. This bar is removed by
machinery opened down in a bottomless
mold and each time the bar descends it
presses one of the circular pieces or disk*
Into thimble shaps. The next work is to
lighten, polish snd decorate them. First,
ths blank thimble is fastened on a rapidly
revolving rod and a slight touch of a
sharp chisel cuts a very thin shaving fron>
the end of the thimble, a second chisel
does the same on the side, a third neatly

rounds off the rim. A second steel rod Is
h*ld against the surface of the revolving

thimble and it is thus given the nice pol-

ish. Then a delicate revolving steei wheel
with a raised ornamental edga Is pressed
sgainst the blank thimble and prints the
ornaments seen just outside the rim. An-
other steel wheel, covered with sharp
points, makes the Indentations all over the
remaining blank surface of the thimble.
The la.st operation Is to wash thoroughly
in soapsuds, and brush it carefully and it
