WASHINGTON, March 2 — Semator
Morgun of Alabama woday presented a mi-
pority report on e bill recenly reporied
favorably to the senate for the adjusument
of the Pacific road debis, througs o
agency of @ commission. The repori gives
the circumstances of Lhe Inesption of tnis
national bighway across the conilnent and
malntalos toa: it was espentially a govern-
ment undertaking entrusted to private
hands, jJust as the pational banks are in-
scrumentalities of the government, ai-
though in private hands,

To securc the government sgainst a de-
fauit of these corporations in the pay-
ment of bonds issved to enable them 10
Guild these raliroads, there was provided
in the charter a separate lien upon all
their property of every Gescription n faror
of the United Blates. The statute provides |
for the forfeliure on default of payment
and transfers the title and possession by
an act of law to the United States. The
government i thus subsfltuted in abso- |
Jute control and unconditional ownership |
of the corporste property of every kind
in place of the mockhoiders, whose owner-
ship thereupon ceases.

The report then poimts out tha! this biRt
provides an agreement with “the owners”
of the Union Paciic railroad, without de-
claring who owns i, and deals with it as
1f the United States is not the owaer. The
b, also, it is insisted, destroys Lhe unity
of this great highway and proposes 1o
separate the Contral Paecific from the
Union Pacific railroad. Morgan states in
the report that he will offer an amend-
ment in the senate providing that the pro-
vistons of the bill shall apply to both the
Pacific raliroad companies. The senator
says If this “fatal act of separation be-
twean theee roads”™ had not reached a con-
clusive stage by reason of agreemen’s
made by the president for the @isposal of
the government's interests in the Union
Pacific raliroad, then It should be Inter-
espted and placed In the hande of this pro-
poscd commission. The report adds

“The United States can no more afford
40 have the great highway pass beyond i1s
yeach than Great Hritain could afford 1o
have the Canadian Pacific raliroad, which,
in & military sense is the spinal column |
of the empire, pass into the hands of the
American government.

““The nature of such a transaction con-
demns ¥t as an usurpation of authority
by the executive that has no support in
law. It is too much to ask that congress
shall stand by and witness a Meposa’ of
this vast property under a private agree-
ment between the executive and a great
1afiroad combination, without even a pro-
test. The value of the whole property is

not adequate compeasation for such de-
moralization in the abuse of officlal
power.”

Morgan sontends that the destruction of
this unity wil! enable & great ratiroad
combination to control transportation from
New York to the Pacific ocean, making
the poople along the routes mere feuda-
tories of these great railroad kings. The
roport asserts that the real occasion for
this bill is to avoid the disclosures and to
provide for the condonation of frauds and
breaches of trust on the part of the own-
ers and (rectors of the Central Pacific
raliroad. which, “if they were dealt with
fn the apirit of justice, would fasten lia-
Blitties upon these men that would far
exoeed the vast sums which the company
owes to the government.'

Morgan refers to the enormous frauds
perpetrated by both of thase rallroad com-
panies upon the United States, the remedy
for which is easily in reach through tri-
bunals of justice.

The report then urpes that the president
should pot be left as final umpire, as pro-
posed by this bill, “In a contest het ween
erime and publle justice.”

The responsibllity rests on congress, he |
says, and it should not unburden it on the |

president. Morgan adds chat, akthough |

MAY NOT VOTE ON THE TARIFF,

Populist Senators and Representa-
tives in Caucus.
WABHINGTON, March 20.—A joint cau-
cus of the Populist members of the senate
end housa was held this evening to dis-
cuss the course of that party toward the
tariff bill. As a result, an address was
jssued which says that the tariff has
been the battledore and shuttlecock of
politics for more than 10 years, and its
final settlement is more distant than when
the controversy began. The country, it
states, has always experienced hard times
when there was a contraction of the
money volume, no matter whether the
tariff was high or low. The address de-
eclares that all previous tariff legislation
and the bill now pending contains many
unjust discrimipations, working hardships
on some Industries and unreasonably fos-
tering others. The treasury deficiency is
credited to the decision of the supreme

court agalnst the income tax law, and
the most direct and eflicient method of
supplying the deficiency, it is clalmed,

thousands in the cities of the country. In
New York, three thousand persons night-
ly received shielter from the storm and
cold, and with it a cup of hot coffee and a
crust of bread to stop the gnawings of
hunger. In the smaller cities the work
had been conducted on similar lines.

Commander Booth-Tucker then outlined
his plan of dealing with the poverty ques-
tion. He said that the root of the evil—
“the social cancer’—lay in the presence of
vast crowds of poor people in the over-
crowded cities. He declared that these
people could be used to great advantage
and that the curse of poverty could be
turned into a biessing. The army pro-
poses to secure untilled land; first, city col-
onies, a la Pingree; second, farm colonies,
in which the poor may be given a chance
to help themselves.

The commander declared that the true

“peasant proprietorship,’’ the owning of
small parceis of land, well tilled by the now
hungry thousands. He sald that the army
had purchased a 1400-acre farm thirty
miles from London four years ago, for $10
per acre. It had been stocked with people
and had been improved to such an extent
that it had increased in value five times,
and had also ralsed the value of lands
around it. In this state, he said the army
has secured 380 acres of land near Seattle,
which he will visit during his stay in that
city. This was a start in the work.
Commander Booth-Tucker's closing pe-
roration was a splendid effort, and when he
ceased he was loudly cheered. A hymn
followed, and after It the usual collection,
to which many gave liberally. The com-
mander will go to Seattie Lomorrow.

TRESPASSERS MUST QUIT.

Land Commissioner Says He Can In-
crease the Schocl Fand $40,000
a Year.

Special to the Post-Intelligencer.
OLYMPIA, March 3.—Land Commis-

sioner Bridges has discovered that % per |

cent. of the school Tands of the state are
occupied by persons who do not pay a cent

of rental, the school fund thus having been |

deprived of from $25.000 to $40,000 per an-
num. In Spokane alone the entire school
section 16, almost in the heart of the city,

is occupied by over 460 families and busi- !

ness houses rent free. The same conditions,
‘ t0 a greater degree, prevail in Ta-
come with regard to sections 16 and 35
Thirteen acres of this is included in the
most valuable part of the commercial cen-
ter. All
without a cent of remuneration
state, the loss of timber alone representing
a loss to the state of not less than $40,000.

Within a few days Commissioner Bridges
will send notices of vacation to every per-
son occupying state land who has not en-
tered into an official contract of lease. The
number of trespassers on this land is at
least 2,800. Valuable farming tracts in
Whitman, Lincoln, Spokane, Walla Walla
and Columbila counties are known to be
regularly farmed and occupied by persons
who pay the state not a cent for the use of
the land. Some of this land should be
leased for not less than $0 per acre, and
that used for bullding purposes in Spokane
and Tacoma would easily bring $500 per an-
num per lot.

The new land law simplifies the system
of leasing state lands, as henceforth the
county auditor will act as the agent of the
state land commission, and it is his duty
to lease lands, subject to the approval of
this commission,

Commissioner Bridges says he is giving
his closest attention to the leasing of state
lands, and 1t is his intention to secure
leages from all trespassers by July 1, and
by this means he expects to add $40,000 per
annum to the school land fund.

New Railway for Montana.

HELENA, Mont., March 20.—Articles of
incorporation of the Gaylord & Ruby Val-
ley rallway were filed with the secretary
of state today by officials of the Northern
Pacific.
