Western business man. there was heard
nothing yesterday where he was known
but the most sincere expressions of regret

at his untimely taking off. For the past

two years Mr. Shaubut has lived abroad,

having an office in London, where he rep-
resented the mining business of a Spokane
syndicate.

His father
was a banker and a wealthy farmer, and
In K>>. with the idea of finding a larger

field for his enterprising disposition, he
moved from Indiana to Mankato. Minn.
Here young Bhaubut grew up in an at-
mosphere of large commercial transac-

tions. and along such lines he found the
natural channel for his disposition to give
itself expression, his best work being in
relation to stock? both horses and rattle?-
of which he was passionately fond.

Eventually Mr. Shaubut went into busi-
ness for himself, and with his brother,
Harry Shaubut. now of this city, he dealt
**#"*vlly In horses and cattle, both men
being consS!ere«l authorities on the sub-
jec of -itock. In 1W Mr. Shaubut went
to Montana, where he joined Charles Arm-
strong in a mercantile business at Twin
Bridges. Hearing that horses were scarce

the lumber cam;** and woods, both Arm-
strong and Shaubut purchased all of the
good stock they could get in Montana and
drove them across the to Seattle.
The venture was a profitable one. From
that time on until he closed out some of
his local interest* and went to England,
Mr. Shaubut was considered ore of the
most enterprising and liberal business men
of this citv.
