TACOMA, March 30.—~The counly au-
thortties are ‘helr Investigations
in regard to the land to which claim may
be Jaid by the state to title under the law
of escreat.

It has been Adiscovered that anoiher
tract of four acres lying in Garfleld park,
or the “Nigger tract,” as it Is calied, is
subject to this claim.

The state land commission has been in-
formed of the status of affairs and has
promised that an investigaiion will be or-
dered and that the proper steps will be
taken in the courts to quiet the state’s
title to the land and forever ves! i In the
state for the benefit of the common
echools of Plerce county, as provided by
the conmtitution.

In this way 1t i» asserted that o large
amwunt of valuable land in Tacoma will
uwitimately be made to swell the assets
of the school fund. The proceeds of the
sale or rental! of the land will, of course,
80 to .essen the taxes in Plerce county for
school purposes.

A number of squatters have held pos-
session of the lande claimed Ly the coun-
ty. These arc much offendad at! the turn
offairs have taken, and some of them may
rvesist the progress of the legal steps that
will be instituted by the state land com-
mission.

GIN PONG WILL 85 HANGED

Sentence Passed om the Spokane
Chinaman Who Mardered His
Countryman.

SBPOKANE., March 3.—Judge Prather,
acting under instructions from the su-
preme court, today sentenced Gin Pong to

be hanged April 8.

Pong murdered Lee Tung March M, 1868
The two men had been enemles, and had
been released the day before from the
county jall for fighting. About 6 o'clock
that evening they met. Fong stabbed
Tung repeatedly and thea chopped him up
with a hatghet. He slightly cut hhmself
and pleaded self-defense in the trial, but
was convicted of murder in the first de-
gree.

These two men had a previous fight Jan-
vary 10, 188, when Pong was horribly cut
in the head. The doctors claim Pong has
been slightly lusane as & resuit of this
blow.

NEW YORX, March 30.—The Assoclat-
ed Press of the state of New York, at a

meeting heid twoday, decided to dissolve
&8 a news gathering orzanisation. It

Was a corporaie organization, having a
president, secretary and board of direct-
ors.

During the early years of its existence
the Associated Press of the Stae of New
York held reciprocal relations with the
New York Assoclated Press, receliving
from the latter the news of the day out-
side of the state and supplylng in turn
the larger assoclation with New York
state news. When the New York Associ-
ated Press became a part! of the United
Press a reciprocal relaticnship between

thesse two organizations was established. |

Throughout the members of the Stat
Press Assocfation have maintained their
| organization loyally. When, however,

! the United Press declared its inability to |

carry out its obligations, the members of
the State Press deemed it advisable to
hold a meeting, with the result that a
dissolution was decided upon.

Today twenty-three of the members of
the association completed the details of

ALL CRETE AFLAME

INSURGENTS BRAVELY RESIST

THEIR COMBINED FOES.

Attacks Made at Suda Bay, Spima-

longa, Heraklion and Retimo—

The Powers Help the 'lirkn—ﬁ'er-
man Officer Wounded In a Brief

Engagement on the Frontier—

The Sultan Well Prepared to
Withstand the Grecks Shouild
They Cross the Line-War Now
Seems Inevimbles

CANEA, March 30.—The Greeks today
attacked Fort Izzeden, which dominates
Suda bay. The foreign ironciads bdbom-

barded the attacking force in support of |

the Turkish garrison, which had twelve
canno>n and cne mitrailleuse. Finaily de-
tachments of the foreign troops occupied
the fortress.

There was sharp Sghting today at Spin-
alonga. The Cretans succeeded in dJdis-
lodging the Turks, and seized a vessel

GREECE CROSSES THE DEAD LINE.

Brisk Skirmish on the Frontier—
German Officer Wonnded,

CONSTANTINOPLE, March 30.—Re-
ports from the Turkish headquarters at
Elassona say that the Greek leader Alex-
istak! crossed the fromtler into Macedonia
Sunday, accompanied Dy about 250 fol-
lowers. Near Grevena the Greeks engaged
the advance post of the Turkish troops,
commanded by a German officer. The

Turks lost twelve men killed and bad |
twenty wounded, including the German of- |

ficer.
known. They subsequently returned across
the border Into Greek territory.

It is difficult to see how war between
It i
rumored in diplomatic circles here that
King George has sent a message to the
czar saying it is fmpossible for Greece to
vield to the powers regarding Crete, and
that it Is equally impoasible to recall the
Greek troops from Thessaly, In view of the
excited condition of the public mind. It is
believed that even the annexation of Crete
would fail to satisfy the Greeks, who are
so imbued with war fever that nothing
short of severe blood-letting will stop
them.

The Greeks, it 1s further believed, great-
Iy underestimate the strength of the Turk-
ish forces in Macedonia and Epirus.
Edhem Pasha, the Turkish commander-in-
chief, now has at his disposal about 150,00
fighting men and 300 Krupp guns. He also
has an ample supply of ammunition, a fair
commissary, and hls medical staff and hos-
pital corps are in satisfactory condition.
All the strategic points on the frontler are
occupied and are supplied with powerful
batteries of artillery.

To attack this line of defense, it is un-
derstood the Greeks cannot muster more
than 60,000 men, mostly irregulars, al-
though some estimates here have it that
the Greeks may be able to muster 50,000
men In all, counting the hastily armed
peasantry and the raw recrults and
rough reserves which they have been
pushing toward the frontier for a month
past. This force is known to be weak
in cavalry, and especially so in artillery,
in which arms the Turks are overwhelm-
ingly strong. It is true that the Greeks
are animated by a warlike spirit and a
degree of enthusiasm rarely before wit-
nessed, but warlike enthusiasm cannot
prevail against big battalions and heavy
and numerous batteries of artiliery.

Thus it is that the Turkish officials are
calmly awaliting the outbreak of war, if
war is to come, confident that every step
possible has been taken to meet the emer-
gency.

As to the Cretan situation proper, It is
understood that the admirals in command
of the foreizn fleats in Cretan waters are
of the opinion that, now that Greece has
virtually compieted her war preparations
on the frontier of Theasaly, a blockade
of the principal Greek ports would be
useless, thus bearing out the forecasts
previously madse in tnese dispatches tha
the refusal of Great pritain to take ac:-
ive part in the blockade of Greecg might
lead to the collapse of that sch®dme to
prevent an outbreak of hostliicies,

Under these circumstances ali the ef-
foris of the ambassadors of the powers
here are now being directed toward pre-
valling upon the Turkish government to
advise the sullan to withdraw the Turk-
ish troops from Crete, as another sop to
Greece and as another atiempt (o prevent
