ADMIRALS PROMISE PROTECTION

Bat tke Patriots Are Attacked t»y

Tarks As 9ooa \a They Reach the
Plains?hot a Movement Made by

the Pos era to Prevent the Con-
flict? Many Killed and Wounded
on Both Side*?Mussulmans >utr
Being Disarmed.

C ASK A. April S.?Admiral Canevaro,
the Itaiian admiral in command of the
fleots of the powers, yesterday authorised
the irsurg«~r.t* and tbeir families to q lit
tie Akrotiri peninsula and proceed in-
land. where they would be in a oetter t»o-
Mtkm to obtain food and suppuea tn*n
on the hoights of Akrotirl

Confiding in this auxnorlzaaion, the in-
surgents and their families descended
from the heights of Akrotiri with the in-
tention of nK'Ving Inland. As soon as tn«y
rtathed th« plain, however, fire
opened upon thero, at a range of 2CO yards,
by I.>SiO Basra B&zouks.

The Turkish force was largely com-
pos**! of refugees from tae garrison at
sJellni, who. In spite of the pn>m.»e nude
to the r«?prwsentatives of the powers, have
been re-armtd by the Turkish governor.
As soon as the Bashi Bazouks began tir-
ing on the Insurgents, the latter return-
ed the fire and killed some of thtir as-
sailants.

The international forces did not take a
step to prevent this collision, which might

have resulted in the massacre of large
numbers of women and children, to *ay

nothing of the Insurgents, who moved from
a practically impregnable position down to

an exposal plain, firm In the belief that
the foreign admiral* had guaranteed them
a safe passage across the plains to th*
hills inland, where the Bashi Baxouks
would not darts to follow them.

The foreign warships in Suila hay did n<*t
fire a shot to check the onslaught, al-
though it wa* imj>ossible for the officers
to be ignorant of the fact that fighting

was in progress around the hand which
had left the fastnesses of Akrotiri. to all
intents and purposes under the guarantee
of the great powers of Europe.

Finally, when It was no longer possible
to resist the attack of the Bashi Baxouks.
orders were sent to the International forces
ashore to proceed to the disarmament of
the Turks. The** instructions, however,
were sent too late to be o<f avail.

After the fighting a force of British sail-
ors was landed to hold the Mussulmans Hi
check. The latter are known to have loet
heavily, and already fifty killed and
wounded have been brought hero. All the
Mussulmans, on reaching the lines outside
the town, coming back from the fight,

were disarmed by the Italian sailor* and
gendarme*. The disarming of the Mussul-
mans greatly incensed all of their co-
religionists in town, and they began as-
sembling in large numbers In the main
public square.

9 p m ?Orders had Just been given to
the foreign warship* to fire on the Bashl
Baxouk* wi;en Maj. Bor and two Italian
officer* wer» seen In the Akrotirl hills
with Tewfik Paarba. They succeeded in
persuading the Baehl Baxouks to return
to this city.
