The point sought to be made by
the plaintiff's oounso] was that the tra>n
was running at too high a rate of speed and
Old IH>i give warning to Woodu.g uuui It
struck him. This point was dwelt on in
arguing the case.

For the defense. E. C. Hughes argued
that W'ooiUng was In a poaiuon to »?>«> a
traih advancing for M feet, and in cross-
Ing the track he should have been on the
luokout. John H. Poweil closed for the
plaintiff. This morning the Jury will be
taken to the scene of the accident, and
upon rwturning will be charged by the
court.
