TACOMA, April (--—Porh?'rl the quietest
election ever held In Tacoma passed off
today. There was not & ripple of exciie-
ment In any of the eight wards of the city.
Out of a total registered vote of 4368 there
were 3857 votes east, the Republicans
electing four out of the elght candidates
and the fusionists the other four.

It was an even break as far as results
go. The Republicans ecast seveniy-two
votes more than the fusionists, and this
in spite of the fact that Judge K
cision shut out a large number of
voters of the party from registration,
priving them of their franchise

It will be remembered that during the
last few days the books were open the
fusicnists rushed their men to the city
clerk’'s office, while the Republicans, be-
leving that the books would be kept open
untf! within ten days of the election, did
not bestir themsélves., In ordering the
city clerk to close the books twenty days
before election Judge Kean upset the
usual order, the off year election for eight
members of the council never having been
regarded as a general el

WATER SPREADS EVERYWHERE.

Tunica Crevasse 2,000 Feet Wide—
Cotton Crop in Danger.

MEMPHIS, April 6. <The feature of the
flood condition in the Mississippl delta
today is the gradual spread of water over
an area that hitherto was never overflowed,
The upper crevasse In Tunica county is
2,000 feet wide, and so great is the outpour
iat water from below the break is being
drawn up and hurled out over the fertile
valley through the crevasse. All of the
country east of the maln line of the Yazoo
& Mississippl Valley rallroad is flooded,
and In many places the water has gone
over the tracks following the Yazoo river.
The fall in the main channel at Helena,
Greenville, Vickshburg and Arkansas City
is due to the filling up of the delta and
the Lower White river country.

The supreme question is the duration of
the flood. If the lower levees along Louis-
fana snd Southeastern Arkaneas should
hold, which it is belleved they will not
do, the emptying of the delta and St
Francis basin will be glow. If they break

and the river continues to fall at Cairo,
the upper 8t. Francis and the delta will
be clear of water by May 5. If this should
prove true there will be no difficulty in

SPOKANE, April 6—Louis, a Spokane

Indian, Hes dead in a tepee at Twicken-
ham, a suburb of Spokane. John Alex-
ander, another member of the same tribe,
is in the same tepee at the point of Jdeath
Both are victims of a premeditated plan
to murder Alexander by an Indian named
Quetahkian.

The tragedy is the outcome of an old
feud. Alexander once ran away with Que-
tahkian's squaw and the latter in Tre-
venge stabbed Alexander, for which crime
he was sent to the penitentiary.

Upon his discharge he Tesolved on re-
venge. Last evening he bought whisky
and with Indian Moses went to Alexan-
der's tepee. Quetahkian made friendly
overtures and the four Indians sat down
to a game of cards. Quetahkian and
Moses only made a pretense of drinking,
and when Alexander and
drunk Quetabkian stabbed Alexander.
Louls came to his defense and was cut
in the abdomen, death resulting within
a short time.
