J V Braver. against whom Mt*a Grace
Phillip* rewntly recovered Judgment for
|l2fi, now asks the superior court to re-
duce the amount to ITS, or falling that, to
grant a new trial of the ease.

It will be remembered that when the
caa* was before Judge Benson a hat was
Introduced In evidence, and as Its feathery
plwmea nodded and waved before the eyea
of the Jurors and WIUI«M«* It became a
central feature of the trial, a sort of In-
corporation of the spirit of millinery.
