TACOMA, Aprii T-—local musical |
ecirciss are all agog over the stinging re
puke adizinistered the Ladies’ Mausical
Club by Rev. Alfred W. Martin, pastor of
the Pirs:t Free church (Unitarian) who
has declined to deliver an address before
the ciub for the remsom that it had re-
fused membership 1o & colored applicant.

Mr. Martin's reasons for declining o
appear before the club are given in a let-
ter directed 1o the executive committee of
the musical club, The officers of the ciub |
refuse absolutely to discuss the matler
They deplore the publicity given the afl-
falr, and say dhat the agitation of the
matter further will dnjure the ciub. The |
Post-Intelligender was besought to re-
frain from saying anything about the mat-
ter, although it s being generally dis- |
cussed both by members of the ciub and |
the public.

The colored lady in the case is Mrs .
J. Asberry, the wife of a colored barber
at the Taooma hotel. Her friends say
she is highly talented musically and am- |
ply abie 1o pass the examination required |
of applicants for membership. Her appil- |
cation was presented to the executive
committee of the club last fall. After a
brief discussion of the appilication,
enough to demonstrate that a strong feel-
ing of opposition might be developed, it |
was tabled.

It is only just to say that the race ques- '
tion invoived In the controversy has never |
entered the club. It was to prevent this
very thing that the executive committee
decided to smother tae matter without
dragging It into the club and having a
fight over it

A member of the club, who asked that
her name be withheld, said today that at
. the time Mrs, Asberry made her applica-
tion the leaders of the club were having a
very hard time In getting it organized for
the following year: that many members
had dropped out for one reason and an-
" other, and that others did not evince the
_ spirit necessary for the success of the |

club. It was with the knowledge that any
discussion of the race question, coupled |
with the unpleasant notoriety it would |
give the club, would militate against the
efforts that were being made to hold the
organization together and prepare it for
another year's work, that the application |
of Mrs. Asberry was tabled. As one mem- |
ber put It, It was & case of life or death
with the club, and rather than have any
division of opinion or sentiment over the
matter, which might result in a schism,
the executive committes decided not to
entertain the application.

But Rev. Mr. Martin's opinion as to the
equities in the case Is very different
from those entertained by the exccutive
committee and many members of the
club. His opinion of the matter was em-
bodied In a letier to the executive com-
mittes, which never reached the club at
& public meeting, and which was only
given out today. Mr. Martin says:

ASSTRAIGHT AS AN ARROW.

Lead on Oreas Island Polints the
Way to Wenlth—Scattle Men
Interested.
Special to the Post-Intelligencer.

OIAGA, Wash,, Aprll 6.—-Orcas, the most
pleturesque of a!l the islands of the Seund,
with Its mountain summit about 2400 feét
above the waters of the Bound and G@if of
Georgla, indented with deep bays, its two
beautiful mountain lakes, Its miniature
cascades, {ts mineral #prings, its frults and
flowers have altogether achleved for it
womething more than a local reputation as
a delightful summer resort.

The island was prospected for mineral
in the days of the Frases river excitement
and at intervals by othep prospeciors since
then, and some good specimens of quartz-
garrying gold, silver and copper have dbeen
found, but not until the winter just past
has any systematio effort been made to
locate a true lead.

Severa! partles from Boeundary Creek, B.
C., who were wintering here, found a well
defined lead a= straight as an arrow run-
ning in a northwest course from the share
of Mountain lake to the mountain, which
can be traced about 2,000 feet, It is two feet
wide on the surface, A drift was made Into
the ledge where {t outcroped in a gulch
hetween solid walle of dark granite. After
pleking through three feet of decomposed
porphyry and iron pock a veln of white
quartz, stained with oxide elghteen inches
wide, was uncovered, which assayed for
gold and silver $1.16. Three feet lower the
quarts vein widens with a slight westerly
dip, and a sample there assays gold $1.65,
copper 88 cents, silver 38 cents.

Four clalms are located along this lead—
the Skylark, Larkspur, ‘Copper King and
Copper Queen.

WARDEN CATRON GOES IN.

New Appointee Aws umef Charge of
the Walla Walla Penitentiary
—Many Want Positions.

WALLA WALLA, April 7.—J. B. Catron,
the new warden of the penitentiary, ar-
rived this morning from Olympia. Upon
his arrival he went at once to tne peniten-
tiary and immediately relleved Warden

Mosgrove.

The new warden was shown through the
institution by his predecessor and the
workings of all departments were ex-
plained. Tomorrow the prison will be
turned over to the new warden, after
which an inventory will be taken.

In an interview Warden Catron said it
was his intention to run the institution
strictly on business principles and in ac-
cordance with the law. He sald no
changes would be made in subordinate of-
ficers for several days.

J. B. Gehr, the new clerk, assumed his
duties at the penitentiary this morning
and will take charge of the books tomor-
row. Traveling Auditor Lister will put In
the entire day at the penitentiary and
make a thorough inspection of all depart-
ments.

There are 20 applicants for appointment
as guards and to subordinate positions,
and many anxious cnes called upon War-
den Catron today. H. 8. Young, the pres-
ent deputy sheriff of Walla Walla county,
is prominently mentioned as prospective
deputy warden. Thomas Page, of Walla
Walla, leads for the stewardship.

HARRISON SAYS HE WILL NOT SUB-
MIT TO DICTATION.

Promises to Hold Chicago Within the
Bounds of Decency, and to Draw
a Line Betweem “Liberty” and
“License” — Successaful
Was Supported by Machine Re-
publicans, Who Feared Harlan.

CHICAGO, April T.—Mayor-elect Harri-
son, speaking of his victory at the polls,
said today:

““Thers is no danger that the eity will
be handed over to two years of vice and
debauchery. 1 will also promise there will
be nothing of what is characterized as
‘wide open days.” I do not recognize the
necessity of public gambiing in Chicago,
but believe !nrgel)l' in the German idea of
personal lfberty. It draws a sharp line be-
tween ‘liberty’ and ‘license.’

I shall enter upon the duties of this
office wholly unhampered by pledges of
any kind. My purpose is to give the city
a conservative business administration. I
shall not be dictated to by any man or
league or any association, and so long as
1 I occupy the chair no one will be mayor
but Carter H. Harrison."

Mayor-elect Harrison received the fol-
lowing telegram f{rom Washington:

““Accept congratulations upon your mag-
nificent victory. The elections in Chicago,
Cincinnati, Detroit and other cities indi-
cate a decided change in public sentiment
since November, W. J. BRYAN."

The complete vote for mayor gives Har-
rison a total vote of 144838, His plurailty
is 77,736, and his majority over all is 2,222
There were twenty-three Democratic al-
dermen elected, against six Republicans
and five Independents, giving the Demo-
crats a majority of eight in the next coun-

Tower took up the study of law, and wns
admitted to the bar in 1878, He practiced
the profession very little, however, and

fron interests until 1891, since when his
time has been given to care of private in-
terests and to his studles.

Mr. Tower Is a trustee of the University
of Pennsylvania and vice president of the
Historical Society of Pennsylvania, also
a member of the Academy of Natural
Sciences, and of the American Institute of
Mining Engineers. He iz a director of the
Philadelphia & Reading Coal and Iron
Company, the Lehigh Coal and Naviga-
tion Company, the New York & New
England Ratlroad Company and the Penn-
sylvania Steel Company. |

Kruger Orders His Grandson to Be
Tried by a Special Court.
