British Gerenma* Okjffts to I«-

Mates Uslsts That Flre«r»» Shall

Be Placed fader Srsl?Herd Mast

Be Prelected.

WASHINGTON'. April 11-The r^-rt
appointment of ex-Secretary Foster and
ex-Assistant Secretary Hamlin by the
president to assist In the negotiations now
In progress with Great Britain respecting

the Bering sea seal fisheries is Indicative
that this long-standing diplomatic Issue
haa at last assumed grave importance
and that an earnest effort ia to be made
to end the present unsatisfactory state of
affairs or to place the subject on auch a
footing before the beginning of the ap-
proaching open season as will prevent it
from passing Into a more serious phases

Tha diplomatic correspondence of the
past year makes it evident that a severs
strain was placed upon the patience of
the officials of both the United States and
Great Britain, and the warning given
quietly yet firmly by the British premier
that further proceedings by the American
revenue cutters In the line of last year'a
programme would not be tolerated, and
the Intimation from Secretary Olney that
there would be oo change unless addi-
tional restrictions were imposed upon tha
British sealing vessels, hold out latent pos-
sibilities of a serious entanglement for tha
two friendly powers unletw some arrange-
ment can be made before the end of May.

For the reason that ex-Secretary Foster
was familiar with the early stagee of tha
negotiations leading up to the Paris ar-
bitration. while to ex-Secretary Hamlin
Is due to a large measure the credit for
the conduct of the negotiations of the last
administration on this subject, they hava
been chosen to assist now in composing
this threatened difficulty.

The troub.e appears to have begun prin-
cipally through the refusal of the British
authorities to renew last year the regula-
tions requiring British vessels going into
the seal waters to place their firearms un-
der seal, to give effect to the Paris regu-
lation, prohibiting the use <ft auch weap-
ons hi killing seals. This regulation waa
laid down on evidence that a large pro-
portion of the seals killed with guns sank
and were never recovered. Involving
wasteful mortality.

Ths British having refused to seal up
their arms, the United States government
adoj«ed the plan of making a most thor-
ough search of every sealing vessel in
Bering sea. There was Justification for
the searrh in the regulations, but again
the British government protested, claim-
ing that British vsec Is were thereby
subjected to unnecessary and most vexa-
tious detentions, and that their catches
were overhauled and thrown into con-
fusion. and that the only result waa the
discovery of one skin in Which the Ameri-
can boarding officer thought he saw a
shot wound and of a log book a few davs
In arrears In errtri'-s. Yet for this result
twenty-six out of twenty-nine British
vessels In the seal waters were searched
eighty-two times, one ve««sel being board-
ed six times In twenty-four days.

Secretary Olney, on the other hand.
Justified the course of the revenue of-
ficers by poinMng out that all of the
seized veswls were convicted In British
courts. He also gave some startling
flgur.-s to show the need of additional re-
strictive regulation which he Invited the
British government to accept. From ac-
tual oount he showed that In 189ft no less
than 880U0 dead seal pups were found on
seal islands Which had perished from
starvation, because their mothers had
been killed at sea by sealing veesels.
Also, it was stated that In the same sea-
son tbe vessels had taken 44 169 skins,

as against 31,5. 1® In the previous year,
and Secretary Olney averted that if the
killing w;ia to go on at this rate the total
destruction of the seal herd would be ac-
complished in the course of about two

mora seasons.
To make tha showing worse from our

point of view. It was stated the lawful
catch of the seal islands had largely
fallen off. Efforts w re made to de\t*e
a way of Insuring the seal against the
tise of firearms by poachers, but they
came to nothing, and the upshot was that
both sides stood firm, -ho British warning
us agnlnst further indiscriminate search
of British vessels, and Secretary Olney
standing on our right to make it.

Meanwhile, an expert comtnl slon sent
out by both governments made an ex-
haustive report tending to sustain Secre-
tary Olrey's a*-*ertlona regarding the
probable extermination of the seals un-
der present conditions, and It must be
upon this baois that negotiations will now
proceed. ?

HUENEME, Cal.. April 11.-The steamer
Taquina, In approaching the wharf here
at 10 o'clock today struck a sand bar.
opening her seams. She began tillingand
Immediately settled with only her deck
above water. A line was run ashore and
efforts made to beach her. but so far she
has only been hauled in a short distance.

The Yaquina is loaded with 200 tons of
miscellaneous freight. Including ten tona
of dynamite, mostly tor Los Angeles.
Some freight has been saved. The weather
is fine, but grave fears are felt that,
should the weather become at all bad, the
pounding of the vessel may explode the
dynamite. Th# steamer Bonlta ia ex-
pected here at 2 o'clock in the morning to
aasist.

