duce electrical vibrations amounting to
many millions a second from ordinary cur-

rents,

“While Tesla was working on his oscll-
currents,” sald Dr. Kibbe, “eleotric
ing was carried on almost exclusively
the aid of what is known as a ‘direct
current.” ‘The cbjections to the ‘direct cur-
rent’ are the expense of the wires to carry
it and the difficulty of transmitting it any

great distance without the use of very
heavy conductors.
“With an alternating current much small-

er wires may be used, owing to the high
pressure at which the current is delivered.
When it arrives at the place of distribution

it is transformed into a current having
less pressure and, {f necessary, greater
quantity. It was this principle that made

it possible to transmit the power from Nli-
agara falls In an economical manner. The
utilization of this great water power would
have been impossihle in & commenrcial scale
by the use of a direct current., The oscll-
Iator whichy Tesla has recently perfacted
{s an apparatus by whioch the ordinary di-
rect ourrent may be transformed into one
of an o=cillating or aliernating character.
It is probable that these appliances will be
placed in houses and that the oseclllations
