"Recent returns from California beet
sugar refineries show imder the present
Wilson tariff dividends of forty per cent
per annum and upwards, exclusive of
bounty. Such returns, without further
increase, now afford ample protection to
the preservation of the beet sugar indus-
try.

From this it appears to us that the op-
position to the present reciprocity with
Hawaii emanate- from the sugar trust,
which is now interested in the principal
factories in this wtate, and with the abro-
gation or modification of the treaty will
be able to crush out the small factories, to
the detriment of the farmers and con-
sumers.

At the close of the ses-
sion of the Fifty-third congress he had
served thirty years In the house, and dur-
ing the greater part of that period was a
recognised leader of that body. He can-
not be classed as an orator, but be was
possessed of great parliamentary and ex-

ecutive ability, and was a hard and un-
tiring worker. He served on ail of the im-
portant committees of the house, and was
a persistant and Inflexible advocate of
close and strict economy In public expend-
itures. which earned for him in congress
the title of "the great objector." Thomas
A. Hendricks once said that Representa-
tive Holman was worth 126,000,000 a year
to the people as long as he stayed in con-
gress.

In addition to his legislative duties, Mr.
Holman attends to a large private prac-
tice, and was considered the best trial
lawyer in Southeastern Indiana.

HOGGS' ATTORSEVI MAKE ANOTH-

ER EFFORT TO SAVE HIM.

Application Filed for a Writ of Cor-

am NoUia? A Claim That the City

Had \o Fund* In the Broken

TACOMA, April 'O.-When George W.
Boggs, ex-treasurer of the city of Ta-
coniii, was convicted of a felony in re-
ceiving interest on city balances in b»nk,
there were many people in this city who
said he would never go to the peniten-
tiary to pay the penalty of his crime.

The supreme court sustained the judg-
ment of the lower court against Boggs.
and then Gov. -Uctrraw refused to pard >n
him. Still the wise ones said that Boggs
would never go to Walla Walla, and they
have the best of it so far, aa the ex-treas-

urer is still an inmate of the county Jail.
Today Boggs' attorneys showed that

they have not exhausted all the arts of
the law in trying to save him from the
wearing of stripes. They tiled an re-
plication In the superior court for a
writ of coram nobis. In a somewhat
lengthy statement of facts, Boggs' ad-
visors allege that they have discovered
new evidence upon which they claim the
fcrmer verdict of the court should be re-
voked and a new trial had. In brief, it
is alleged that during the time when
Boggs Is accused of receiving interest on
city funds in the Tacoma Trust & Sav-
ings bank, the city in fact had no money
on deposit in the Institution, but that lis
ciedit of something like JIOO.OOO was made
up of deposits of city warrants, which
the court has since held were valueless.
Consequently, it la argued, Boggs could not
have been paid Interest on a deposit of
funds in bank when in fact there was no
such deposit.

During Boggs' trial W. B. Ailen, presi-
dent of the bank, was under the
charge of having received deposits at
the bank after he knew that it had become
insolvent. In the evidence against Boggs
it was shown that President Allen had di-
rected the cashier to credit Boggs* per-
sonal account with interest on the city
balances at the rate of 3 per cent, per an-
num. Allen was subpoenaed as a witness
for the defense, but took advantage of his
constitutional rights and refused to tes-
tify. In their application for a writ of
coram nobis, Boggs' attorneys show these
facts and then allege that Allen is now
ready to testify that he had permitted
Boggs to overdraw his personal account
for the furtherance of political schemes
in which the bank was as deeply inter-
ested as Boggs.

It Is claimed that Allen will swear that
Boggs never really knew how these credits
had been made, and was unaware that the
hank had b*H>n crediting him with Inter-
est on city balances.

One singular thing in connection with
the application is that ex-Judge John C.
Stallcup has been added to Boggs' list of
attorneys. Judge Stallcup first called in
question the validity of the warrants de-
posited as cash In the city depositories,
and from the bench rendered a decision
by virtue of which the city took the po-
sition that the warrants were valueless,
and had been redeemed from the moment
Boggs passed city coin over the counter

as he purchased th»m.
The latest attempt to get Boggs out of

Jail brings up the whole history of the
"Boggs warrants.** which have caused
Tacoma more grief, perhaps, than any
other one thing. The readers of the Post-
Intelligencer are familiar with the whole
wretched history of Boggs' last term as
city treasurer. During that time n> ariy
JVO.OOO of general fund warrants were
bought by Boggs and deposited in bank
as cash, when, had he complied with the
law he would have indorsed them as un-
paid for want of funds, as there was at
the time a large amount of general fund
warrants outstanding. Bogjrs always
claimed that he took this course to ui>-
hold the credit of the city dnring the
panic that began with \K'i. The banks
with which Boggs transacted his business
held city warrants to a large amount and
the effect of a decline in value of this
paper, which would have followed the
throwing of a large amount of them on
the mark, t, can be easily imagined.
