Althntigh the I'nlted States la not con-
cerned Sr the war b»tw»en Turkey and
Greece, th>-re is no subject so engrossing

to its people. The sympathy of this
country with Greece serves to stimulate
interest, but e»rr more absorbing is ths
play of the powers and the moves being

mad* which may l« ad to a gen«rsl wsr.
While the soldiering Is going on In Greece,

the diplomatic contest Is proceeding

quietly at every capital. England Is
building a large nnmher of war vessels.

France is coaling and provisioning her en-

tire Mediterranean squadron, and the

three small powers Bulgaria. and
Montenegro, are rentiers. Russia Is said

to hsve bid Bulgaria keep its hands off,

but that ambitious young suseralnty Is

determined to have concessions from

Turkey or flght. Bervia is also clamor-
lug for better terms. If sither of the«s
principalities should enter the fleM there

will be another outburst of Russlsn in-
dignation. real or assumed, but none the
has available as an excuse for taking a
hand.

The bone of contention, however, is

Macedonia. Turkey hae possession of it;

but Greece wants It as jiart of the old

historic country. Russia wants it on the
pan-Plavlst theory, Austria wants It be-

cause of the port of Salonika. Bulgaria

claims it as a fornur part of that do-

minion and Sorvia for the same reason.
The Pall Mall Gazette reviews the
claims, which may* be briefly stated.

Macedonia was a province of the Gre*>k
empire from the fourth to the middle of
the fourteenth century?that Is to say,

for nearly a thousand years, with a short
interruption during the time of the Bul-
gsrlan Czar Samuel. Macedonia was
taken from the Greeks and annexed to
S«rvia In the middle of the fourteenth cen-
tury by th«? Servian Cxar Dushan. The
third and the greatest and the only his-
toric fact of practical importance is that

the Turks conquered Macedonia after de-
fi-atlng the Servian Klug Vukat-hin in 13T1,

and that since that time up to the present
day they are maau-rs of that country. To
the question to whom Macedonia belong*

historically, ths only conclusive snswer
could be that it belongs to the sultan,
and that, after him, the Greeks have the
strongest historic claim. At any rate,

one thing Is beyond all doubt -the Bul-
garians have no historic claim on Mace-
donia.

When the treaty of Berlin was nego-
tiated Ru'iit desired Macedonia to be an-
nexed to Bulgaria The motive is that
Russia hopes eventually to possess Bul-
garia, and Macedonia would go with It,

taking tha outlet to the Mediterranean,
which Russia Is determined to have. Bul-
garia would like It. hoping to be thereby

stronger In her Influence again t Rus-
sia. The Intrigues of Stambuli ff included
the acquisition of this territory, and had

Eastern Rounu-lla was But Stambuloff
was »«-m ? sins ted snd Muravieff. the Rus-
sian diplomat, cares not whether Bul-
garia g«ts the first control or not.

If Germany were led by a statesman.

It is the
triumphant re-entry Into B< rlia at the
head of his irmy, amid t'se plaudits of the
crowd, that flls his vision and obscures
all other phases of the subject.

NEW YORK. April -Su-LAe.it. Gen.
John M SchofleJd. I*. S. A has
accepted the Invitation of Mayor Strong
on behalf of the city of New York to bo
one oZ the gueats at the ceremonies at-

tendant upon ths declcauon of the Grant
moo unseat.

In ac~eptteg ths city's Ir.vitstion Gen.
S>. horVeld has written a letter concerning
Gen. Grant. As wui be remembered. Gea.
SchoAdd was not under Grant's irnm«?-
d ate command hi the Sold, but was Inti-

mately associated with feim botn during
g£id after the war. At one time during
ths closing months sf Johnson a admini*-
tration, he was secretary of war. and
therefore, for the time being. *a« Grant s
official superior. Th<*r reflations were, al-
ways of the most in mate a:>d confiden-
tial nature and Gea. Schofleld's views of
Grant should be mo« Interesting at tne
present time. In his letter the generjU
says in part:

'The greatest of all the traits of Grant's
character wcls that waich li<« always on
tue surface, vialUs to ail wno na i eye*
to see it. Taat wa» his moral and .nteliec-
tuai nor«Bty, tnt«*rity. mncerlty. veracity
and justice He Was incapable of any at-
tempt to deceive anybody, except for le-
gitimate purpose*, as in miliuiry stm-t-
--r*y. and aoov* ail. he wis incapable of
deceiving hjmself. He that
rarest or all huiiwn faculties, the power of
a perfectly accurate *\u25a0-stimato of himself,
unhtflueciced by vanity, prids, amhitiuii,
flattery or seK :interest. Grant was very
far from beiag a m >asst man as that
word is generally understood. His Just
seif-ssteam was as far above it as it was
ai/ove flattery.

' When Grant's attention was called to
any mistake he had committed, be would
»«e and adjnU it »m quickly and uureaerv-
edly as If it had been rnada by anybody
?lse. and with a smile which exprewed ths
exact opposite of that feeling which m*»et
men are apt to show under like circum-
stances. His love of truth and justice
were so far above ail personal corus. iera.-
tions thai he showed unmistakable evi-
dences of gratLrtoation wnen any error
into ahich he angut have fallen was cor-
rected. His pride in his own mature opin-
ion was great in that ha was as far as
portsihie from being a modast man. This
abe«olute confidence in his own judgment
Ui*>n any subject he hni mastered, and
the moral courage to take upon himself
alone the highest responsibility and to de-
mand full aathority and frsedom to act
according to hi* own Judgment without
interference from anybody, added to hla
accurate estimate of his own undivided
authority and responsibility in the con-
duct of military operations and in all that
ooncerna the efficiency of srraiwa in time
of war, constituted the foundation of thaL
very great character.

"It has bean *aid that Grant, Hke Lin-
coln aas a typical American and for that
rpaaon was most beloved and respected by
the people. That is true of the statesman
and the soldier, as well as of the people,
If it is meant that highest type, tnat
Ideal which com men-Is the respect and
admiratton of the highest and beet In a
man's naturs, however far above himself.
Soldiers and the people saw in Grant, or
la Lincoln, not one of themselves, rot a
plain man of the people, nor yet a supe-
rior being whom they could not under-
stand. but a personification of their high-
est ideal of a cltixen. soldier or a states-
man. a man whose greatness they could
see and understand as plainly as they
could anything else under the sun. And
there was no more mj stery about it than
there was in the popular mind."

A Richly Stored Fortress Awaiting

Attack by Capital.
Nothing in Europe can excel the pic-

torial granleurs of this American Medi-
terranean. the Sound,, writes "S. P. B." in
the New York Evening Post. From end
to end It Is one majestic procession of
towering, snow-clad crags, the Cascades
to the east and the Olympics to the west.
You pnss them in review over the deepest
body of Inland water In the world. Many
town sites have had to be abandoned be-
cause no bottom, no anchorage could be
found a stone's throw from the shore. So
cold are the depths that oysters are dwarf-
ed to the sUe of ons's thumbnail, but are
delicious in flavor. During the past six
months an Increase of trade with the Ori-
ent and New Zealand and Australia has
inspired some courage In the hearts of the
Beand people, but they are still bemoan-
ing the disastrous consequences of that
ill-starred boom of ten years ago. It was
so badly overworked by unprincipled
Jackals, and so many rattlebrained Invest-
ors at the JSast *pre nipped that the peo-

ple still find It hard to lure Eastern cap-
ital from Its lair.

sources at wealth. Washington has timber
enough to supply the world for a hundred
years, coal in untold quantities salmon In
countless profusion mountains full of iT'>n,
sliver and gold.
