WASHINGTON. April26.?The promised
statement from the department of state
touching the report on the French wine
trade, by United States Consul Chancellor
at Havre, has been completed and will
appear in the May number of the United
States consular reports. The department
briefly recalls the fact that Mr. Chancellor,
in his report of July 2*. 1S1», alleged that
much of the French wine was not the
product of the vineyard and that 15.000
casks of so-called wine had been destroyed
by the Paris municipal laboratory, having
no grape Juice in it at all. He had also
aliened that the great deficit in the wine
crop, caused by the phylloxera, had l*.en
made up from a fluid made of ralsius, cur-
rants, lees and such material*. It is
stated that M. Handtaux last December
called the attention of our ambassador to
Paris to ths fact that the Bordeaux cham-
ber of commerce had protested against
the statements of the consul and that the
offi -ial investigation had called forth a de-
nial from the municipal laboratory that
k had destroyed any such quantity of
wine.

The statements were referred back to
Mr. Chancellor, who replied that he had
obtained his Information as to the de*
struction of the 15.00© casks of wine from
a reliable English Journal, but the name of
the Journal he was unablo to recall. While
in Pari* in IV7, uiuiwr commission fr<wn the
government of Mar> land, he had investi-
gated the wine sheds, and was there told
that a large number of casks would be de-
stroyed. and that tais action was not un-
usual.

In support of & statement that large
quantities of sugar were used In th« prep-
aration of wines from loes, Mr. Chancellor
referred to debates in the chamber, in the
course of which M. Viljean had protested
aguindt the prohibition of thu manufacture
of this kind of wine on the ground that it
caused the consumption of no less than
luu.QQO tons of sugar yearly.

Having thus laid down the case and Mr.
Chancellor's defense of his statements. th«a
Plate department prints the loilowing
statement, made by the French embassy
here under date of March 6 last:

"The attention of the French wine mer-
chants has !--n called to a report entitled
'Wlnemaking in France,' published in the
Consular H'-jiort No. iv>. September, 1*96.
by C. VV. Chancellor, United Crates consul
at Havre, France, and containing some in-
comer siauirnents which might cause
prejudice to French commerce, and which
it s-i-ms desirable to rectify.

NSW YORK, AprilK-AU dajr lons sol-
diers of tho regular army and National
Guard haro marched through tho han-
soms. doooratod streets of Now York
from tho railroad stations and ferry land-
ing* ia their quart ere. Every train haa
brought notable people to the alty. among
tho arrivals being President McXlnley,

Vioo President Hobart, tho osftfaot ofll-
oora. zc am bora of tho diplomatic corps,
aerators. represeatatlves and invamora
of states. Lata this evening tho last of
tho forecgn waxahipa, tho lta«an erulsar
I>ug**i, staamad into port. Tonight a
wind and rainstorm coolad and cleared the
air. Tomorrow will bo fair and pleasant.
Everything la ready for tho dedication of
the massive tomb In Riverside park, in
which remta the remains of America a
graatest soldier. Ulyases S. Grant. Weeks
ago it was estimated that 1.000.000 persons
would coina to New York to witness the
parade and ceremonies of dedication of
the tomb, and that number may be ex-
ceeded. Early ionlay the crowded street
cars and hotels save proof that a multi-
tude of people had coma to town, al-
though the suburbs had not yet begun to

send In their hundreds of thousanus.
More people will ben old tomorrow's
pageant than will see the queen's show
In London next month, for the line of
march here stretches for several mile*,

and muoh of the route Is alongside of the
parks and vacant lots, upon which have

be.:n built great stands, with cushioned
seats, utnvasa roofs and restaurants, for
the spectators are expected to occupy
their places for t>everal hours, from the
time President McKinley's carriage passes
In the morning until the last of the 56. On)

men by In the afternoon.
In making up the parade the grand mar-

shal, Geu. Dodge, has excluded many
civic bodies which asked for places, but
has given room to the regular military of
the several states, and the G. A. R. and
kindred organizations.

The white squadron lies In the North
river, opposite the tomb, and the foreign
war vefe.sels are anchored below. The ex-
ercises of the day will be carried out pre-
cisely as arranged weeks ago. The presi-
dent and other distinguished guests will
leave the Fifth Avenue hotel at 9.20 a. in.,
and, escorted by a squadron of cavalry,
proceed to the tomb, where a stand In the
open air has been set apart for them. At
1O:;>0 a. m. the head of the parading col-
umn will move from Madison square. At
11 o'clock the exercises at the tomb, pray-
er, singing by a great choir and speeches
will begin at 1 o'clock. When the bands
of the procession are heard the exercises
will conclude. At 1:30 p. m. the head of
the column will reach the tomb, the fleet
will Are a salute of twenty-one guns and
the parade will begin. At 2 o'clock the
naval parade will move, and at 5 o'clock
President MeKlnley will leave the review-
ing stand at the tomb and embark on the
dispatch boat Dolphin to review the war-
ships. In the evening tho president and
the other guests of the city, including the
officers of the -warships la port, will be
entertained at receptions.

The massive mausoleum in Riverside
park was completed only a few days ago,
and has been handsomely decorated with
flowers and bunting. TT\e grounds between
the tomb and river are not yet arranned
as contemplated. Today huge stands will
cover the lawns, and all the available
grounds about the tomb, and the scene is
not Impressive, but tomorrow every foot
of ground where a human body can find
room will be occupied.

NEW YORK. April M.?Prefddent Me-
Kinley, with Mrs. Moidnley and his cab-
inet, Mrs. U. 0. Grant and her family and
a company of official personages, includ-
ing th 4 ambassadors, ministers and at-
taches of the diplomatic corps and high

officers of the army and navy safely
transported from Washington to New York
in a special train, to participate in the
cerwmonle* at the tomb of Gen. Grant. The
trip was a rapid one, and entirely un-
eventful.

The train left Washington, where a
small crowd had gathered at the depot,
promptly at 10:30 and steamed Into the
Jersey City depot at 3:17, stopping only at
Wilmington for a moment, and at Gray's
Ferry, a suburb of Philadelphia, where a
change of engines was made. From Jer-
sey City the party was conveyed across
the river to the foot of Twenty-third
street, there being ushered Into carriages

and escorted in procession by a detach-
ment of cavalry, sailors and police to the
Fifth Avenue hoteL

Seven cars made up the train. The pri-
vate car of President Frank Thomson, of
the Pennsylvania, at the rear end of the
train, was given to the presidential par'y.

During the journey the president con-
versed with members of the cabinet and
diplomats, who came to the car to pay
their respects. Mrs. MoKinley wore a
gray costume, the one in which she trav-
eled from Canton to Washington. She
bore the journey well, amusing herself
part of the time with knitting. Lunch
wss served to the presidential party In
their car. while a dining car was attached
tor tho other travelers.
