Th. BM,d of P.bile U.rkt llr.-.-
meaide That IKrni Tews Htreet\u25a0

He Improved.
The action of the laat legialature la pro-

viding that property owners be e*s« ss-
able not only for street lir.provem> nta. but
also it>r Improvements of strtet Interaec-
Uona. is respunaibla for a atri'-a of recom-
mendationa adoptrd yesterday by tha
board of public works for auhmlaaloa to
the city council. Ihe board diacusaed tha
necefslty of rvpaira on numerous streets,
and formulated a report to tha city council
recommending that it order Improve-

ments. The streets or aectlons of atreeta
a[mken ef in this report are as follows:

Third avenue, from TesU;r way to Pike
street, te be paved with wooden blocks
and curbed; Yealer way, from Occidental
avenue to Third avenue south; Y.al r
way, from Third avenua aouth to Fifth
avenue aouth; Marlon street from Fir>t
avenue to the harbor Una: Madison street,

from First avenuo to Railroad avenue;
Teal* r way. from Ftrst avenue to the har-
bor Una; Washington street, from Fourth
avenua south to tha harbor Una; Second
avenue south, from Yealer way ta King
street; Occidental aver.tie. fr-m Yesl r
way to 12» feet aouth of Jackson Street;
Fourth avenue aouth. from Main to Jack-
son streets; First avenua. from Pike to
Cedar streeta; First avenue south, from
Yeaier way to King atreet.

A communication W.ls read Pv rt
Warden M. C. Jensen tn regard to tha
condition of wharvea along the wat. r
front. He particularly the
Hopkins wharf on the north aide of tha
foot of Seneca atr»"t. "It la tn an unsafe
and dangerous condition." the letter said,

"and ateps are taken to rep'le and
repair snld wharf, tt will soon go Into th*
hay. Several wharves between Pike ar 1
Virginia streets are partly broken down

and the pilee destroyed by teredoe, an 1
the parts of said wharves now standing
are dangerous to people passing over
them The Squire w! arf. which fell into
the bay during the late wind storm, is

r''W lylrg. a wreck and obstruction to
navigation at the foot of R»neoa street.
It la necessary that aald obstruction cr
wr be removed."

The board will natl up are abandoned
wharves that are In unsafe condition.
