being sold in a company organized in Se- |
attle. All prospectors and mining men
regard this men as a pure frand. Soma
of them have told him that he was laying
Limself liable 1o arrest by his representa-
tions, and that they knew the ore did not
come from the S aguamish district.
There is no free

milling ore of the kind
described in the Silverton country. The
ores are cither copper or iron in charac-

ter, and the little free milling ore is only
due to the rusting of the iron and never
visible to the naked eye.

We suggest, says the Miner, that before
buying stock in any company claiming to
have a free milling gold property the
purchaser should go to the mine and see
the ore taken out himself. About Mount
Rainier, in Pierce county, and on the oth-
er side of the Cascades free gold is com-
mon, but in this and adjacent districts
the ore all requires smelting or bleaching.

Jumping of Claims.

The prospector who sleeps on his rights
and neglects to do more than half as-
sessment work on his claims this year,
will wake up with a sad heart and find
that his claim occupied and being
worked by one who knows a good thing
when he sees it, says the Silverton Miner.
