Cora* north wind tanned the flam. a
furiously. and swept them across the
docks to pier «, which «w aoou burardg
furiously.

Tha British aT.p Ctlmonfa, whioh was
loading wUh oil. totoe.oco and merchandise
at pier &, was -coo ablase. T:.e tugs pull-
ed her out Into the middle of the
where an Ineffectual buttle waa wair#*!
at terrible odds, against the llumn that
wore rmslrit In her Inflammable cargo. She
was burned to tl.e water's edge at 10
o'c.'ock tonight.

The steamship Sohrelg, wfoirh
was loading grain at pier 5, next caught.
The crew managed to escape by climbing
down the hawsers to the pier.

Meanwhile the Chesapt aka Si Ohio lug

Wanderer, which had caught Are, had
burned to the water's ed«a.

The German satllng ship J. D. Bisohofr,
taking on staves from the oorth aide of
p!or «, a!so caught, me flames obtained
such a hoM .on her that they could not
be conquered, aud she went to the bot-
tom at 6 o'clock this afternoon. The
cr<»w of the veaeel had a very narrow es-
cape bi 4 cremated. They we
arousod by Jo: n Anderson, ono at the
fpr. ar.d were only rescued with the
greatest difficulty, after ti.e captain and
l»cf t«w:iin had been badly burned.

The heavy north wind and the heroic
sfforts of the fire deparimtnt saved
the large grain elevators of the Che>ss-
p»ake 4c Ohio ccmpany from destruction.
The tire was rapidly spreaiin* across the
oonveyors that oonasct the elevator with
the piers. but with the aid of a loc »mot ve
and an Immense chain the conveyor s ip-
portss were pullad out. the conveyor* them-
selves pulitd down and this danger
averted.

At 1 o'clock this afternoon the fire had
sper.t Its fury and was well under control.
