The
Cimarron's bottom contains qu'.cksan 1,
and it is one of the most treacherous
streams in the country. It flows into the
Arkansas at the east end of Pawne coun-
ty and It to likely that several bodies, if
not hnried In the sand, have been carried
on to the Arkansas, which Is also very
high. The bodies of the dead will be
burled tomorrow.
