Every
one In Eneiand knows that after Col.
the Hon. Fredrick Weliesley had been
turned out of the army for cowardice, and
out of the diplomatic service for drunken-
nens. besides being deprived of his place
In the royal household as aid-de-camp to
the queen, it was Kate Vaughan who
kept him from starving, and who main-
tained him in quasi-luvury by means of
her earnings on the stage. His relatives
and former friends woutd have nothing
to do with him?so low had he fallen
and Kate Vaughan was the only one who
took pity on him.

That after being a dependent on her
charities for so many years he should
have first r,egl«cted her , then deserted
her art finally demanded a dissolution of
his marriage is In entire keeping with his
past career, and cannot fail to render
him even more contemptible than before.

Th-» person to be congratulated Is Kate
Vaughan. who Is at length rid of a hus-
band who has been a perpetual dra* upon
her finances and a source of irritation
and trouble.

No man ever started off In life with
brighter prospects than Fred Weliesley.
His father was Earl Cowley, the power-
ful British embassador at Paris who ex-
ercised so much influence over Na{»oleon
1., and as soon as he w\g u years old the
queen attached him to h*r household as
one of her pages of honor. On conclud-
ing his term as su-"h he was given a com-
mission in the guards and provided with
a number of valuable staff appointments,
among them being the lucrative post of
military secretary to the viceroy of India
military attache to the embassy at St.
Petersburg, for the first time he
showed the white feather in a dispute,
and secretary of embassy and charge
d affair* at Vienna.

It «ai while in the latter capacity?-
that to «y, Jntrustwi wtth the duty of
diplomatl<aliy representing his queen and
fci* go, eminent in U»« *"-*rin capital?

that he rendered himself gnlKy of the
misconduct that resulted fn his final dis-
grace. On returning to London he was
called to account by his fellow-ofllcers of
the guards. being denounced as a cow-
ard and as unfit to associate with gentle-

men.
The Duke of Cambridge, who was com-

mander-in-chief of the army at that time,
having summoned Wellesley to his pres-
ence. finally drove him from his room
with some of those picturesque curses for
which the old gentleman is so Justly cele-
brated. demanding his immediate resigna-

tion of his commission. His expulsion
from the guards' club and all the other
London clubs to which he belonged fol-
lowed immediately afterward, and for
several years afterward nobody would
have anything to do with him. He has
been repeatedly bankrupted, and the only
effort that he has ever made to earn a
livelihood for himself has been by start-
ing and running a few questionable clubs,
where high play and heavy drink were in-
dulged in. and which quickly came to
grief. It is difficult to find one single re-
deeming trait in ex-Col. Wellesley. who,
without exception, is one of the very
blackest sheep of the British aristocracy.
