Later Chicago advices received at the
Post-Intelligencer office last night con-
cerning the organization of the Western
Passenger Association state that the ex-
ecutive committee has formed several sub-
committees for the better disposition of
the work that will come before it. One of
these committees has for its province the
missionary work necessary to induce those
lines which have not yet signad the asso-
clation agreement to do so at once. Itises-
pecially desired that all these roads shal
be enrolled before May 1. Another com-
mittee has in charge the question of
commissions, and it will work to see that
the payment of all excessive commis-
sions is stopped and that the payment of
any commissions of any nature be not |
made to ticket brokers after the first of |
next month. The roads in the association |
consider the question of commission pay- |
ments the most important thing with
which it has at present to do, for they |
are of the opinion that as long as the
commission rates are as high as at pres- |
ent there is small chance for the main- |
tenance of regular tariff rates. In ad-
dition to these things the general ex-
ecutive committes has taken upon Iitself
the regulation and reorganization of the
emigrant traffic and will endeavor to per-
fect the rules and regulations governing
the workings of the clergy and mileage
bureaus. It is expected that the com- |
mittee will be in session many days be-
fore its 'work fa conciuded. M will begin |
its active work tomorrow and will be in |
session the greater part of the day.

It is reported that several of the lead-
ing railway labor organizations are about
to combine in order to press before con-
gress the passage of the pooling bill. The
labor organizations made their influence
felt very strongly before several of the |
state legislatures which were considering
the passage of bills creating a maximum
rate of 2 cents per mile and they ure
likely to be quite as effective before con-
gress. They opposed the passage of the
2-cent bill because they feared it would
result in a reduction of wages. and they
are about to fight for the pooling bill for
the same reason. They believe that with
no arrangements for the maintenance of
rates there will be trouble all along the
line, that rates will be reduced, revenues
decreased and that the roails may be
compelled to cut wages.

Improvements on School Lands.
Douglas City, Alaska, April 14, 1897,
To the Editor: Can a person who leases
school land in the state of Washington
claim pay for his improvements when the
land is sold or his lease expires? LY.

The state land commissioner says that,
as to compensation for improvements
placed on state lands held under lease
from the state, where such lessees com-
ply with the terms of their lease and keep
the same In good standing, such lessees
are entitled to the value of such improve-
ments less the damage to the land, from
any purchaser from the state within three
yvears from the expiration of such lease.
Such lessee will not be entitled to com-
pensation for improvements from the
state until the land is sold, but under the
rules of the board of state land commis- |
sioners such lessee will be entitled to a
reasonable rental for such improvements
from any subsequent lessee from the
state.
