WASHINGTON. May 4.? senator shoup,

of Idaho, has been one ot the strongest

fighters in the senate for the protection

of Western Interests in the present tariff
bill. He did not get all he asked for. but
nevertheless is inclined to think nothing
more could have been accomplished.

"The bill as reported by the senate
finance committee." said Senator Shoup
tonight, "will result in raising a sufficient
revenue for the support of the govern-
ment. I believe the committee has made
an honest effort to treat all sections fair-
ly and impartially. It is a well recognised
fact, however, that no bill will meet the
unqualified approval of all parties.

"The West. In my opinion, has received
favorable consideration. It has been
Riven a duty of l'jcents on lead ores. 2
cents on pig lead. lljcents on hides and
a. fair duty on fruits, timber, coal and
wool.

"We did not receive all we had hoped
for in aool. but on the whole I think the
committee did th* best It could and
strained a point to do it. We had a hard
fiuht on the lead schedule, and were lucky
to get what we did."

The Eastern senators will carry the
fight for free hides Into the senate, and
If it Is successful the Western senators

will retaliate by moving a horizontal re-
duction on manufactured cotton, wool and
steel, and claim they can count upon the
co-operation of tiie Democrats for such
reduction.

The blanket paragimjpto is changed! as
follows: Blankets and flannels are In-
creased from 30 to 40 cents per pobnd.
An additional duty U allowed of 30> Jper
cent, ad valorem. Instead of the house
rate. On these articles valued at more
than 40 cents and not more than 50 oents
per pound the duty U| made equal to two
and a half times that oa one pound of
unwashed wool, instead of three times
that, as provided In the house bill, and an
ad valorem of 25 per cent Is added.

TARIFF BILL REPURTED.

Joaes Stands With the Repabllcaas
?Everybody Sarprlsea.

'WASHINGTON. May 4.?The tariff
ball was reported today, to the surprise
of the senators and the pubHc. When the
senate finance ommittee met today the
idea prevailed that the bill would be hefid
for two days. All the members were pres-
ent. The Democrats examined rhe bill for
an hour, making running comments upon
It. They announced that they were
against the bill. They soon understood
that Senator Jones, of Nevada, was going
to vote with the Republicans, and realized
that There was no possibility of changing
the bill. They had nc desire to make any
factious opposition, and when a motion
w«s made by the Republicans to report
the bill the vote was taken promptly. All
the Republicans with Senator Jones voted
for the morion, and all the Democrats
voted agalnat It. the vote standing $ to 5.

The Republican numbers say there Is
no statement to be made now as to the
effect of the bill, the amount of revenue
raised by It, or the reduction. When the
bill Is taken up Aldrich will make such
a statement in the opening speech. "It
will raise revenue enough," was the com-
ment of Allison, assf-nted to by Aldrich.
They estimated, however, that the in-
creased revenue to be raised from be-er
would be 113.000.000.

On women's and children's dress goods,
etc., which are c«Cßp«*ed whollyor in part
of Wool and not provided for. the
duty Is reduced from 11 to 9 cents per yard,
with an ad valorem of 50 per cent^dded.

PARIS. May 4.-Flre broke out at 4
p. m. in a crowded charitable bazaar in
the Rue Jean Goujon. at which the Duch-
ess d'Uzes and other well known patron-

esses were present. The building In which
the fire broke out was a temporary

structure of wood. The flames were first
discovered above the stall occupie'd by tho
Duchess d'Uzes, while the place was
densely crowded. The bazaar is an an-
nual function presided over by the leaders
of Parisian society. There was a wild
rush for the exits, and older persons were
borne down and trampled upon. The in-
flammable nature of the building and con-
tents caused the fismea to spread with
gre>at rapidity, and In a short time the
bazaar was a mass of flames.

A policeman on duty at the doors of the
bazaar says from 1,500 to 1.800 people w ere
In the building when the fire broke out.
The alarm caused a rush for the doors,
which were soon choked with people, thus
preventing the escape of many who might
otherwise have been saved. The strong

trampled upon the weak, and the young
crushed the old to the floor. Heartrend-
ing cries arose, soon followed by shrieks
of agony as the flames swept upon the
crowds struggling for exit.

