?ought. The court, however, declined to
take this view of the matter and entered
an order requiring the defendant to pay
to the plaintiff the sum of $34 per month
until the further order of the court It

from this order that the appeal was
taken; hut Judge Humes division in the
matter has now been affirmed by the su-
preme court.

Mr. Jackaon ha# been rather reluctant
about paying this monthly sum. and has
been brought Into court for failure to do
so. On July !4, 189 C a proceeding of this
kind was had. and Judge Humes at the
time peremptorily informed the defendant
that unless he was more prompt In obey-
ing the order of th« court he would have
to ./ace proceedings for contempt of court.

OHRHALI®, May The Nugget this

week will review the controversy between

ih* V*ard of control and the governor re-
sjv ting the reform school and the at-

tended removal of Superintendent Westv
endorf. The Nugget will say:

"There Is a row hetween toe governor
and his piebald party over the distribution
of spoils, into which the reform school
has beer, drawn. The (tovemor has deter-
mined that there shall be no change in
the management of the reform school.
The state board of audit and control, act-

in* upon representations made by a large
element of the fusionists in this county,

is a unit in demanding that Westendorf be
removed, and a new superintendent be ap-
pointed.

"On Tuesday the hostilities broke out
openly at Olympia. The board had decided
to meet at 4 o'clock and swing the heads-
man's ax. Rogers met two of the mem-
bers, State Superintendent Browne and
Stita I*rinter Hicks, and demanded to

know if they proposed to the ap-
pointment of a successor to Westendorf.
They replied that they did.

'? 'lf vou do.' said the governor hotly. 'I
*hall demand your resignations immedi-
ately.'

"The matter was allowed to rest, hut if
the programme decided upon wss carried
out. the fight was fought to the finish yes-
terday afternoon and If the aovernor kept
his word there will be a new board of con-
trol to appoint.

"Had not B. F. Bullard. of this place,
shown Superintendent \Vestendor f a tele-
gram received from one of the members of
the board on Tuesday, he would have been
appointed superintendent of the reform
school in Westendorf* place at the meet-
ing that afternoon, before the governor
could have interfered.

'There is a strong fight against Westen-
donf on the part of the fusionist politicians
here. not. apparently, because Westendorf
is considered in any sense of the word in-
competent. but solely because his situation
is wanted. It has been represented to the
state board that there Is a general desire
for a chanare: that this county has received
no part of the state patronage; that the
school Is located here and the sole desire
o? the fusionists is to have Westendorf re-
moved, without reference to the chfiice of
his successor. On this plea the> majority
of the board agreed to vote for a change

Tuesday at the meeting.

t. ». JOHSSOS FOR GOVERNOR.

Report That He Will Re Ap»oi*|ed
to Ala*U|

PORT TOWNSEND, May A private
communication received here from Wash-
ington Indicates that C. 8. Johnson, of
Alaska, will be the next governor of the
territory. He was sent from Nebraska to

Alaska during Harrison's administration
to <lll the position of United States attor-
ney for Alaska. being very popular, his
appointment to the position of governor
will he satisfactory to all buuthe several
aspirants.

~

"State Superintendent Browne at once
telegraphed to B F. Billiard to put In his
application. It was understood that the
appointment of Bullard would be satisfac-
tory to the local fuslonlsts. I'p to that
time Bullard had not applied for the place.
There were no applications on file, it being

trenerally understood that no change would
be made.

"Bullard immediately went to Olympia.
Superintendent Westendorf. in the mean-
time, having been apprised by Mr. Bullard
of the object of his trip, hela a conversa-
tion with the governor over the telephone.
The governor assured Westendorf that ho
was opposed to any change, as he had in-
formed him before Then he went out and
hunted up two or three members of the
board and notified them that if they made
a move hostile to his plans In the matter
of the management of the reform school
or the Medical Lake asylum, they would
be asked to resign at once.

