DISAPPEARKD A WEEK AGO.

He H»i Vmmt Hia Position aad RU
Health. and His Mlafortaaea
Drove Him to a DaMde'a Death
la lake I nl«»a?lllseovery nt the
Corpee Hade hy Fred Schraai, the
Boathoaae Keeper.

The body of w J. who was
reported in the Post-Intel'itrencer yester-
day mornin* as raisntng frcm his home.
SI Aloha street, was found yesterdsy
mornlnc at 7:t# o'clock floating In Lake
Union near the old Cliff house.

The condition of the body indicated
that Mr. Relr.ecker must have taken his
fatal plunge about the time he disap-
prared, a week ago yesterday. There
wsre signs of violence, and taking all
the circumstances connected with the
case Into consideration, it Is not probable
thst Coroner Yandeij will consider it
necessary to hold an inquest.

The gruesome discovery was made by
Fred Schram. who is the proprietor of
the Lake I'nlon boat house. His break-
fast table is near a window looking out
over the lake, and while eattng he noticed
an object floating in the water. A closer
observation confirmed his suspicion that
it was the body of a man. The head and
feet were down. Bchram secured the bodv
to the wharf by m«us of a fish line, and
then telephoned to Capt. Hogle at police
headquarters. Coroner Yandell, upon be-
in* notified that there was a case at Dske
Union, instructed Deputy Coroner Butttr-
worth to Investigate.

Butterworth was satisfied the moment
he looked at the corpse that it was that
of W. J. Reinecker. because It answered
the description given in the Post-Intelli-
gencer. Moreover, he found in an Inside
pocket a bill from the California market,
addressed to ' Mr. Reinecker," a portion
of a Post-Intelligencer and a prescrip-
tion for medicine. In his trousers pocket
was a knife with a light-colored handle.

Having completed his examination of
the body, Butterworth went to 221 Aloha
street, where Mr. Reinorker lived. It is
not an easy matter to tell a woman that
a body, presumably that of her husband,
has just been fished out of the water. In
the present-case the question of Identifi-
cation was hardly necessary, because the
features of the pretty, neat-looking little
5-year-old child that was with Mrs. Rein-
ecker were those of the dead man. The
moment that Mrs. Reinecker saw the
jKHket knife she was satisfied that her
husband was dead.

She told Butterworth a story that was
in substance the same as printed yester-
day morning. She said that sometimes
she feared Mr. Reinecker was not In his
right mind. Two weeks ago tomorrow he
was working on the shore of Lake Union.
The day was very warm and he drank a
great deal of lake water. When he re-
turned home that evening he was taken
violently ill. A physician was summoned,
and upon hearing the circumstances said
that the illness %as due to the water.
Mrs. Reinecker also said she did not know-
when her husband left the house a week
ago yesterday evening. At the time he
returned for supper she was not feeling
well, and he remarked tha-t it was too bad
that sickness came to the household when
he was out of work. The poor man had
lost his position with the city street de-
partment. his health was not good, ill-
luck seemed to follow him persistently,
and he was at the point where the future
seems to be dark and dreary. Some time
in the night he went away, never to re-
turn In life to hia faithful wife and two
little children.

His body was removed to Buttcrworth's
undertaking rooms and nill be held pend-
ing arrangements for the funeral services.
Mr. Reinecker was a native of Qulncy,
Ind. He was £» years old, and a carpen-
ter by trade. He had lived In this state
for several years, and was respected by
all who knew him. The belief that he was
broken down In mind Is held by a number
of people who knew iiim. lie has two
brothers living In St. Paul: one of them,
Charles Reinecker, is head bookkeeper for
Lindeke. Warner & Schurmeier. He was
Insured for a small amount in the Pacific
Mutual.

Yesterday morning the replevin case of
Charlea H. Baker, as receiver of tha
Merchant's National bunk, against Man-
ager Russell, to recover possession of tha
theater property was to have come on
for hearing in the Federal court. Instead
of a trial, however, it developed that a
compromise had been effected in the case
and litigation was off.

The exact terms of the compromise, the
rattles decline to state. It appears, how-
ever. that 'Manager Russell received a
certain sum in cash in satisfaction of his
claims and other claims against the
amusenu-nt company, and Mr. Bak-. r re-
ceives the entire outfit of fixtures.

On Monday next Mr. Baker nrill pro-
ceed to dismantle the theater and ship
the chairs, scenery and all the interior
tilting* of the theater to Portland, where
they are to be at once placed in Cord-
jay's theater at that place, which has
been leased hy f*al Heilig, and In which
the Dalley company is to open next week.
The fact that there was such an imme-
diate and pressing need for the fixturea
to be promptly moved for this purpose
was, without question, a very strong

factor in bringing about the settlement of
the matter.

Ah soon as the arrangement was per-
fected Manager Rutsell started at once
for Portland, where he will make ar-
rangements to secure the seats, scenery
and general paraphernalia of the Wash-
ington street theater and remove them to
Seattle, to replace in the Third Avenue
those articles which will be taken away
by Mr. Baker. The latter will make a
pretty clean sweep of It. it being under-
stood that a small clock and one or two

minor articles of the character will be
the only things which he will not re-

move. As the old outfit goes out the new
one will go In. and the Third Avenue
theater will keep right along doing bus-
iness with a very brief Ir terruption.

THE Y. H. C. A. FI.VD.

Full Aaaoaat Ma*t He Raised hy Seat
Monday.

Thirty dollars wru added yesterday to
the Y. M. C. A. fund, and the total amount
now subscribed is $1,174.50. The time is

short now. as the subscription must be
completed on Monday In order that the
$2,500 may reach the home office of the
P»*nn Mutual Life Insurance Company in
Philadelphia by the date of the expiration

of the note. May 16.
It is evident that a number of those in-

terested In the association are holding
back their subscriptions, hoping that the
amount will be raised without their giv-
ing. but unless they come in with their
subscriptions within a short time they

will find that through their delay the fund
has failed and the Y. M. C. A.'s work
must stop. It is unfortunate that the de-
mand for this sum comes at a time when
money Is so scarce and every one feels
poor. But the Y. M. C. A. cannot choose
the times when Its debts are to come due;
the obligation was Incurred in good faith,
and when the most conservative business
men of the city said It would be safe to
borrow the sum required to complete the
building. Now that the mortgage Is due
the association and its friends should be
thankful for the opportunity to renew on
such terms as the payment of $2 500. In-
stead of having to pay the whole amount
of the mortgage at this time, which Is
the course upon which many of the mort-
gage companies are now insisting when
their loans mature. It will take the full
sum of $2,500 to secure a renewal of the
$23,0u0 loan, but If the- sum is raised and
the renews! secured the Interest on the
balance will be reduced from 7 per cent,

per annum to 6 per cent., m iking a re-

duction to the association of nearly S2O
per month in the running expenses.

Altogether the Y. M. C. A. is today in
better condition for active and aggressive

work than ever before In Its history, as
Is Indicated by the large membership, th*
loyalty of those connected with It and the
enthusiasm and r.eal of its services, and
it is to be hoped that there will be no
break in its prosperity.
