CHICAGO, May 6.?lt Is Interesting to
note ths cnange in styles of cycling ac-
cessories and fittings. Although the gen-
eral make-up of the safety bicycle has
undergone an evolution, the present ma-
chin* being the outcome of experimenta-
tion and progress, essential parts and fit-
tings whlfii accompany the machine have
been changed more on account of the de-
mands ef the rider thsn by reason of ths
improvements to be discovered in the ar-
ticles themselves. As an Instance of this
the present fad for dropped handle bars
may be cited. A few yean ago there
were hut two styles of bars used, both
wide ef spread, the only essential differ-
ence being the gripe. The old spade
handle, with the grip at right angles to
ths bar Ksclf. was used for some time
by one of the pioneer manufacturers on
his safety machines, and was later drop-
ped for the present popular style of
straight grip. There was a strsight grip
used at the same time as the old Victor
spads handle, and the bar carrying It was
not unlike the ones In use today, save
that It was far wider and really more
suitable for road and long-distance riding.

When the craza for feather-weight
wheels struck this country, riders who had
been using machines weighing all the
way from forty to fifty pounds discarded
their old mounts and selected wheels
which weighed under twenty. a:id In some
case* even as little as seventeen pounds.
Wheels of this sort had to be built with
a stint of material, even to the handle
bars, and as tne racing game was begin-
ning to be popular the dropped bar was

soon adopted. It was made at first ex-
trsmsly narrow?ln many cssss less than
sixteen Inches?and would-be racing
who confined their exploits en the *>ath
to "conversation" race meets, prided
themselves on ths twslve-lnch bars.

Bars of this oharacter are not only
dangerous, but absolutely unmechanical.
There Is no necessity for voluntarily con-
tracting tho chest while riding, and a bar
with a narrow spread will develop other
faults: for Instance, the shorter the bar
the less control will a rider have of his
mount and the less steady will be ths
steering. These things have combined to
bring shout a slight widening of stock
bars, but the excessive drop and the for-
ward bend remain. It Is easy to account
for the latter. When the racing man
changed his position on the whesl. some
two or three years ago. movlag the saddle
forward so he might sit more nearly over
the crank shaft and cranks, the rest of the
flock followed him, and we saw on every
side Imitators of the path racer. There is
sbout the same philosophy in aping ths
racing man as there would be In carrying
the same game out In other things. If the
I.orssmen wers to adopt twenty-eight-inch
wheels for all sorts of vehicles because
wheels of this size have proven fast on
raco tracks, a thousand newspapers would
ridicule the ides, hut In the cass of the
cyclist It is passed with hardly a com-
ment. This In doubtless because so llttlo
is really known of cycling causes and ef-
fects. though the Uyman is becoming bet-
ter posted every day.

Women continue to ride the drop frame
and upturned bars. In spite of ths threat-
ened invasion of the bloomer girl and her
racing wheel. It 1* gratifying to chronlole
the fact. About the best handle bar for
the average rider that Is. the rider who
takes to cycling for the pleasure he ob-
tains therefrom?l* ont with a spread of
eighteen or nineteen Inches, and prefera-
bly one which can bo changed In angle as
occasion demand* There 1* a bar In the
market which seems to fulfill about every
requirement for comfort, common senso
and speed. It 1s made to turn in the tee

so lhat It rotates on Its diameter, where
It Joins th« of the m.ichlne, and it
may bo changed while rid in sr. In order
that the grips may present a constant an-
gle to the rider, that Is, be approximately
horiaoutal nt all times. th«y are set onto

dangerous ride. Even familiarity with It

does not breed contempt, for the streets

are crowded with teams at all times except

on Sundays, and the sprinkling carts keep

the round-topped grsnite blocks slimy and

slippery to ths point of positive danger;

Page after page has been written on

how to rid* safely through crowded city

| streets and In England the cycle press has

contained many columns of advice to the

novice and ths experienced rider. How-
ever, there is no way to guard against ac-
cident but or.e, and that Is to ride slowly

and on a machine which is so fitted to the

rider that he has absolute command over
It at all times. This fitting of a machine
is not so simple a matter as it may seem
at first glance. Too many riders have their
saddles higher than they should, their
bars too low or too high, their gears out
of proportion to the work in hand or some
other inconsistent arrangement which will
not be apparent until an emergency arises
and the machine Is beyond control.

A short reach Is far better than one too
long, and the use of toe clips Is advisable
for city riding, ths clip assisting the rider
In following the pedal around and making

his power available through more than
half of the revolution of the pedal, where-
as, without this accessory, unless he be
particularly adept at ankle motion, the
thrust of ths leg is operative through an
arc which Is something less than half of
the circle. Ankle motion Is a thing almost
ignored in this country and it seems that
we are all too busy to acquire It. It is
easily enough followed if the rider will
keep his mind on It until It becomes easy
to reciprocate the action. Then It will
soon be done unconsciously and the result
will be felt in hill climbing. To start in,
depress the heel just before the pedal
reaches Its top point, carry ths crank
across the dead center, straighten the
ankle and thrust with the leg until the
pedal Is nearly to its lowest point, when
the ankle should be flexed, the heel raised
and ths toe clawed back. Of course fast
riding cannot be done at first, but after
the action is performed unoonsclously It
will be found to contribute materially to
speed ss well as power, snd Is a trick well
worth the learning.
