A BANK CASK.

?Isige Haafard Piles aa Oplaloa mm
to Jarladletloa af Caarta.

Judge Hanford yesterday handed down
an opinion In the caee of ths County at
Snohomish vs. the PugeC Sound National
Bank of Everett. A J. Hayward et al.,
denying the motion to dismiss the caae,
and overruling the demurrers to the bill.
The motion to dismiss the case waa based
ui»on the ground that the superior court
of Snohomish county. In which the suit
wa» originally brought, did not have juris-
diction. In the opinion of Judge Hanford,
however, said court being a court of supe-
rior and general jurisdiction In common
law and equity cases, is a court of com-
petent Jurisdiction for the trial of the is-
sues tendered by tbe averments of the bill.
As a court of equity having jurisdiction
of the parties. It had the power to remove
an unfaithful or incompetent trustee and
to thereafter administer the trust for the
benefit of those having rights according to
tbe principles of equity. The jurisdiction
of Federal courts In civil causes Is con-
current with the jurisdiction of Mate
courts, except in cases where the Federal
jurisdiction Is made exclusive by some
provision In the constitution or laws of
the United State*, and the court had not
been referred to any such provision appli-
cable to the case at issue. The Jurisdic-
tion of the superior courts la not barred by
the rule of law that an estate or property
in the custody of one court can be Inter-
fered with by process from another court.

The assets of the defendant bank were
not brought under the control or protec-
tion of the Federal court by being taken
into custody by a receiver appointed by
the comptroller of the currency, nor by
the transfer from the receiver to the agent
of tbe shareholders. The opinion dtcs a
decision by Judge Morrow, of a California
caae (Statletf vs. California National Bank)
presented by the counsel for the defense,
which had been reversed by the supreme
court of the United States, in which a writ
of certiorari had been granted. The opin-
ion of Chief Justice Fuller is then quoted
In Its Ixaring on the case.

In the second page of the opinion Judgs
Hanford says: "I flnd by the com-
plainant's statement of the case In the
bill of complaint that ths case Is one of
which this court might have taken origi-
nal Jurisdiction as a suit of a civil na-
ture arising under the laws of the United
Stetes. It appears to me to be a suit
against an agent of the shareholders of a
national bank, elected In a manner pro-
vided for by an act of congress and au-
thorised by the same act to take from
a receiver the entire assets of the bank,
remaining undisposed of, for the purpose
of winding up the affairs of the banking
association, and to that end empowered
by the same law to proaecute and defend
actions, and also required to render a
final account of receipts and vouchers
to the United States circuit or district
court, for the district in which the hank
was located.

"The object and purpose of the suit."
the court found, "was to restrain the
agent from proceeding to dispose of the
property In his hards, held In his trust
capacity, and from settling and com-
promising liabilities of certain debtors of
the bank and to take the whole of the
remaining assets of the bank out of hla
hands so that the complainant may real-
lic therefrom a sum of money for whlrh
it has a claim against the bank. The
hill calls for a discovery and for an ac-
counting by the agent and for the ap-
pointment of a receiver to take the re-
maining assets Into his custody, to the
end that the court htvfng Jurisdiction
of the cause may have complete con-
trol of the assets, and power to dispose ef
the aanv\ and distribute the proceeds. For
all practical purposes, this Is a suit to

wind up the affairs of an Insolvent bank,
and Jurisdiction of such cases Is con-
ferred upon the court by the laws of the
United States defining the Jurisdiction
of circuit courts."

STRAIGHTENED OCT.
Tbe TteaWe Hetweea Librariaa

Smith and His Jaaitar-Clvil
Service Cammiastaß Meets.

A peculiar tangle which involved the
position of janitor in the Seattle public
library was yesterday straightened out
by the civil service commission. For some
months past the city council has failed
to provide on the salary list for what is
known as the library messenger. By thus
neglecting to consider It on the salary list
the office was abolished and the man
then holding the position should have been
discharged. Instead of thto Librarian C.
W. Smith retained him aa Janitor, though
the man had no rtght to the position un-
der civil service rules, having never stood
an examination. As Janitor he did ex-
cellent work, and Mr. Smith quietly held
him. despite civil service.

One day he told the Janitor he wanted
him to look around for some one to buy
an accumulation of ©id newspapers. The
librarian did not intend to instruct the
man to sell the papers, but he was t>o
understood and the janitor proceeded not
only to sell the papers, but also to pocket
the money received, about K. He under-
stood that to have been the librarian's
Instruction, and when Mr. Smith attempt-
ed to remonstrate the janitor became
abusive. The upshot of the matter was
that charges were preferred by Smith, and
the janitor appeared for a hearing before
the civil service commission. The com-
mission decided that "inasmuch as the
position of messenger, to which he was
appointed, had been abolished, a rein-
statement could under no circumstances
be made, amd no inveatigation would be
of any avail; that as his name had no
position on tbe rtgiater of eltgibles for
Janitor service, he would not be cat titled
to an investigation of charges for re-
moval from a position for which he was
not eligible."

The charges preferred by Chief Kellogg
against Fireman William Cubitt. who
went to tend bar in the Mug saloon dur-
ing specit.l leave of absence from the fira
department, have been withdrawn and
the commission was yesterday notified of
the amicable settlement of the case.

The commission decided to set at its
next meeting the date in June when ex-
aminations should be held for such po-
sitions in the fire department as pilot,
engineer, stoker, driver, pipemea and
truckmen.
