Ruskln. whoso marvelous Intuition,

radiant Imagination and verbal elegance
and copiousness make him the master of
a language often pronounced inadequate
to the expression of the more subtle *nd
sublime thoughts and shades of meaning,

was the subject of the lecture delivered
before the Seattle Art League and School
of Design last Tuesday even lug. Com-
menting with the blighted affections of
his childhood, he was followed from the
stags of blue shoes and ribbons, via frilled
collars and boyish buttons, to rustling dig-
nities of silken robe and tasstled cap,
and promoted from his niche behind ths
drawing room chimney piece to the run of
all the cloisters of Oxford, not omitting

the occasion of the celestial galaxy of
four maiden* fair, whom he describes as
"A southern cross of inconceived stars
floating on a sudden Into my obscure
Armament of a London suburb." which
he further declare# reduced him "to »

heap of white ashes," a mercredi des
eendres lasting four years, a year pre-
sumably for each girl, since he does not
specify any one of them as being the
cremator, or as applying the incinerating

torch. When the young man tame of age
his father made him a gift of 11,000 a year.
Out of his first annuity the discoverer of
Turner bought one of that artist's pie.
tures for <350. Of this work he Ray*: "It
wa-« not a piece of painted paper, but a
Welsh castle and village and Bnowden in
blue cloud that l bought for my £70." It
is safe to say that today the picture, is
but little more than a sheet of paper
stained with paint, because all of Turn-
er's work is fading away, so that In a
few years there is every probability noth-
ing will be lefi but sheets of paper show-
ing tra-ees of meaningless stains, and the
world will only have Ruskin's glowing as-

surance that Turner's work was beyond
criticism. Ruskin was a bom hero wor-
ship er His trinity was Titian, Carlyie

and Turner, the two last named being
usually spoken of by him and addressed

as "master." His style Is vigorous and
often slushing. h»» elth»-r lauds or de-
noting* with superlatives of last degre#.

His sarieasm was itn<* wither-
ing. his wit keen and his praise unmeas-
ured; that they wre always well directed
is open to question. A lady admirer de-
scribing one of his monolcgues at desert
irays: "The test was that strawberries
should 1* ripe and sweet; that there
should a standard of fitness applied to
every detail of ttfe; and this standard,
with a certain gracious mall<e. wit, hos-
pitality and remorselessnrss, he began to

apply to one thing and another, to one
person and another, to dres*. to food, to

books. The true lady,' he said, 'should

be a princess, a washerwoman, yes n

washerwoman! To see that all was fair

and clean, to wash with water, to cleanse

and purify wherever she went, to set dis-

ordered things in orderly array?this was
a woman's mis-ion." '* Bu< h has t>*"n his
surpassing achievements as a litterateur

that Ruskln Is rarely thought of as an
artist, much less, the master In art that

he was. The lecture on Tuesday <»vening
