TO BRING GOLD HERE

SCHEME TO DISCHARGE WEALTH
OF OKANOGAN IN SEATTLE.

Dr. P. Langhammer Proposes to Run
a Steam Barge From the Mines to
Wenatchee, C ting There
With the Great Northern for Se-
siile—Would Cost $12,000-Trying
te Interest Local Capital,

Dr. Langhammer, who has just returned
from his mines in Okanogan county, was
seen at the Butler yesterday, and replyving
to inquiries relative to that section of the
state, he said:

*I have concluded to organize a company
to work the mines and ship the ore in bulk
in steam barges constructed for that pur-
pose. You are aware that the great difi-
culty to overcome in Okanogan is lack of
transportation faeilities, and this is a se-
rious loss to the business men of Seattle,
who could derive a large amount of trade
from a rich mineral region that is natur-
ally tributary. While the merchants of
this ecity have virtually controlled the
trade of Alaska. they should not overlook
the fact that there are other rich mining
demanding attention nearver
home, and, further, that there are active
competitors in the field seeking to attract
the trade of these mining districts.

*“The mines in which I am directly inter-
ested are 4 miles from Penticton, B. C,,
where connection can be made with the
Canadian Pacific railway, whereas Wen-
atchee, on the Great Northern, is 150 miles
south. While the ore is rich in gold, ex-
pensive transportation is the solution of
the whole business. That is why [ am
here to see the business men and people
who are interested in the prosperity of Se-
attle and the mines. :

“Beginning in a small way. my plan
would be the construction of a steam
barge drawing from i2 to 15 inches without
cargo, and with cargo from 18 to 20 inches.
This craft would carry 10 tons of ore in
bulk. cousigned to smelters at Seattle. A
transhipment would necessarily have to
the boat 1o
the cars, and the Great Northern would be
expected to furnish bunkers or derricks
for the rapid and easy handling of the
bulk ores. Navigation on the Okanogan is
only interrupted for a short time in the
winter, and ip the dry season occasionally
low water may prevent operations tem-
porarily, but this can be overcome hy
dredging. All the heavy loads would be
carried down stream and the light ones up
stream. It is in the construction and op-
aration of this barge that 1 am desirous of
interesting the merchants and business
men of Secattle, A vessel to imaugurate
this enterprise would not cost to exceed

. $12,000, and that it would make money rap-

idly can be seen from this statement:

““The productive mining districts already
open in Okanogan ars Palmer Mouniain,
Stmilkameen, Osoyoos, Kruger, Falrview,
Rocky, Upper Kettle, Mayers, Camp Me-
Kinney, Bonaparte Mouniain, etc. These
could be made tributary to such a naviga-
tion enterprise.

‘““At the Ivanhoe mines, Palmer moun-
{ain, there are 2,000 tons of ore averaging
$50 per ton. This is on the dump and could
be shipped at a profit to Seattle. These
mines can produce daily from & to 100 tons
of a much higher grade ore. Seiffert Bros.
and Robert Allison, of the Meyers creck
mines, can deliver several hundred tons of
high grade ore monthly. 1 have five claims
at the junction of the Okanogan and Sim-
ilikameen, which, with an expenditure of
about $3.000 in further development work,
would be in condition to furnish montnly
1,000 tons of a value of $35 per ton gold.
This ore could be dumped from the apen
chute and shafts and tunnel directly into
the barge. This ore, after deducting ex-
pense of mining. transportation, reduction
and wastage, will net from $I8 to 320 per
ton, or from 318000 to $20.000 per month,
providing facilities are afforded for the
shipment of 1,600 tons a month.

“This will give an idea of the wealth
that will flow this way in the shape of
gold ore.

“The boat, returning, will go laden with
mining supples and machinery and a
large amount of merchandise. What you
have seen done in the way of securing the
great trade of Alaska to Seattle, you can
see duplicated in the trade with Okano-
gan,"”

It has also given a home influence and
a place of social recreation to hundreds
of young men who are alone in the city,
and who otherwise would have been
forced upon the streets or into the sa-
loons to spend their evenings.

Its physical work has been remarkably
successfu! under Profs. T. 8. Lippy and
E. E. Green, who have had charge of that
department during the last three vears.
They have not striven to make star ath-
letes of the young men, but have en-
deavored to induce an all-around physical
development, as well as recreation. A
large portion of the young men take ad-
vantage of this branch of the work.

Mombers of the association also during
the last two years have leased ground
and erccted improvements upon it for the
finest athletic park and bicycle track in
the Northwest, presenting it to the asso-
clation without cast. This park has been
& popular place of recreation with Seattle
people, and has drawn large numbers of
outsiders into the city on several occa-
sions. 1ts main purpose, however, with
the Y. M. C. A, has been as a place of
recreation for its mémbers,

Other branches of work are being taken
up, and will be pushed along as rapidly
as the association can afford to under-
take them.

But all the work has prospered, and
has, of course, served the purpose for
which it was Intended, of drawing the
young men of Seattle under
influences and leadfig them to improve
themselves hoth hysically, mentally,
and, above all, spiritnally.

At the end
of that time Seattle will have a popula.on
of a hundred thousand or more and will
need a new system. The law will not pro-
tect bonds that have a face value in gold
and investors will not accept anything
else.”
