An occasion of irreat Interest to sehool
teachers is the examination fn progress
In the library room of the county court
house. It la the examination for teach-
ers' certificates, thoae little documents
without which no position in a public
school faculty can be secured.

The examination began yesterday mom-
In*, and will continue through today and
tomorrow. It Is conducted by County Su-
perintendent Meredith, assisted by Prof.
E. H. Stafford, city superintendent of the
Ballard schools

The scene in and about the room yes-
terday wtw an Inspiring one. Sixty-five
teachers or would-be teachers were gath-
ered there from all parts of the county,
some from remote rural district!*, many
from the city. Young women were In the
preponderance. Th< types of character
were various, as various, perhaps, and as
distinct as the individual appearances of
the sixty-five applicants, who were doing
the tedious grind of an eight-hour writ-
ten examination. The big room was well
filled. Tables and chairs from other quar-
ters were brought Into requisition and
the wiudow* were thrown open to afford
relief from the summer temperature. As
"one peeped In at the door, the group of
figures looked much like a gathering of
students at some summer "Chautauqua."
with p< rhaps a bit more earnestness. The
attitude of each flgure In the room was a
study in itself. Some were bent over their
papers, eyea focused on the question, or
pencil flying across the pages as If their
very lives depended on the result. Others
looked wistfully about as If seeking some
elusive answer that lay Just beyond their
grasp. Gaily heribboned hats hung on the
w.i!ln. where only legal headgear is wont
to repose, and winsome female forms flit-
ting here and there through hall and
doorway distracted the attention of busy
clerks.

The examinations began at 9 o'clock a.
m. and continued till about 6, with an
hour's intermisaion for lunch.

»ELIM«tKKT STATE TAXES.

Klagr teasty Hill Probably Have to
Pay Aboat SI M.OOO.

Deputy County Treasurer Padden does
not think the amount due from King coun-
ty to the state for penalty and interest
collected on delinquent state taxes will be
quite so large as claimed by State Treas-
urer Young. He stated to a reporter yes-
terday that he had not had time to figure
carefully on the matter since reading the
Post-Intelligencer aj>ec.lal from Olympia
containing the news of the attorney gen-
eral's ruling, but he would say approxi-
mately that Instead of being $28,000, as es-
timated by State Treasurer Young, It
would hardly go over SIB,OOO.

"This Is only In tine." said Mr. Padden,
"with what the county has had to pay
out In other directions on this penalty and
Interest on delinquent taxes. Formerly the
county kept It all and It wag passed Into
the general fund. Then came the city,
some two years ago, which asked for Its
share and got It. Then school dtstrlct So.
1 brought suit, which was finally settled
on the payment of $17,000 out of the gen-
eral county fund. Then all the vchool dis-
tricts in the county followed. Then the
towns took the matter up. The state is
the last claimant to appear. The only
reason it has not gotten Its pro rata here-
tofore Is, I preaume, because It hasn't
asked for St."

Joseph Stephenson, chairman of the

Yakima county board of commissioners,
was In tli- city yesterday. spending most
of the day tn consultation with the King
county commissioners about the state
road to tw* built from near Buckley. tn
this county, to Yakima. He stated to a
Poet-Intelligencer reporter that the sur-
vey of the Yakima end was begun last
Tuesday and will l»e puahed to completion
within ten days.

If it was true that he had decided to throw
out cost bill* of state cases that were
heard In the municipal court.

"The practice has heretofore been."
continued Mr. McElroy. "In state cases
to impose a fine and costs upon the de-
fendant. when found guilty, and to cover
the same Into the city treasury. If paid:
if not. to commit the defendant to the
county Jail and Issue witness certificates
to the witness* sgainst the county,

which a warrant would issue on the gen-

eral fund, the city getting the witness
fees paid a* a part of the cost* against
th<» defendant, and at the same time the
county paid the witn-.-sees.

"In case the defendant served part of
his time and paid the coats and remainder
of the fine, he would pet his discharge by
paying the same into the clerk of the mu-
nicipal court and the city would get the
money. In the meantime the county would
have to bear the expenses of feeding the
defendant. In addition to paying witness
fees."

It can easily be seen from this condition
of affairs that the police will eventually
bring ail the state cases In the Justice
courts, leaving nothing but such offenses
as deal with city ordinances to be tried
in the municipal court. Irrespective of
whether the prosecuting attorney has a
legal right to disallow coat bills In state
cases tried In the municipal court. It will
be a difficult matter from now on to get

witnesses before the municipal court in
state cases, because they will realize that
they stand little chance of being paid for
their services. Scrip purchasers are usu-
ally alive to what is going on, and they
will not run the risk of purchasing witness
fee certificates In state cases issued from
the municipal court.
