Killed While Ricyeling.

LONDON, May 17.“H. B. Chamberlain,
of Denver, Col., was killed while bieyeling
near Strains yesterday. Mr. Chamberiain
was formerly president of the Chamber-
lain Investment Company, of Denver, and
was connected with several New York in-
surance companies,

DENVER, May 17.--H. B. Chamberiain,
whose death while riding a bicyele in Eng-
land was reported today, was for many
years a prominent figure in financial and
religious circles in Denver. The Chamber-
lain Investment Company, of which he was
president and principal stockholder, was
one of the most prominent financial Insti-
tutions In the West before the panic of
1883. At that time the company and |ts
members held millions of dollars’ worth of
real estate and mining property in Colo-
rado and Texas, but so0 heavily encumbered
was it all that when the company was
forced to assign, with Habllitles of about
$3.000,000, the assets hardly paild the ex-
penses of settling the estate. Mr. Cham-
borlain was born in England fifty-five
years ago, coming to America when very
young. He learned telegraphy, and served
through the war as an operator under Gen
Sckert. After the war he went to Phila-
delphia, where he was secretary of the
Y. M. C. A. of that city for three years
coming to Colorado in 1879 for his health.
Soon afterward he established the Cham-
berialn Investment Company. Since his
assignment he has lived In England.

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DEVELOPNEST OF THE MAY EAR-
HART TO BE RESUMED.

Proposed Extenrion of County Road
—Another Deal in Lake Cheian
Chaims—Work in Progress on Wil-
Jer River, Momey Creek and the
Stilaguamish.

A double shift of miners will begin work
on the May Earhart mine on Cedar river
on Friday and will continue all summer.
The intention is to continue the present
shaft to a depth of 1% feet, drift along the
hanging wall for fifty feet in te the mount-
ain. and then cross-cut the ledge. As a
safeguard against floods from Cedar river,
the mouth of the shaft will be surrounded
by a low ceptent wall and a wing dam will
he built of waste material.

The gangue is t porphyry and is richly
impregnated fron and copper sul-
phides, a good deal of silver and copper
glance and some auriferous hornblende.
There are about 206 tons on the dump,
averaging $30 gold and siiver.

The county commissioners have prac-
tically decided to extend the road six miles
further, to the mouth of Bear creek, half
a mile from the mine, and wil! go over the
route with E. B. Robinson, president of
the Robinson Mining Company, at the end
of this month, with a view to definitely
jocating the road. When this road is
buiit, ore will be hauled twenty-three miles
to North Bend and shipped over the Se-
attie & International rajlroad to Everett.
1t seems probable that there will be a race
between the May Earhart and the Cleo-
patra, on Miller river, for the honor of be-
ing the third shipping mine in King
county. The first was the Apex, on Money
creek, and the second the Coney, on Miller
river.

MINING ON A LARGE SCALE.
Extensive Development and New
Machinery at Gem, ldaho.
Extensive improvements are being made
in the Gem, Coeur d'Alene district, by the
Helena and 'Frisco Mining Company, the
new owners.

PROF. BARNARD.

The Career of the Man Who Has In-
vented an Alrship.

Prof. A. W. Barnard's flight in an alr-
ship at the Tennessee Centennial exposi-
tion at Nashville has excited the curl-
osity of these members of the Young
Men's Christian Assoclation in Chicago
who know the Inventive genius of the new
aeronaut, siyvs the Times-Herald. The
successful fight of the airship on Thurs-
day was the topic of conversation at As-
socation building yesterday. Prof. Bar-
nard is physical director of the Nashville
Y. M. C. A, and has been connected with
the organization in several eities,

F. K. Ober, editor of Men, the official
organ of the Y. M. C. A., knows Bar-
nard well, but he never knew the Nash-
ville physical director was engaged in
building an alrship,

“Prof. Barnard is a mechanical genius,"
he said. “When he was at Albany, N.
Y., he used to invent Improvements in
gvmnastic appliances, and he was an ar-
dent student of the selence of navigating
the alr None ever imagined, however,
that he would turn his attention to buiid-
ing an alrship. When he was a boy he
was fond of tinkering with machinery,
and I suppose his mechanical genius has
brought about what appears to be a suc-
cessful solution of aerial navigation.”

Known as an Athlete,

W. Ehler, phyalcal director at
the Association building went down to
Mobhile, Ala., last week, and while there
heard of the work of Mr. Barnard on the
airship. “T do not know anything about
the machine, however,”+ he sald, “and
have no idea what Prof. Barnard has ac-
complished 1 know of Mr. Barnard as
one of the best athletes in the Young
Men's Christian Association. but know
nothing of the work he has tried to do in
connection with aerial navigation.”

A. W. Barnard was born in Massachu-
setls in 185, =0 that the new asronaut is
one of the youngest men to tackle the

blem of aerial navigation. After at-

i the public schools he entered the
ifitary academy at Albany, N. Y. He
left the academy, however, bhefore com-
pleting the senior year. He was alwavs
fond of athletics, and made some good rece
ords before he was 20 years old. His first
record was made when he was 16, He
ran a baif mile in 2220, A year later he
was made captain of the Albany Athletie
Association. At the age of 1% he was en-
gaged as instructor in the 8. 0. V. gyvm-
nasium at Albany.

He stopped athletics for a time and en-
gaged in business In Montreal. He re-
turned to this country in 198 and became
interested in the work of the Young Men's
Christian Association, first hecoming con-
nected with the organization at Albany,
He was the first to enter the Springfieid
training school summer session,

Sketeh of His Carcer.

Prof. Barnard’s first formal engagement
in association work was at Tonawanda N
Y.. as phystcal director. For two years he
was with the Auburn, Me., association,
acling as general secretary as well as
physical director. He went to Pawtdcket,
R. L. in 181, and during his service the
association in that city held the banner
and athletic championship of Massachu-
setts and Rhode Island.
