Mrs. Marxaret Norrington. an elderly

English woman wboee h jsband was a
captain in the English army, has travel-
ed a great deai. but she was not quite
up to the tricks of the TVnderioln dis-
trict in Quarts, and consequently mourns
the loss of $2%".. wtiich she accuses "Pat"
Bums, a well-known bartender, of steai-
ing.

Mrs. Norrington she was
when Mr. Bums, whom she to»k to be a
fine gentlaman, gently patted her cheeks
and toll her that they ought to get mar-
ried, but she wa-« horrified when she awoke
and saw him in her room early yester-

day morning at the Atlantic house, cor-
ner of Washington street and First
avenue south, helping himself to her
money.

Air. Bums' friends are greatly shocked
to hear that he wvniid so &r forget him-
self to "play spoony" with Mrs. Norring-

ton, and say that he is now reaping the
fruits of doing a friendless old lady a
kindness.

Mrs. Norrington is a woman who can-
didly admits that she is not "on to the
ways of Seattle." and she held her hands
up In astonishment when a Post-Intelli-
gencer reporter asked her to relate her
experiences in the Tenderloin and how
she strayed Into that sulphurous district.
She is intelligent and uses good language,
but when she approaches the subject cf
the robbery and that love making scene
she lnvarla.biy becomes excited and Police
Matron Taylor is at her wits' ends to
calm her. Mrs. Norrington Is rather be-
low the average height. She is portly,
and In her younger days undoubtedly
charmed Captain James Norrington of
the English army with her clear blue
eyes, bright sayings and aristocratic man-
ner. If she had not been a charmer how
could she possibly have led the re-
doubtable "Pat" Burns to chuck her un-
der the chin, tap her gently on the cheek
and whisper words about Hymen's altar?

According to the story which Mrs. Nor-
rington has told to Chief of Police Reed.
Police Matron Taylor, and by piecemeal
to a reporter, she has a son who Is living
in Auckland. New Zealand, and she felt
that it would do her heart good to set
eyes on him once more. She has been
making her home in Manchester. Eng..
but the distance did not deter her from
making the trip. Her preparations were
made carefully, and when she set sail she
carried with her a considerable sum of
money, a formidable looking sword which
her late husband used to swing for the
benefit of his mother country, two silver
medals which proved that he was a man
who had seen long service and always
Conducted himself as becomes a gentle-
man. a sealskin sack, a cash box that is
a gem. and numerous other trappings that
wore calculated to fillup two or three ex-
press wagons.

When Mrs. Norrington reached New Zea-
land she discovered that her son had de-
parted for the Kootenay mines, and
straightway she set out to find him. After
a long trip, during which no one was
so brave as to make love to her. she ar-
rived In San Francisco. Now San Fran-
cisco is called a "hot town." but she
passed through it afl right, notwithstand-
ing the fact that she changed her English
money into American gold. The sum
reached several hundred dollars, but the
exact amount is known to Mrs. Norring-
ton alone. She took passage on the
steamship Walla Walla and incidentally
stopped off at Victoria to look around and
drink in the beauties of Mount Olympus
and the other scenic beauties that stretch
out before that beautiful and unique city.

When she came to Seattle is a thing she
did not tell the reporters. From her story

it would be inferred that she arrived on
the Kingston Wednesday, but from gossip
in the Tenderloin it appears that she came
Tuesday, and was at the Diamond saloon,
corner of Washington street and First
avenue south, that day. However that
may be, Mrs. Norrington having reached
the metropolis of the Pacific Northwest
In search of her son. walked down the
gangplank and looked around. She did
not know that there was such a thing as
the "dead line." She was innocent of the
fact that where the new Great Northern
freight depot stands was located the only
real Whltechapel in the T'nlted States.

She took her satchel and cash box and
started up town. At the corner of Wash-
ington street and Flrsfc avenue south she
noticed the Diamond saloon, and conclud-
ed it would be a good place to leave her
satchel and cash box while she was trans-
acting business with seme of the banks.
As -he explains it, what is spoken of as a
saloon in Seatile was nothing more than
a "public house" in her eyes. She left her
things and went to a bank, where the gold
which she h»(l obtained in San Francisco
was converted Into hank notes. These
notes she placed In a sort of pocket made
out of cloth and which she secured under
her skirt by means of a string tied around
her waist. In addition to this money she
had some change In a pocketbook.

On returning to the saloon she felt In-
disposed and took a little gin. something
which she says she Is not accustomed to
do. Then she took a trip to the steamer
for her sack, and subsequently returned
to .ae saloon Upon speaking of a desire
for refreshments, a messenger w.is sent out
for something to eat. It does not appear
from Mrs Norrington's sfory that the
time passed slowly. She l« positive, how-
ever. that Patrolman Kelly Is mistaken
when he says that she was careless in the
manner in which she displayed h»r money.

Kelly, however, made the statement
Wednesday about 4 o'clock In the
*fterr,n«L«n to a friend th-*t If she was
r, >t careful «he would lo«e her money. Mrs,
Norrington insists that she did not show
the bank notes.

Just as luck had it, "Pat" Burn*. with
h!s dog-flirhting suit of clothes and Ns
flashy ring, was at the saloon and made
the .<> falntance of Mrs. Nnrrington
"Pat" has the appearance of a New York
alderman ami Mrs Xorrington thought
h< w ss real ni- ?».

Gone TO ST. MICHAEL*.

St««rr Perttaad Leave* Sea Frme-
fi«e« Jrae 1.

Steamer Portland, which ha* recently

wl»ffine extensive repairs at the Union
Iron Worts. San Francisco, has had a
trial trip and shown her machinery to be
in fine working order. New boilers have
been put in her. and her engines hare
been remodeled, so that they are now
equal to the most modern of steamboat
machinery. Her cabins have been en-
larged by an addition of several state-
rooms. capable of accommodating at least
sixty more passengers than formerly, or
about V» all told. Her hull has been
strengthened and recoppered in anticipa-
tion of battling with the rough weather of
the North, and the steamer, which a f*w
years ago won fame at Portland as a
smuggler under the name of the Haytien
Republic, haa been made a first-class ves-
sel in every respect.

The portland will leave San Francisco
June l for St. Michaels by way of Seattle.
She will have a cargo of supplier for the
miners at Circle City and Forty-Mile. She
win leave here about June 5 and will have
a number of passengers from this port.

THE STEAMBOAT FIGHT.

Oift. Kill*, of the Bay City, aa the
Stare'* Oppeslttee.

Capt. W H Ellis, of the steamer Bay
City, rrgards the advent of the steamer
George E. Starr on the Seattle-Whatcom
route as a direct attack on himself. It
wes stated in the Post-Intelligencer yes-
terday morning that the was an
association boat, while tb<> George E.
Starr was not. This, accordfng to Capt.
Ellis, was just the opposite of the true
state of affairs.

"The fact is." said Capt. Ellts yester-
day. "the Bay City does not lie long to the
association, and that is why the George
E. Starr, which is an association boat, has
been put on the route. When I refused
to join the association a threat was made
to me that unless I did join my business
would be cut down. The Starr is put on
the run for that purpose. Every one who
knows anything of steamlioat business
knowa there is not enough business on
the Seattle-Whatcom route for three
steamers.
