that the [ niversity of Washington will
hecome o household word. and the face of
eacn chiid will be turned toward it as the
place where not only Hberal education can
e artained, but fromm which shall radiace
thar spirit of higher patriotism that de-
pends for fis maintemanes Upon a cheer-
ful. inteliigent home life. ‘The classic
Gresek jdeal conceived the child as an in-
sirument of the siate; reared and educated
by the state, apart from home and par-
ents. The Roman had no conception of
life heyond the glory of Rome: to this was
subjugatsd the individual life and the hap-
piness of the family It remains for the
close of the ninsieenth ceniury 10 reverse
this coneception of life. and to fix in the
mind= of men that larger conception that
A natlon existe for the liberty of the in-
dividua! and ihe sanciity of the hearth-
sione.

Perfec: in parts, he is un-
able to impart his perfections #o his fel-
10? gcpuse he hasz uot the higher life
and light which speaks beyond the power
of words. No doubt antagonism s rising
in many minds againsgt any criticism upon
specializsation. This i= an age of special-
tzation in all departments. As an eco-
nomic proposition. division of labor Is in
harmony with the highes® marerial prog-
resé. As o pedagogical proposition. depart-
mental tesching surely develops the most
thorongh scholarship.

“In the middie ages the leaders of men
hroke over the walls erected by priesteraft
and bigotry. brought forth the learning of
the classics fram the monasteries. and
made them a common possession for all
who desired 1o learn. A little later, when
the world seemed to be imbedded in *he
wleale derived from Greek and Latin civil-
izatlon, there arpse one who again lifted
humanity out from it# incrustation, bade
mankind to look and see. and ¢hrough (he
God-given senses, o come into closer touch
with pature and naiure’'s God. Tt was
Francis HBacon who led the revelt against
classicism, and gave to men a phlilosopny
which led to new thought and new discov-
ery, At a stil] later date, when zcholars
scemed to base nl! education on a4 meta-
physical basis. when it seemed as if we
could close our oyes and reason out onr
destiny. without the study of environment
and relations, John Locke gave us i new
philosaphy, upon the other extreme basis:
that of material sensation. We need not
ivcept all of his views In order to give
pim the honor of leading modern thought
tn the conception that mind and body
«hould be educated together, and that
physieal environment has most largol\' to
4o with mental acquirements. Coming
pearer to our own time. we fil men de-
voted to the heart development of stu-
dentg. These men appreciated the value of
classic thought: they accepted methods of
investigntion set on foot by Francls Ba-
von: they believed in John Locke's system
of education through the sen<ez: but their
ideal involved more than any of these, for
it comprised the harmounious and uniform
growth of body. mind and heart.

“Your ideal, my student friends, should
recognize the crying need of equal oppor-
tunity for ail men. In the process of so-
cial evolution, it rests with you to sel an
ideal %o high, so far in advance of the one
which now a<tuates humanity, that what
weems great in the past deeds of men and
nations, will thr(n{ into  insignificance
when compared with the enlarged concep-
tion of the brotherhood of man,

This address was tollowed hy a perform-
ance on the planoforte by Miss May Pot
vin. 8he played Liszt's Polonaise, and fn_r
an encore Jensen's “Murmuring Zephyrs.”

A. C. CROOKALL WINS THE PRIZE
GIVEN BY KING COUNTY BAR.

Miss Awdrey Souder's Tribute to
“The American Woman™ Earsed
Her the Second Place—TFirst Pres-
byteriaa Chureh Filled at the
Amnnual Oraterieal Coatest for
Students of the University.

Arthur Clifton Crookall, of the class of
'S8, was lagt night pronounced the cham-
pion orator of the university. winning his
jaureis at the oratorical contest given un-
der the auspices of the King County Bar
Association at the First Preabyterian
church. Miss Andrey Blanche Souder was
awarded the second prige. The committee
was asked to confer an honorable mention
upon the third in excellence, but refused
to do so, not dasiring to make any distinc-
tion™ hetween the other speakers, ali heing
of such merit. The (ecision was received
with approbation by an audience of nearly
1.20 persons. Mr. Crookall's subject was
“War and the Martial Spirit.” being a re-
view of the prograss of the spirit of arbi-
tration among nations. This Mr. Crookall
handied with extraordinary good judgment
and power. and hig success, in view of the
rejection of the gregtest arbitration treaty
in history by the United States senate, was
the more remarkable.

Miss Bouder chose for her theme “The
American Woman,” and right faithfully
did she portray the noble characteristics
of the womaa of today—not the “new
woman” in the vulgar sense, which im-
plies bloomers and a bicycle swagger. but
rather picturing the woman as® a bread-
winner, persevering, ambitious and aspir-
ing.

