OLYMPTA, June 11.—-A woman and a
desire for money were the causes that led
up to a serfous mejee In this county last
night.

Napoleon Legarde, aged about ™ years, |
an old Hudson Bay employe, residea near
Nisqually. Last night, about 7 o'clock.
two Indizns, named respectively George
and John Willlams, entered the old man's |
cabin and attacked him with a rifie. One
of the Indians heid him, while the other
beat him, cutting his scalp badly and in-
During the figsht Legarde

struggled with Indlan George, John got
possession of the knife and stabbed the oid
man in the back, an ugly, if not fatal,
wound. After this the Indians went te a
neighhoring cahin,

During the attack an Indian woman,
partly the cause of the trouble, was pres-
ent. and after the departure of the at-
tacking party she went to a neighbor and
gave the alarm. News of the affray was
sent to this city, and Deputy Sheriff Cal
McClellan went to the house where the
Indlans were, After some parley he gatned
admittanes and ordered George Willlams
to throw up his hands. The Indians were
in bed, and George at first refused to sur-
render. The deputy at last got his nip-
pers on cne hand, when the Indian struck
at him with the other, and M¢Clellan then
shot nim in the right arm, and on further
Lostile demonstration by the Indian, he
was shot in the left arm. Still continuing
the fight, the deputy shot a third time at
the Indian’s head, who ducked, and the
bullet cut a furrow along his back, where-
upon both Indians gave up,

George and John Williams are Indians
with bad records. The former was par-
doned from a term in the penitentiary by
Gov. McGraw, where he was serving out
a sentence for killlnz another Indian in
this city about two years ago. Joan Will-
fams was out on bail, awaiting trial on a
charge of criminal assault upon a squaw.

The cause of the attack on Legarde is
supposed to be jealousy on account of the
squaw who was with the old man at the
time of the trouble, coupled with a desire
to rob him of some money he was supposed
to possess. The wounded men will both
probably recover.
