It does not foliow, however, that it will
be immediately sent to the senate.

The proposed new treaty will not contain
any provision for a pengion to the late
Queen or & zift of mouney 10 the princess,
but it will probably te provided that the
prigeess shall recelve a pension out of the
territorial revenues.

“The men who make up the farms and
factories were the same the country over,”
he said. ““And I hold,” he continued, “that
to the great body of these people, these
charges are not only preposterous, but in-
famous.”

Tillman again made a reply. While gm
claimed no special mission, he had come
from the farm and from the people and to

the fenate more recently than the Massa- |

chusetts senator. “He knew,” Le sald,
“that the only thing infamous in this
transaction fn the view of the people, was
the refusel to investigate, and this effort
to hide behind the senatorial togn.” If
the senate persisted in this, then it was
disgraced * before the people. Public
charges had been made that hribery was |
abroad in connection with this subject,
and “unless you investigate, you stand
convicted,"” asserted the senator,

The senate then came back to the Bland
amendment. Lindsay moved to strike
out 195100 and Insert 1810 cents as the
rate on sugar. He arzued that the rate
of the bill was too high and gave excep-
tional advantages to the refiners
