AM owirr LCHO!I IN CTTLBBY.

Senator Vest, of Mlssoarl, is ons of
thoao captivating talkers who should al-
ways keep away from the Introduction
of facts Into their speeches. He eon
make & brilliant speech when ho ajroids
facts, but facts do undoubtedly spcnl it.
Facto are to Senator Vest's opeoeheo
what funny anecdotes are to sermons.
Funny stories have their place, but that
place is not in sermons; they mar the ef-
fort and distract the attention of tho
listener. Pacts are ail very woil in their
place, but that place lo not In Senator

Veot'o speeches; they mar the effect and
distract the attention of tho auditor from
the rolling periods and dazzling apostro-

phles, which hare dooe so much to keep
Mr. Vest in the United States senate.

In the course of the debate on the tariff
Mr. Vest, who belongs to that branch of
the Democracy known as Bourbons, still
thinks it a part of his duty as a Demo-
crat to oppose a protective tariff because
that is one of the prlnclpleo of the He-
publican party. Jf the Democrats were
in favor of protection, Mr. Vest is one of
those valuable gentlemen who would be
quite oo willing and Just as ready to
demonstrate that it was the only salva-
tion of the country.

Knowing that Mr. Vest lo opposed to a
tariff on general principles, thooe who
arp likely to be Injured by it have found
him a very willingadvocate of every ob-
jection. When, for instance, the cutlery
paragraphs were considered, and the
tariff on penknives, pocket knives, razors
and scissors was under discussion, Mr.
Vest offered a substitute embodying the
rates of the present law. He did not
know why this should be done, but he
read a statement from a large cutlery
house, showing a comparison between
the Wilson rate and the proposed rate,

for the purpose of proving that the latter
would keep out foreign goods. This
would not seem much of an objection to
an American mechanic, who could see
increased demand for his labor, but it did
seem so to Mr. Vest.

Mr. Piatt, of Connecticut, pointed out
that 1.266,000 dozen knives were imported
last year, and 250.000 doson were made In
the United States, showing: that only
one-flfth of the demand was supplied by
this country. This would be no objection

to an American mechanic, but it did not
affect Mr. V*st or disarm his opposition.

It was then pointed out *hat the effect
of a prflfective tariff would 1* to very
greatly Increase the consumption of home
manufactures and even to promote for-
eign trade in American cutlery. Senator
Vest, who stems to hjuve been quite well
fortified by Importers of cutlery, then read
another letter, which stated that the
writer had shipped 800 dozen knives to
Sheffield, showing 1 that our cutlery was
invading the great English cutlery cen-
ter. The senator gave an object. lesson
In cutlery by spreading many kinds of
pocket knives, table knives, etc., on the
desks around him. He pointed out that
in ea<*h caw the American kr.lfe was bet-
trr and cheaper than the English kr'Te.
He wanted to demonstrate, he said, that
we make better cutlery and par more to

our laborers, and yet It was proposed to
ra!«e the duty. The effect of the tariff,
then, would be to keep out the inferior
grade of goods shipped from Europe, the
work of cheap labor, and to preserve for
our market the whole of this country for
the better grade of goods at a !<>w«»r price

and with a higher rut© of wages to the
laborer. Mr. Vest could not see this, he
could only see that if we kept out th«
foreign goods we were going to make it
worn" for the Importers.

Senator Pia'.t, of Connecticut, cannot
make a speech like Mr V«st. but he can
*eo the point of a proposition much m~re
readily. He quietly remarked that Mr.
Vest's own statements showed that the
duty hurt no one In this country, and
that a« a result of St the American
cutler wi making a better knife and
selling it for ies« than the English maker
received for the same kr.lfe In She®* M.
