MARITIME RECORD.
PESILS OF THE BEA.

Vessel Burned and Crew Picked I'p

la Boats, (nflrrlns From Efx-
posnre and Starvation.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 14,-The Pacific
Hall steamship City of Para, now in
Quarantine at this port, brings the details
of the loss in mid-Pacific of the Rritlsh
Khlp Buckhurst on April 4 last, she hav-
ing picked up part of the crew of the lU-
fated vessel on May 2, when 100 m<!es
oft the Nlcaraguan coast, and landed
them at Punta Arenas.

The Buckhurst sailed from Newcastle
for Panama with a cargo of coal on Feb-
ruary 2 last, and had an .uneventful voy-
age until April 3 when smoke was seen
Issuing from her hatchei and ventilator*.
The pumps were rigged, but without ef-
fect, for after working ilight and day for
ten days the f.ames compelled the crew
to abandon the snip. After the vessel
burned to the water's edge the boats were
headed for Cocos Island, 470 miles distant,
but only three of the five reached there a
week later, tho others, with seventeen
men, having disappeared.

Twenty days were spent upon the Island
by the castaways without seeing a sail,
and fearing that their provisions would
not last much longer they decided to tnke
to the boat again. When picked up by the
City of Para they were In a most deplora-
ble condition from thirst, heat and ex-
posure.

The old ordinance oofittlctd a pn>d*
sion by which mine of Its provisions were
to be construed a* prohibiting the foiling
of cows on wholesomo brewers' grain.
b;st under t>\e n?w one that point ts not
specifically touched upon. If the board
of health should decide that brewers"
grain was unwholesome food, then it
w*uld be in a posftlon where It could In-
stitute legnl proceedings. ami the court
would !*» called upon to decide this ques-
tion. It will be recalled that about five
years ago this question was discussed at
great 1* ngth, and the decision reached
was that fresh brewers' grain had a ten-
dency to Increase the quantity of milk,
and to decrease to some extent it qual-
ity. but did not make it ur.vijolesome.
At present the board of health is not in-
formed to what extent such food prod-
ucts afe being used in Seattle, but when
the ordinance comes before the city coun-,
cil the question will undoubtedly be din-
cussed and direct information will be
obtained.

By the provisions of the new ordinance
the board of health Is given power to
regulate .aid control the traffic in milk,
provide for inspection of milk, dairies
and cows producing milk for sals or
consumption within the c.ty. In addition
to the old provision about carrying milk
in covered vehicles, another ts added to
prevent the delivery of what are known
as wholesale packages from uncovered
wagons.

All milk venders, no matter If they have
only onO cow, are required to obtain a
permit, and in applying for such permit
must specify the number of cowa they
have and the business name under which
milk will be sold. Delivery wagons muKt
have on either side the number of th<>
permit, or If the milk la sold from a can
the can must be identified by proper
marks.

It is unlawful to have In possession
with Intent to noil impure milk, and by
Impure or adulterated milk Is meant:
That which contains leu than 12 per cent,
of milk solids; that containing more
than 8i per cent, of water or fluids;
milk containing less than 3 per cent, of
fats; that which Is drawn f#om cows
within thirty days before or within ten
days after parturition; that which is
drawn from cows fed on unhealthy or un-
wholesome food; that which is drawn
from cows kept in an unhealthy or un-
sanitary condition or from cow* affected
with any form of disease, or from cows
which are supplied with watfr which is
impure or unwholesome; that from
which any part of the cream has been
removed; that which hits l>cen diluted
with water or any other fluid, or to
which has b-?en added or into which has
been introduced any foreign substancp;
that drawn from cows or by mllk«rs that
are themselves in a condition of 111th or
uncleanlimss; that which Is shown by
analysis to contain any substance of any
character not natural or normal con-
stituents of milk, or to have tx>en de-
prived cither wholly or in part of any
constituent naturally or normally con-
tained in milk.

In order to carry out the provisions of
the ordinance the board of health and Its
agents are given wide latitude in entering

premises and malting Inspections; and any
rvfusal on the part of a vendor, producer
or distributor to submit to dn Inspection
subjects the offending party to the pen-
alty of having his permit revoktd.

Samples of n>llk can be taken in the
presence of the owner, cf th»
sample being given to the owner, and If
after testing the milk Is found to lie lwlow
the r»*iuir«nents of the ordinance, the In-
spector may ronfiscAt* the original enn
from which tho milk was tnkfn. As to
the matter of disposal, however, the board
of health Is g*.vcn discretion.

It la the duty of owners, ag-nts or man-
agers of da!rl *s to report to the board of
health un> thing tending to render milk ob-
tained from dairies unwholesome.

There I* nothing: In th«" ordinance to pre-
vent the sale or manufacture of condrnat-d
milk or what u known an buttermilk or
sour milk. provhlad th<y ire made frrwn
pure and wholesome milk. Tht» ordinance
contains a sp*« ial provision the
sale of skimmed milk, provided the can In
which it is contained i# properly tagged.

A person violating th* provisions of tha
ordir.Jinoe shall be considered guilty cf a

and upon conviction «hail 1>«
fined not less than ICS nor roor» than s>o,
or by Imprisonment in the county jailnot
less than ten noi morv than I<*J days.