At 8 p. m. the Taquina was lying In
about ten feet of water, on an almost even
keel, about sixty feet west of the wharf,
and 3M feet from shore. The weather ia
still moderate, but the wind from the
west Is freshening. At high tide ani with
more wind she is very apt to crash into
the wharf.

Some thirty tors of freight have been
landed, but the work has now ceased,
awaiting the arrival of the Bonlta.

Vessel in no l)aii|[er.

OAKLAXD,Cal., April 11.?Edwin Good-
all. of the firm of Goodall. Perkins & Co..
received meager details of the accident by
telephone from Huenemc this afternoon,
and tonight said:

"The Yaquina Is not in any danger, and
the accident was not a very serious o«e.
We have not t>een fully informed as to

the facts, but as 1 understand it. a shoal
formed alongside of the wharf and tho
steamer struck as she was going in. Part
of her shoe was torn off and she began to
leak. An attempt was made to back her
out. bat her proj tiler could not be turned
over. ll<*r lower hold filled and she sank
in the shallow water alongside the wharf.
When It was seen that the \ essel could
not be moved the crew went to work and
removed a lot of cargo from the lower
held. Much of it was not saved, however,
and will, of course, be badly damaged or
destroyed.

"There is not any water between decks,
however, and that part of the cargo es-

caped damage. We sent the tug Vigilant
of the {Spreckels Tugboat Company, south
to her assistance tonight and Oapt. Minor
GoOdali will leave for Heuneme overland
tomorrow morning. He will take charge
of the vessel, and do what he can to-

wards floating arid repairing her. I can-
not say that anyone '-an b« blamed for
the accident for masters and crew 3 can-
not answer for shoals that form alongside

of wharves or do« ks, No one was in dang-

er at any time for the vessel was along-
side of the wharf. I cannot say what
will done with the steamer until we
have her afloat."

WASWTXOTON*. April 11.?A statement
relative to tx>agricultural interests c»X the
submerged districts of the Mississippi val-
ley south of Cairo*, 111., has been issued
by the department of agriculture. It is

based upon a ohart prepared ut*der the
direction of tha> chlw# of th« weather bu-
reau. showing the e*t«nt of the flood oa
April 5.

"The total area under water on April 6
was about 1&.809 square miles, of which
7,»00 square miles wa» in Mississippi, \u2666

s<juare miles in Arkansas. l.TS>> square
m'.ies ta Missouri, I.iWO in Tennessee,

and 540 In Louisiana. The region con-
tained in IS9O. so far as can be deter-
mined. In view of the ajupewhat indefinite
boundary lines of the» iTood, a population
of 375.65&, of which m.iaSf or about one-
half, was in Mississippi, 100.235 in Arkan-
sas. and the remainder almost equally di-
vided between Missouri and Tennessee.
Taking the entire region, the colored pop-
ulation outnumbered the whites in the
proportion of i to 1. the colored predom-
inating in the flooded districts of Missis-
sippi in the ratio of more than 5 to 1. and
fn Arkansas 2to i. In Missouri and Ten-
nessee the population of the flooded dis-
tricts is largely white, in the farmer state

?The flooded district® contain, it Is esti-
mate. about :!?.V»0 farms, of which about
IS.sOO are in Mississippi, nearly 10.OJ0 In
Arkansas, and a like number about equal-
ly divided between Missouri and Ten-
neseea. These farms contain a total ar.-a
of atK>ut 8.800 000 acres, one-baif of which
la In Mississippi, and rather over one-
fourth in Arkansas, the proportions in
Missouri about the same as In the
case of the number of farms.

"About 1.50ft,"00 acres of the area under
water last year devoted to cotton
and corn, to which crops 95 per cent, of
the entire acreage cultivated is devoted.
It is estimated of the crops of last
vear over tf.TSO.onn worth remained on
hand in the submerged region on the last
of the month, cotton representing about
two-rhirds of this aanount and corn prac-
tlcallv all the remainder.

"What effect the flood will have upon
the crops of the present season depends
upon the lens-th of its continuance and
the practicability of wheat-planting after
the subsidence of the flood. The entire
region under water on April 6 produced
la-t year about 370 onfl Mies of cotton,
valued at close to tl3.00fl.080: over 11 OOOOW
bushels of corn. worth about $8,400,000, and
wheat, oats, potatoes and hay worth over
SBOO,OOO nv»re. The most valuable ;>.irtion
of these crop® was raised in Mississippi,
where the reclon now submerged pro-
duced nearly 2.v>f»ftO bnles of cotton. be-
sld«*s other products, mostly fi>r lonil con-
sumption. The counties whollv or par-
tially submereed are amor.g the largest

cotton-producing counties in the I'nlt-d
States. Yazoo county, which alone has
produced over 50.000 bale-? in a season, is
one-half under water, while F Uvar ooun-
tv. Coahoma, Issaquena, "Washington

fwith a productive capacitv of 100.000
V nr>d other 'imous counties aro par-
tially submerged."