The managers of the bazaar had ar-
ranged the stalls so as to represent a
street of old Paris, and It was opened yes-
terday. The proceeds of the sales at each
stall were devoted to a separate charity.
Stalls were presided over by Mme. Fe-
vrier, the wife of Gen. Fevrler; the Mar-
quise de I'Aigle. Mme. Maeobs. Baronne
de la Lueette, the Marquise de St. Michael,

the Duchess d'T'zes. Mme. Mignotte. the
Baronne Bt. Eldier. the Comtesse de Zaly-
anska. the Marquise de le Ooustler. the
Marquise d'Argence, the Marquise de
Pitti, the Duchess d'Alencon, a member of
the Orleans family; Mme. d'Arlu. Mme,
Boisseaux. the Baronne de Seickier. Mme.
Moreau. the Marquise Ce>sta de Beaure-
gard. her royal highness the Duchess de
Vendome. the Marquise de Maison and
the Comtesse de Grefful. La Roche-
foucauld. Mile, de Flores presided over
the refreshment Hands. These ladles
were assisted by many equally well known
society ladles. It Is Impossible as yet to
Identify the victims.

Admiral Bensnard, minister of marine,
arrived upon the scene shorJly after 7
o'clock.

The Roof Falls on the Victim*.
Soon after the alarm was given assist-

ance hurried to the burning building. Al-
though a general alarm was sent out, the
whole wooden structure was blazing be-
fore the firemen could approach. Th" roof
and almost the whole building collapsed,
falling upon the unfortunate people. Many

of them are supposed to have previously
succumbed to stifling smoke. In spite of
the efforts of the firemen, some time
elapsed before the charred bodies could be
pulled from the amok'? and burning debris.

The prefect M. Le Pine, was one of the
first to reach the scene, and he directed
the operations for the recovery of the
bodies and distributed the injured among
the various houses in the vicinity.

Among the injured are the Duchess de
I»a Torre Princess Kotchbuy. the Vicom-
tesse d'Avrel and M<sdames Moreau de
Proult, Maiezieux. Kugenio. Challemel,
Rwamser and St Didier.

Cabinet ministers
ambdsoadors, and Miters ox
the highest social and financial circles
were side by side with the lowliest ln-
qirir.n* for misaing relatives.

About thirty w ere saved by Pere Am-
broise and Pere Paiili. who helped them
over the wall with a ladder to the print-
ing room of the newspaper La Croix.
The staff of the Hotel du Palais saved
130 persons through a barred window
overlooking the basement, where, while
the hotel employe* were carrying away
the bodies, they saw three persona burned
to death.

Policemen, their hands covered with
gloves, have been deputed by the prefect
of police to pick out the portions of re-
mains and to wrap them in pieces of
cloth, to be transferred in ambulances to

the Palais de l'lndustrle.
The remains present a horrible spectacle

of limbs burned and twisted. On all

sides can be seen stretchers piled with
mutilated corpses, skulls split open and
brains exudir.R. Behind a heap of corpses
lies alone the body of a woman. The fare

is downward, the head burned, the brain
exposed, and from the empty socket of

the right eye the brains are slowly ooz-
ing. The arms and leifs are burned off.

A little further off is the body of an-
other woman, nude, the entrails protrud-
ing and the head missing. It is a ghast-
ly sight.

The building was constructed about six
months ago. At the time It was remarked

that it would burn like match wood. The

Interior was divided into shops a la old
Paris, constructed of prettily painted can-
vc sa.

Aa American Girl Escapes.

The correspondent of the Associated
Press in an interview with Miss Elsio
Buslibcck. of Philadelphia, who. with the
Mlfcses Hawthorne and Bushbeek. was
one of the few who escaped, although not

unscathed. Miss Bushbeck says:
"l was at booth 15. n>ar the place where

the fire started. 1 arrived at 4:10 o clock
with my friend. We stopped to look
around butftftr and stopped at a lot-
tery wheel, where I won a bunch of as-
paragus. Just then, happening to turn

around, I saw and called my friends at-
tention to a flicker In the corner or the
wall about IWteen yards away. Hardly

had I done so when someone cried Fire
and pushed me toward the door, fortunate-
ly In time. As this was my second ex-
perience under such circumstances. I ad-
vised my friends to raise their skirts In the
front, so they would not stumble over
them.

. ,

"We were just stepping on the first or
the three steps leading out of the build-
ing. Turning my head I saw the whole
place In flames. At my left I caught a
glimpse of an old lady emerging from an
adjacent door and saw her stumble on her
skirts. The next Instant quite twenty

persons were piled on top of her. I
reached the street and turned around, but
already the heat was so Intense that It
scorched me and 1 was obliged to raise
mv hands to protect my face.

"Then the roof fell In with a terrible
crash. Certainly not more than Ave min-
utes elapsed from the first warning. Such
was the intensity of the heat thnt I saw
a fireman's jacket Irnlted and several of
the horses were badly singed. Out of the
pile of persons who fell near the door
not one was saved. All were burned In
a moment. Of the four nuns at my booth
two were saved and one of thc

Dnrheaa d'l'ses May Be Lost.

? The visitors were for the most part

ladles, gorgeously dressed, the list of
whom includes the Duchess d't'zes. tho
Countess Savlgny and Mile, de la Botilaye.