"Bullard returned from Olympia Wed-
nesday afternoon. To the Nugcet he said:

" 'I have not been an applicant for the
position nf superintendent of the'reform
school. I have not even now decided that
I am anxious to have it. I have had an-
other situation under consideration f<»r
some time, and I am still hesitating about
refusing it. When Superintendent
Browne'* telegram came Tuesday, it was
a complete surprise to me. I showed It to
Westendorf because I have been on frlend-
lv terms with him personally, find I did not
want him to think that I proposed to adopt
any underhanded methods to get his situ-
ation away from him. lam unable to say
whether I will receive the appointment.

If I do. I shall probably accept it. but I
am not worrying about the mattei* a( all.

Weistendorf said the
proposal to make a change was somewhat
unexpected to him. He had very little to
say, further than that he had hoped to be
permitted to continue his work here, lie

h^> n with the institution aifmost from
the beginning, has built it up until it has
the reputation all over the country of be-
ing a model reform school. None of the
state Institutions have been so carefully
and economically conducted as this one
un.ler his management. Not a flaw can

be found in his record as superintendent.
- 'i had hoped." said he. 'to make the

conduct of the Washington state reform
school mv life .work. I have no other In-
terest than this in retaining the place I
did not believe that any organized effort to

secure my removal could originate among

the people of this town. I can hardly
think so now. l>f there are ten representa-
tive ritizens of Chehalls. where I have
lived for over six years, who will sign a pe-
tition a«king the governor to make a
change. I am ready to nntt.*

"M A who was in Olvmpla

this week, frankly says that he favors the
removal of Prof Westendorf. He makes
no charges, however, and assigns none
but political reason* He admits thir the
reform nrhool has wf 11 s!nr©
Westendorf took charge of It, but he is in-
clined to bell* ve that another man can be
found, who belongs in the ranks of the
fusionlsts. who will manage it just as
well. He has talked with Gov. Rogers on
the subject. He savs the governor has
cm m trreaf admiration for Westen-
dorf and' will not under any circumstances
emscnt to his removal.

ATTACKED BY REJECTED SIITOH.

Helena Girl Slushed With a Knife?
Xot Badly Hart.

MOWED DOWN BY AMMONIA
Fifty Firemen Overcome In New

York?One of Them
Dlea.

NEW YORK, May Fifty or more men
disabled and one dead was the record of
the New York lire department at a tierce
fire at No. 161 to 165 Chambers street to-
night. The fire was in the large cold stor-
age warehouse of the Merchants' Refrig-
erator Company, and it was the fumes of
ammonia and the heaviest of smoke that
mowed down firemen almost by the doz-
ens. The call for ambulances was as rapid
as the call for engines. A acore of doctors
and nurses were summoned to duty in
saving the lives of the men, risked so
bravely.

The dead fireman Is John Rhinehart, of
engine cpmpany No. 7. Those overcome,
some of whom are in a serious condition,
include members of a dozen companies
that were called out as reserves, when
Chief Bonner found he was losing his men
on every hand. The fire was an unusual
one. and it is estimated to have done half
a million dollars of damage. The interior
of the warehouse occupying the upper
floor* of the five-story building running
to Reade street, was almost completely
destroyed. Three alarms called sixteen
engines and thirty or more firemen, who
entered the basement, where the fire start-
ed. and were overcome. Fireman John
Rhinehart missed his way in leaving the
cellar and was finally taken out uncon-
scious. He died in an ambulance on the
way to the hospital.

The first story of 161 Chambers street, In
the basement of which the fire started,
was occupied by R. Gier, as a paper
warehouse. As soon a? the firemen got
into the cellar they were all overcome.
Rescuing parties were formed, who car-
ried the unconscious men across the
street to engine house No. 2, wtucfi was
formerly old Chambers Street hospital.

DEAD IN A DEEP WELL
WHIDBY WLAJVO FAR* THE SCEXB

COCPBVILUS. Wash.. May 6.?News

reached here last evening of a mysterious

and brutal murder, committed on the
Bradley farm, near the little town of
Chicago, so long ago that were it not for
the mute evidence of a crushed skull, the
hand that took the life of a fellow being

could laugh at the officers of the law.
At the best, it will be a most difficult

matter to solve the mystery, for the only

clue to the identity of the murdered mm.
who was thrown into a well forty l'eet
deep. Is a scrap of paper containing

words: "Bennett National bank. N"W
Whatcom, March 5. 1894, Finley Garrison."