Mr. Crookall endeavored to show that
war is a breaking of the laws of nature,
asserting that peaceful nations acquire
the strength ana power that make them
superior to wariike, guarrelsome nations.
Said he: “The peaceful progress of civili-
ziiton has been one of the chief factors of
every victory our nation has won. Let
other nations double their navies and swell
their armies; we wili multiply our stu-
dents and inerease and develop our in-
ventive genius. Let them raise Bismarcks
and Napoleons from their educated mili-
tary; we will graduate Edisons and Lin-
colns from our farms and shops.

“Physical strife has had its place in the
past evolution of the world, but the time
has come when the very deveiopment of
man’'s genius in the production of instru-
ments of attack and defense has made
war a senseless barbarity. In the future
the contest wili be between raind and mind;
battles must give way to contests of logie
and reason, and the wisdom of arbitration
wili take the place of the skil! of gen-
erals."

The speaker referred to Eurupe as be-
jug infested with the reptiles of war
“Look at the huge stsnding armies which
depress her energies and eat at her vitals!
Think of the number of strong and vig-
orous men which the trans-Atlantic gov-
ernments support in idleness. The annual
military espendiiures of European na-
tions amount to a tax of $ per capita.
To preserve peace thes Europe of today
has chained herself to a tiger.”

William D. Howie followed Mr. Crook-
ail, his theme being ““The Saracen and the
Turk.” The speaker reviewed the history
of these races, tracing the development
of the Mohammedan religion, which to
the Turk meant a means of gratifying his
lowest passions. Forcibly he told of the
horrors of Armenia. panting under the
minstroua tyranny of the despleable Turk,
and ealled on the civilized nations of the
earth to blot the empire of Islainism {rom
the map.

Miss Souder'r tribute to-the woman of
today was couched in striking imagery
and filled with historic illustrations.

Mr. Thomas F. Murphin~'s subjeet was
“War and Arbitration,” which he handlod
with feeling and power. Miss Wood closed
the programme with “A Plea for Merey.”
in which she delivered an imaginary
speech in defenge of a conwicted criminal
whose poverty and the sufferings of his
family drove him to steal food.

While the judges, Ex-8enator Allen,
Judge Jacobs and Judge W. H. White,
were making the award, John Wiley en-
tertained the audience by reciting Will H.
Thompson's martial poem. “High Tide at
Gettysburg.” Musical numbers were con-
tributed by Miss Kellogg, Mr. Densmore
and the Brooklyn male quartette.

RECEIVER SMITH WON

JUDGE HANFORD GRANTS OKDER
FOR IMPROVEMENT OF C. & P. S,

Two New and Heavy Engines to Be
Ordered From the East—Coal and
Freight Cars Will Be Built in Se-
attle, and the Roadbed Will Be
Put in Shape for the Standard-
fzsing, Which Will Be Completed
November 1—=The Amy Committee
Objects to the Purchase of a New
Steamer, Which Has Not Yet Been
Asked for by the Receiver—Rail-
tc‘d Notes.

By November 1 it is expected that trains
will be running over the Columbia &
Puget Sound Railroad, made into a stand-
ard gauge road.

Receiver Smith, of the Oregon Tmprove-
ment Company, will at once perfect ar-
rangements by which equipment will be
procured for the road in its new form,
having secured an order from Judge Han-
ford yesterday authorizing the improve-

ment. Two new engines of great power |
will be ordered, and the necessary freight !
ind coal cars will be manufactured here
by the company. The roadbed will, in |
the meantime, be put in shape for the
change, bridges will be rebuilt and
strepgthened, and in other ways prepara-
tions will be made for the Improvement. |
3 will he asked for the material nee- !
e<sary for the construction of the rolling |
stock. |

The legal steps that make possible this |
important improvement to the property |
of the Oregon Improvement Company |
were taken yesterday morning in the |
Federal court, Judge . H. Hanford pre-
siding. As has been fully detailed in the |
Post-Intelligencer, a minority of the se-
curity holders, represented by the Amy |
committee, had protested against the ime-
provement, and through W. W. Cotton,
of Portland, had filed a vigorous protest
with the Farmers’ Loan & Trust Com-
pany, the trustees under the mortgage
which Is now in process of foreclosure. !
Through Mr. Cotton, the Amy committes |
asked the court for leave to file objections
and a chance to be heard in the mattep.
This day in court was accorded the com-
mittee yesterday, and Mr. Cotton was
given every opportunity to present the
case from his standpoint. Andrew F.
Burleigh, representing’ the Waterbury
committee, which holds a majority of the
securities, replied to Mr. Cotton in be-
half of the reorganization plans as out-
lined by Mr. Waterlury and his assoet-
ates. 8 H. Piles presented the case for
Recelver Smith, supporting the petition
for authority to make the expenditure.