The weather bureau predicts a further
extension of the flooded area, hut no at-
tempt. of course, has been made to esti-
mate rhe serious possibilities of such ex-
tension.

The day has been an ideal one, and every
planter in the delta Is In better spirits.

At Greenville, the river, as well as the
backwater surrounding the town, is sta-

tionary tonight. Everything is in readi-
ness for the receipt and distribution of
provisions from the government, and as
soon as the army officers arrive the work
will be actively entered Into.

At Lulu, Miss., a decided improvement
is noted. There S3 still some suffering
in the bark country, but It is being allevi-
ated by the planters, and today a repre-
sentative of the government arrived and
will assist the destitute at once.

The Yazoo & Mississippi Valley railroad
has been busy all day with pile drivers
replacing washouts. The rood will prob-
ably have trains running into Lulu and
Clarksdale on Tuesday.
It is now believed the water will disap-

pear by May 1, and if this proves true
a fair crop ca.n be made.

The river is falling at Memphis tonight.
At Yicksburg and all points south a

steady rise is noted.

There is considerable commcmt on the
reasons advanced by Gov. Rogers for his

refusai to commute the death sentences

passed on William Carey, of King county,

and R. 11. Straub, of San Juan. The gov-
ernor ha* jsaid that if the judge who pre-
sided at the trial the attorney who
conducted the prosecution in either case
will make a request in writing for a com-
mutation of sentence it would be granted,

otherwise the governor declines to inter-
fere.

Much pressure was brought to bear *n
these two casts and numerously signed
petitions were presented to the board of
pardons. That body made recommenda-
tions favoring the commutation of the sen-
tences, but the governor sets aside this
advice and seeks to place a grave respons-
ibilityupon men who, having retired from
offue, are now private citizcna of the
co mmon wea Ith.

The story of William Carey's crime,
tri.U and conviction Is well-known. Since
the sentence of death was passed upon
him no effort has been spared by local
philanthropists to secure his pardon or,

at least, a commutation of the sentence
to life Imprisonment. Naturally these ef-
forts were directed toward securing the en-
dorsement to the petition of ex-Judge T.
J. Hume*, bt fore whom the trial was held,
and ex-Prosecuting Attorney A. W. Has-
tie, who conducted the cast} for the state.
The gentlemen, however, have been con-
tent to aWde by the decision of the jury,
both believing that Carey was given a

fair and impartial trial an<l received the
benefit of every reasonable doubt.

Just at present neither Judge Humes nor
Mr. Hastie feels at all honored or pleased
by Gov. Roger'* attempt to place the life
of Carey at their mercy. Neither of them
had any Interest in the matter beyond the
execution of his official duties; both have
retired to private life and now have no
interest in the matter beyond that of any
other citizen, neither cares to assume the
responsibility, and both feel that they aro
somewhat imposed ujioti.

In an interview by a Post-Tntelllgeneer

reporter last night, Judge Humes said:
"The governor's action Is most surpris-

ing to me. He practically surrenders to
the courts the pardoning power which,
by lam-. Is confided solely to the executive
and the board of pardons; what's the
usi» of havirur such a body? It was creat-
ed as an auxiliary to the executive, to In-
vestigate the facts presented In connec-
tion with a request for pardon or commit*
tntion of sentence. What good c.in It ac-
complish if its findings and recommen-
dations can be set aside by officers of the
trial court, or. as In this by a couple
of private citizens?

"I am reminded of an incident that hap-
pened during the term of Gov. Ferry. An
Eastern Washlng;on Judge sentenced a
man to death ac:d Immediately wrote a
strong letter to the governor urging that
pardon be granted the condemned man.
Gov. Ferry was very wrathy. *W h at
-ort Of A Judge 1* thlsr he said, "What
rUrht had he to pas> sentence on a man
whom he believes to be Innocent?* That
man wa« not pardoned.

I had no int r> %* in the Carey rase. i
Interpreted the law to the jury and passed
r<ri'en -e on the verdict In accordance
with law. Rut s-ippose n cas« where an
Innocent man is convicted through the
bias nd prejudice of a Judge or over-zeal
on the pan nf th® prosecutor. Buch a
man. if the facts could be shown is en-
titled to executive clemency; but Gov.
Rogers wou't put this man's life apa!n at
the mer y of th«* prejudiced Judge and the
over-z< a ions prosecutor. What mercy