In the streets adjacent to the bazaar
were long lines of sumptuous equipages.
Many of these returned empty; their own-
ers were dead. The others were fcseen
moving off with the occupants Injured, In
many cases their faces streaming with
blood.

The search in the debris will continue
all night. It appears that the fire orig-

inated on the left side of the bazaar. The
illuminating apparatus of the klnetemato-
graph exploded, and set fire to the Tur-
kish curtains and hangings.

As the fire spread the pressure on the
outside, where there were not exits, kept
steadily increasing. Here a number of
victims were killed. Happily the wall
of the Hotel du Palais, against which the
bazar backed, furnished a window out of
which a number of people escaped.

Identifying the Drail.
At 8:30 p. m. only six bodies have been

recognized with certainty. These are
the bodies of Mme. Henrlette Hanlhadal,
Baroness Elizabeth St. Martin. Vis-
countess Marie Bonneva), Sister Gulnox,
the superior of the Sisters of the C<#nvent
of St. Paul, Mme. de Grancy and the
Comptesse St. Perler. Other bodies sup-
pe>»ed to be recognized are those of Bar-
oness St Didier, Mme. Kren Cooselln and
Mme. Chevlgny.

As soon as President Faure heard of
the disaster he sent the rae»st pressing
inquiries for the particulars to th» prefect
of police. All the theaters In Paris are
closed.

The wounded now number 180.
Mme. Flores, wife of the Spanish con-

sul, expired at the Hospital Beaujon,
where several others have died.

Further identifications believed to be
certain are as follows: Comtesse Miri-
mel, the Comtesse Broderville and M.
Victor CosseHn. At 11 o'clock tho Duch-
ess d'Alencon had not returned home.
Tne duke was slightly injured.

It is now noticed that In most e-ases tho

heads of the victims were burned to a
cinder, even when other parts of the
bodies were not much injured. This is
explained by the fact that the thkekiy tar-
red roof fell in blazing massm upon the
heads.

It was reported thai Mile. Lucille Faure,
\u25a0who left the Elysee to fro to the bazaar,
had perished. M. Hanatoux drove in grmt
haflte to Inquire concerning her, pale with
terror and excitement. He ynaa reassured
by learning that she was not dead, but
had been delayed on the way.

The. papal nuncio who delivered the ben-
ediction at the opening had Just left the
building when the Are broke out. In half
an hour the structure had completely dis-
appeared. There was no sign of masonry
or other structural parts which are usu-
ally left after a fire. The whole edifice
was reduced to ashes with a heap of char-
red corpse®. The ground was a solid mass
of de&ris. of clothes, boots and shoes,
coins, k»ys an 1 miscellaneous articles on
sale at the stalls.

At a Slnale Itlon He Could Cruh
the Hellenic Army.

IJONDON. May 4.--The difficulty of say.
ing what ha* actually occurred at th©
seat of war continues, hut the presump-
tion from the known facts «f the military
situation is that Edhcm Pasha Is feeling
the Greek position at Pharsala prepara-
tory to delivering a general attack. Ed-
hem Pasha's repeated assaults on the
wings of the Greek formation have prob-
ably the object of compelling Prince Con-
stantine to seid reinforcements and to
weaken his center at Pharsala. It Is ex-
pected that Edhem Pasha soon will strike
hard at this weakened point.

It looks as though Gieece was giving
up the game in Crete. The recall of Col.
Vassoa can only be regarded as making
for peace, and It is apparently the first
step in that direction. Greece majr thus
regain the friendship of the powers, who
who have always stipulated this before
using their good offices at Constantinople.
The appointment of a nominal successor
to Col. Vassoe is undoubtedly only a blind
to allay popular protests.

SAN FRANCISCO, May 4.-Th* Fair-
Craven suit to determine the ownership

of city property valued at 12.000,000 hia
reached the end of its first stage. The
proof of Senator Fair's visit to Sun Rafael,
In company with hJs valet. Herbert
Clarke, from September 19 to 25, IXM. has
be*-n completely established. In fact, his
visit and tho date were admitted by the
attorneys for Mrs. Craven.

Having thus cast the first stone at the
Craven deeds by showing that at the time

Mrs. Craven he was In San Rafael, the
way Is cleared for the attorneys for the
executors to unmask their batteries In di-
rect attack.

show that the blanks upon which the
deeds were made were not struck off until
more than a year after they were purport-

ed to have been tilled in and signed by
Notary Cooney. Experts will be called to
pass upon the handwriting, and to show
tracings and erasures.

Craven herself, but her daughter, and that
it was only after a point blank refusal
from the young lady that the name of Net-
tle R. Craven was substituted.