And after all the bones of the murdered
man may not be those of Garrison, al-
though the coroner's jury believeß they

are.
How long the crushed skull with the tell-

tale scraps of paj>er have lain in the well
is a matter of conjecture, but there is
positive proof that the well has been cov-
ered securely for fully two years. The
most reliable information obtainable
places the date of the awful deed back
perhaps three years, but tip to the present

time no one has dar 1 to «. irae out and
state his suspicions as to the probable
identity of the murderer.

It is a long time since the people of
Coupeville and Chicago have been so
wrought up, and as the investigation into
the gruesome mystery goes on there is an
Increase In the determination to find out
the facts that led up to such a vile deed.

The deed wag <}one in a lonely and iso-
lated place, and has the characteristic
brutality of the work done by that

butcher. Ashe or Butler, the Blue Moun-
tain fiend who is now back in Australia
to meet death on the gallows. Why It
was done remains to be seen, and until
the life of Finley Garrison is made known
it will be a difficult matter to make much
progress.

The Bradley farm has not been occupied
for a long time, and if Bradley had not
sold it to a man named Charles Enerson
the public would .not have been any the
wiser as to the crime that the old well
concealed.

Enerson took possession of his purchase
a few days ago, and on last Tuesday de-
cided to clean out the old well. The cov-
ering, which was put on with nails two
years ago, in order that stock roving
over the farm might not fall in, was re-
moved.

When Enerson reached the bottom of
the black pit he was horrified to discover
the remains of a human being. The flesh
was nearly gone, but the skeleton was
there In all its ghastllness.

Enerson sent up to the surface some of
the bones, among them the skull, which
had been crushed by some heavy instru-
ment.

The discovery was immediately reported
to Coroner W. L. White, who went to the
well and Instituted an official investigation.

All the bones were taken out. The cloth-
ing. If them had been any, had rotted
away, thns destroying Important clues as
to the identity of the victim Among the
debris, however, which was removed, were
discovered some rottem and water-soaked
scraps of paper. As near as could be de-
termined. th<» paper was a certificate of
deposit, issued by the Bennett National
hank, of New Whatcom. March 5. ISSM.
The name "Finley Garrison" was discov-
ered on one piece of paper.

The coroner Impaneled a Jury and held
an Inquest. The Jury decided that it be-
lieved the body to be that of Finley Gar-
rison. and that he was killed by some one
unknown and the body thrown Into the
well.

JminnoM- Warship Expected at Hon-

olulu? Labor llnrenn Opened.

SAX FRANCISCO. May 6.?The steam-

er Alameda, which arrived this morning

from Honolulu, brought further advices
regarding the Japanese immigration trou-
bles. A message has been received from

the Hawaiian minister at Tokyo, stating

that the Japanese warship Naniwa is

now on the way to Honolulu with a Jap-

anese commissioner on board.

NEW YORK. May It has been known
for some time that Nicola Tesla has been
making exhaustive investigation* concern-
ing the Roentgen rays, not alone for their
use In scientific demonstration, but. also
for their effect ui»on the human system.

Tesla has now given voice to his deduc-
tions, so far as he has determined them,

in a long statement of his experience with
the rays, in the current Electrical Re-
view. and in the course of it he makes
some announcements certain to create

wide discußslorw in tho scientific world.
Hummlnsr up his experimental experiences,
Mr. Tesla says:

"It would seem advisable, first, to aban-
don the use ot bull* containing platinum.

Second?^To substitute for them properly
constructed tubes containing pure*
aluminum only, a tube of this kind having
the advantage in that it is constructed
with great mechanical precision, and
therefore is capably of producing much
sharper Impressions.

Third?To use a protective screen of
aluminum sheet, or instead of this a wet
cloth or laver of fluid.

Fourth -To make exposure at a distance
of at least fourteen inches, and preferably
to expose lonKet at a greater distances,