In support of the ohjections ralsed by
the Amy committee. a number of docu-
ments were filed. First among these was
a formal objection to granting the order,
made by Henry Amy and Henry H. Moc-
Harg, comprising what is known as the
Amy committee. The document sets up
that the intervenors represent securlty
holders of the Oregon Improvement Com-
pany and for themselves and for those
they represent, object to the proposed
expenditure by Receiver S8mith. They
claim to represent the following securities:

Two hundred and forty-one thouswna
dollars par value first mortgage bhonds:
twenty-three certificates of the Manhattan
Trust Co,, each representing one first
mortgage bond for $£1.000; $2.027.000 of the
consolidated mortgage bonds and 278 cer-
tificates of the Manhattan Trust Com-
pany, earch representing a first mortgage
hond, $1.00 par value.

Further, the complaint says: “Inter-
venors deny that for any time prior to the
ippointment of a receiver herein, the Ore-
zon Improvement Company was operating
or controlling the Columbla & Puget Sound
railroad or any part thereof; and deny that
the receiver was by any order of the coutt
directed to take possession or operate the
said raliroad.”

It iz alleged further that the railroad
company controls ite own property and
operates it independently of the Improve-
ment company and is a solvent corpora-
tlon. 1t is declared that no showing has
been made as to the necessity for the ex-
penditure of 310500 in standardizing the
road and for the issuance of recelver's cer-
tificates for this amount in payment
thereof.

Finally, it is asserted that the propoeed
expenditure and fssue of recefver’'s certifi-
cates, which shall constitute a lfen upon
the property of the company, 1s improper
and contrary to law

The Amy Committee Objects to Its
Puarchase by Recelver Smith.
An unusual document was filed in the
Federal court yesterday. It was a com-
munication from the Farmers' Loan &
Trust Company addressed to the court,
and relates to matters connected with the
roorgani;uth»n of the Oregon Improve-
ment Company. The communication
States that the trust company has been
served with a petition by Receiver Smith
for leave to purchase a new steamer, and

| to authorize him to borrow money or issue

receiver's certificates for the payment of
the same to the amount of $200.00. Fur-
ther, it is stated that the trust company
has consented that such a petition be sub-
mitted to the court for such action as the
court may deem hest, not being sufficlent-
ly advised in the matter as to either favor
or oppose the petition.

After the receipt of the notice of Re-
ceiver Smith's intentions, it is set up that
the trust company was served with a de-
mand on the part of the Amy committee
that it (the trust company) appear in

| court in behalf of the security holders and

oppose the granting of the petition and
the authorization for the issuance of the

| receiver's certificates. Further, it is stated

that counsel for the Amy committee re-

i quest that they be permitted to be heard

when the petition is presented to the
court.

Annexed to the document is a copy of
the notice served on the trust company
by the Amy committee. It is signed by
Henry Amy and H. H. McHarg. The
document itself is signed by Turner, Mc-
Clure & Rolston, of New York, atiorneys
for the Farmers' Loan & Truse Company.

It is evident from the paper that the
plans of the reorganization committee in-
ciude other improvements aside from the
standardizing oif the Columbia & Puget
Sound Railroad. Such a petition by Re-
ceiver Smith as is mentioned has never
vet appeared in the court files, and until
it is presented to the court it is plain that
no action can be taken in the matter.

If the purchase of a new steamer is
contemplated, nothing has so far been
said about it, and her destination cannot
therefore be foretold. ;

THE SPOKANE RATE CASE.

Special Master Sawyer's Report to Be
Taken Up by Judge Hanford.

The closing chapter in the long fight
which the merchants of Spokane have been
waging against the Great Northern for
lower rates in competition with Pacific
coast terminal points will be reached in the
Federal court tomorrow, when Judge Han-
ford will hear the report of Special Master
in Chancery Lorenzo 8. B. Sawyer, to
whom the case was referred for the pur-
pose of taking testimony and receiving
proofs of the matters in controversy.

Mr. Sawyer's findings were against the
Spokane merchants, and it was held that
the company had not violated the orders
of the interstate commerce commission. It
was shown that Spokane's geographical
position and the close water competition to
Coast terminals was responsible for the
grievances of which the merchants com-
plainad,

CARAVAN OF TZIGANT SWOOP DOWN |

A Motley Mob of Sturdy Beggars,
Dancing Bears, Performing Mon-
keys, Fortune Tellers and Ragged !

They go to the houses, knock on
the doors with sticks, and on the appear-
ance of the inmates demand foed in the
most insolent manner, and it is generally
